Regulation No. 102

Adopted 5 March 2002

Criteria for Location of Pharmacies and Branches of Pharmacies

Issued pursuant to Section 5, Clause 16 of the Pharmacy Law

1. These Regulations determine criteria for the location of pharmacies and branches of pharmacies (except for veterinary pharmacies), which shall be taken into account in issuing a special permit (licence) for opening (operating) a pharmacy.
2. The maximum permissible number of general type pharmacies in a populated area shall be calculated by utilising the following formula:
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 where

A – the maximum permissible number of pharmacies;

P – the number of inhabitants in the populated area;

S – the minimum number of inhabitants per one pharmacy;

k – correction coefficient.

3. The minimum number of inhabitants per one pharmacy and the correction coefficient depending on the number of inhabitants in the populated area has been specified in the Annex to these Regulations. If the number of inhabitants is up to 4000, two pharmacies may be opened in the relevant populated area.

4. A general type pharmacy outside a populated area may not be opened within a radius of five kilometres from an already functioning general type pharmacy. A branch of a pharmacy may not be opened within a radius of five kilometres from an already functioning general type pharmacy or branch of a pharmacy.

5. A closed-type pharmacy shall be located within the territory of the in-patient medical treatment institution, which has opened the relevant pharmacy.

6. Paragraph 4 of these Regulations does not apply to those pharmacies and branches of pharmacies, which prior to the date of coming into force of these Regulations have received an opinion from the State Pharmacy Inspection regarding conformity of the premises with the requirements of regulatory enactments.

7. Relocation of a general type pharmacy and a branch of a pharmacy within the boundaries of one populated area shall be permitted on the basis of the existing special permit (licence), but not closer than 500 metres from an already functioning general type pharmacy or a branch of a pharmacy, which prepare medicinal products or which operates 24 hours.

8. Requirements of these Regulations shall not apply to activities and repeated licensing (re-registration of a special permit (licence)) of those general type pharmacies, which prior to the date of coming into force of these Regulations have received a special permit (licence) for opening (operating) a pharmacy and which operate in conformity with the requirements of regulatory enactments.
