Procedures for the Administration and Monitoring of Market Intervention Measures of Fishery and Aquacultural Products
Issued pursuant to

Section 6, Paragraph two of the

Law on Agricultural and Rural Development

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the administration and monitoring of market intervention measures of fishery and aquacultural products.

2. The Rural Support Service in accordance with the requirements specified in European Union legislation shall implement the administration and monitoring of market intervention measures of fishery and aquacultural products in Latvia.

3. Recognised groups of producers of fishery or aquacultural products applying for the receipt of compensation for the performance of market intervention measures may withdraw fishery and aquacultural products from the market, as well as process and store them prior to a repeated offer in the market only following the receipt of the relevant confirmation from the officials of the Rural Support Service and Food and Veterinary Service regarding the inspection of fishery and aquacultural products prior to the commencement of market intervention measures.

4. Recognised groups of producers of fishery or aquacultural products shall inform an official of the Rural Support Service regarding the intended market intervention measures and the location of the implementation thereof not later than 24 hours after the acquisition of fishery or aquacultural products from a member of a recognised group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products or, in the case that a recognised group of producers has the status of a representative group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products, then from a member thereof, or from a producer who is not a member of a representative group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products, but the price for withdrawal of fishery and aquacultural products from the market applicable to the group of representative producers specified by the European Community pertains to him or her.

5. After the receipt of information from a recognised group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products, an official of the Rural Support Service shall inform an official of the Food and Veterinary Service regarding the intended market intervention measures and the location of the implementation of the market intervention measures.

6. Officials of the Rural Support Service shall inspect the amount and identity of the fishery and aquacultural products subject to market intervention at the location of implementation of the market intervention measures, but officials of the Food and Veterinary Service shall inspect the categories of freshness and size.

7. After the performance of the inspections referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations, officials of the Rural Support Service shall draw up a statement regarding the withdrawal of fishery or aquacultural products from the market at the location of the withdrawal of the fishery or aquacultural products. The following information shall be included in the statement:

7.1. the location, date and time when the fishery or aquacultural products were withdrawn from the market;

7.2. the fishing vessel (registration number) from which the relevant fishery products were landed or the name and registration number of the merchant (also of farms and fishing undertakings) growing the relevant aquacultural animals; 

7.3. the area of catch of the fishery products;

7.4. species of the fishery or aquacultural products, the categories of the freshness and size thereof;

7.5. the types of the offer of fishery or aquacultural products;

7.6. the amount and price of the fishery or aquacultural products withdrawn from the market; and

7.7. the way (ways) in which fishery or aquacultural products shall be used after the withdrawal thereof from the market.

8. If a group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products transfers fishery or aquacultural products from the market for the further processing and storage thereof prior to a repeated offer in the market, an official of the Rural Support Service who performs an inspection in co-operation with an official (inspector) of the Food and Veterinary Service shall indicate the following information in addition to the statement referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations:

8.1. the name, registration number and legal address of the merchant (also of farms or fishing undertaking) who will process and store the fishery or aquacultural products;

8.2. the processing methods of the fishery or aquacultural products; and

8.3. the period of storage of the fishery or aquacultural products.

9. The statement regarding the withdrawal of fishery or aquacultural products from the market shall be signed by the relevant officials of the Rural Support Service and the Food and Veterinary Service. The statement is a certification regarding the market intervention measures performed.

10. During the processing of fishery and aquacultural products or during the period when they are placed in storage, the Rural Support Service shall examine, in conformity with Paragraphs 7 and 8 of these Regulations, the amount and identity of fishery and aquacultural products in the undertakings of merchants (also in farms and fishing undertakings), which process and store fishery and aquacultural products. If necessary, unplanned inspections of the specified products shall also be performed during the storage period.

11. The Rural Support Service shall prepare a written report about the inspections performed in conformity with Paragraph 10 of these Regulations. The report shall indicate the date of the inspection, the duration of the inspection, the activities performed during the inspection and the results of the inspection. A responsible official of the Rural Support Service shall sign the report.
12. Three days before fishery or aquacultural products are repeatedly placed on the market, a recognised group of producers of fishery or aquacultural products shall inform the Rural Support Service regarding the date when the storage of fishery or aquacultural products is terminated.

13. During the processing of fishery and aquacultural products or during the period when they are placed in storage, the Food and Veterinary Service shall examine, in conformity with Paragraphs 7 and 8 of these Regulations, the categories of freshness and size of fishery and aquacultural products in the undertakings of merchants (also in farms and fishing undertakings) which process and store fishery and aquacultural products. If necessary, the Food and Veterinary Service, upon the invitation of the Rural Support Service, shall also participate in unplanned inspections organised by the Rural Support Service during the period of the processing and storage of fishery and aquacultural products.

14. The Food and Veterinary Service shall prepare written reports regarding the inspections performed in conformity with Paragraph 13 of these Regulations. The report shall indicate the date of the inspection, the duration of the inspection, the activities performed during the inspection and the results of the inspection. A responsible official of the Food and Veterinary Service shall sign the report. The Food and Veterinary Service shall inform the Rural Support Service in writing regarding the results of the inspections performed.
15. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2005.
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
