Regulation No. 158

Adopted 16 April 2002

By-laws of the State Labour Inspection
Issued pursuant to Section 2, Paragraph three of the State Labour Inspection Law

1. The State Labour Inspection (hereinafter – Inspection) is a State administrative institution supervised by the Ministry of Welfare.

2. The State Labour Inspection Law prescribes the tasks and functions of the Inspection and the competence of officials.

3. The Inspection has a current account in the State Treasury.

4. In implementing the functions referred to in the State Labour Inspection Law, the Inspection has the following rights:

4.1. to issue warnings and give orders to employers and possessors of dangerous equipment in the field of employment legal relationships, labour protection and technical supervision of dangerous equipment;

4.2. to control whether employers and possessors of dangerous equipment take effective measures in order to ensure that orders of the Inspection are carried out and that warnings issued are taken into account, as well as to take decisions regarding imposition of administrative sanctions and full or partial suspension of the activities of undertakings; and

4.3. in accordance with the procedures prescribed by regulatory enactments, to submit to law enforcement institutions material regarding violations of regulatory enactments with respect to employment legal relationships, labour protection and technical supervision of dangerous equipment.

5. Heads of units of the Inspection, in accordance with the by-laws and job descriptions of units of the Inspection which by-laws and descriptions are approved by the director of the Inspection, shall plan and organise work of the units and shall be responsible for performance of the tasks specified for the units.
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
