Procedures for the Application of the Technical Specifications of Interoperability Relating to the Subsystem “Traffic Operation and Management” of the Trans-European Conventional Rail System 
Issued pursuant to Section 43, 
Paragraph two of the Railway Law

1. With these Regulations the Procedures for the Application of the Technical Specifications of Interoperability Relating to the Subsystem “Traffic Operation and Management” of the Trans-European Conventional Rail System are adopted and approved according to European Commission Decision 2006/920/EC of 11 August 2006 concerning the technical specification of interoperability relating to the subsystem “Traffic Operation and Management” of the trans-European conventional rail system
2. These Regulations shall be applicable together with the regulatory enactments regarding the interoperability of the trans-European conventional rail system.
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
