Regulations regarding Events of Major Importance for the Society of Latvia and Procedures for Transmission thereof by Television Broadcasting Organisations
Issued pursuant to

Section 17, Paragraph seven of

the Radio and Television Law

1. These Regulations prescribe events of major importance for the society of Latvia and the procedures for the transmission thereof by television broadcasting organisations.

2. Events of major importance for the society of Latvia are the following:

2.1. All Latvian Song Festival;

2.2. Song and Folk Dance Festival of Latvian School Youth;

2.3. International Folklore Festival “Baltica”;

2.4. winter and summer Olympic Games;

2.5. World Ice Hockey Championship Finals;

2.6. World Cup Football Championships and European Football Championship Finals; and

2.7. world and European championships in Olympic sports events, which take place in Latvia.

3. A broadcasting organisation, which has acquired exclusive rights to transmit any of the events referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations, shall not later than two months before transmission co-ordinate the manner of transmission (live or recorded coverage) with the National Radio and Television Council.

4. The events referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be transmitted live, except for the cases when live coverage is not possible or may significantly limit the possibilities of the society to follow the relevant event due to the following reasons:

4.1. the length of the event exceeds the planned broadcasting time; or

4.2. there is a time zone difference between Latvia and the state where the event takes place.

5. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2005.
