 List of States, the Citizens (Nationals) of which do not need Visas or Residence Permits for Entry and Staying in the Republic of Latvia 

Issued pursuant to Section 4, Paragraph two, Clause 5 

of the Immigration Law

1. It is determined that the citizens (nationals) of the following states (included in the list of states approved by the European Union Council, the citizens (nationals) of which do not need visas for the crossing of the external border of the European Union), who utilise a travel document of their state of citizenship, do not need a visa or a residence permit to enter and stay in the Republic of Latvia:

1.1. the Commonwealth of Australia;

1.2. New Zealand;

1.3. Canada; and

1.4. the Republic of Nicaragua.

2. The citizens (nationals) of the states referred to in Paragraph 1 of these Regulations have the right to stay in the Republic of Latvia not longer than 90 days in a half-year period counting from the first day of entry.

3. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 May 2003.
