Procedures for Utilisation, Maintenance and Updating of a List of Aliens who are Prohibited to enter the Republic of Latvia
Issued pursuant to 

Section 3, Paragraph three and 

Section 62, Paragraph two of the Immigration Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs (hereinafter – Office) shall maintain and update a list of such aliens who are prohibited to enter the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter – list), as well as the amount of and procedures for utilisation of information to be included in the list.

2. The Office shall compile information regarding aliens who are prohibited to enter the Republic of Latvia in an electronic information system.

3. The Office shall include the following information in the register of prohibitions of entry.

3.1. regarding an alien:

3.1.1. given name (names);

3.1.2. surname;

3.1.3. sex;

3.1.4. date of birth;

3.1.5. place of birth;

3.1.6. address of the place of residence; and.

3.1.7. nationality and type thereof;

3.2. regarding the personal identification document (documents) of an alien:

3.2.1. type;

3.2.2. series and number;

3.2.3. date of issue;

3.2.4. issuing state and issuing authority or issuing organisation; and

3.2.5. term of validity;

3.3. reason for which the alien has been included in the list:

3.3.1. section, paragraph and clause of the Immigration Law on the basis of which an alien has been included in the list;

3.3.2. date of determination of the violation of requirements prescribed by the Immigration Law; and

3.3.3. place where the violation of requirements prescribed by the Immigration Law has been determined;

3.4. regarding the prohibition of entry:

3.4.1. date of determination of the prohibition;

3.4.2. date from which the prohibition is in force; and

3.4.3. date up to which the prohibition is in force; and

3.5. regarding the decision by which an alien is included in the list or deleted therefrom:

3.5.1. number;

3.5.2.  date of taking of decision; and

3.5.3. official who has taken the decision;

3.6. regarding other identity features of an alien (for example, previous surnames of the person, father’s name of the person).

4. If the Minister for Foreign Affairs, Director of the Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (hereinafter – Consular Department), officials of diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter – missions) or the chief of the State Border Guard take a decision regarding the inclusion of an alien in the list, the Office shall be notified in writing thereof within one working day and at least the information referred to in Clauses 3.1.1, 3.1.2, 3.1.5 and 3.3.1 and Sub-paragraph 3.4 of these Regulations shall be provided.

5. After receipt of the information referred to in Paragraph 4 of these Regulations, the Office shall include it in the register of prohibition of entry within one working day.

6. If the entry and stay of an alien in the Republic of Latvia is not allowed on the basis of Section 61, Paragraph one of the Immigration Law, the director of the Constitution Protection Bureau, the chief of the State Police, Security Police and State Border Guard shall notify the Office thereof in writing and at least provide information referred to in Clauses 3.1.1, 3.1.2, 3.1.5 and 3.3.1 and Sub-paragraph 3.4 of these Regulations.

7. After receipt of the information referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations, the Office shall immediately forward it to the Minister for the Interior for the taking of a relevant decision. If the Minister for the Interior takes a decision regarding the inclusion of an alien in the list, the Office shall include the information regarding the alien in the register of prohibition of entry within one working day after the taking of the relevant decision.

8. If the Minister for the Interior takes a decision not to include an alien in the list, the Office shall notify the provider of information thereof.

9. If the information referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations becomes known which is not included in the register of prohibition of entry, the officials referred to in Paragraphs 4 and 6 of these Regulations shall notify the Office thereof. The Office shall update the information in the register of prohibition of entry.

10. If in accordance with the procedures specified in the Immigration Law, a decision has been taken to cancel a prohibition of entry to an alien or to reduce the term thereof, after receipt of the relevant information the Office shall update it in the register of prohibition of entry within one working day.

11. If the circumstances have changed on the basis of which an alien was included in the list by a decision of the Minister for the Interior, the director of the Constitution Protection Bureau, the chief of the State Police, Security Police and State Border Guard shall notify the Office in writing thereof.

12. After receipt of the information referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations, the Office shall immediately forward it to the Minister for the Interior for the taking of a relevant decision. If the Minister for the Interior takes a decision regarding the deletion of an alien from the list, the Office shall update the information in the register of prohibitions of entry within one working day after the receipt of the relevant decision.

13. If the Minister for the Interior takes a decision not to delete an alien from the list, the Office shall notify the provider of information thereof.

14. An alien has the right to receive the information included in the register of prohibition of entry (information provided for in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations) regarding himself or herself, his or her children under 16 years of age, as well as regarding persons under guardianship or trusteeship.

15. The Office shall maintain the register of prohibition of entry from funds assigned from the State budget.

16. The information to be included in the register of prohibition of entry shall have the status of restricted access information. The information shall be kept permanently in the register of prohibition of entry.

17. The Head of the Office or his or her authorised official shall grant the right to utilise the register of prohibition of entry on the basis of a written application from the head of an institution.

18. Information regarding aliens who are prohibited to enter the Republic of Latvia shall be provided to competent institutions of other states in accordance with an agreement entered into according to the procedures specified in regulatory enactments. The exchange of information shall take place in accordance with a principle of parity ensuring compliance with the conditions for the protection of personal data.

19. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 May 2003.
