Visa Regulations

Issued pursuant to 

Section 3, Paragraph three and 

Section 13, Paragraph four of the Immigration Law

1. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which a visa shall be issued, registered, cancelled and revoked, as well as the terms of validity of visas and the amount of information to be included in the visa information system, and the procedures for the utilisation thereof.

2. Visas shall be issued by:

2.1. officials of the diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Latvia in foreign states (hereinafter – Mission) – visas of all types, categories and forms;

2.2. officials of the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs (hereinafter – Office) – individual short-stay and long-stay visas of all types;

2.3. officials of the Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (hereinafter – Consular Department) – individual short-stay and long-stay visas of all types with a note ‘Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa]; and

2.4. officials of the State Border Guard at the border control points specified in Annex 2 of these Regulations – single individual transit visas or group transit visas and single individual short-stay visas;

3. Officials of the institutions referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall take a decision regarding the issuance of a visa and specify the type, category, form, and term of validity of the visa to be issued and the permitted duration of stay in the Republic of Latvia on the basis of the documents submitted, as well as the information acquired in additional verifications and interviews with the visa applicant. An official has the right to determine a shorter term of validity of the visa and a shorter permitted duration of stay, as well as fewer entries into the Republic of Latvia than have been specified in the approved invitation.

4. The visa sticker shall be completed electronically before affixing in the travel document utilising the information entered into the visa information system. If the visa sticker is completed by hand due to technical reasons, it shall be affirmed with a seal and a signature after affixing into the travel document.

6. An individual visa is a single, double and multiple visa, and it shall be issued in the travel document of a person.

7. A group visa is a single or double transit visa and a single or double short-stay visa.

8. A group visa shall be issued to an organised group of aliens if it has a group passport and includes from five to 50 persons who together enter into, stay in and depart from the Republic of Latvia or cross the Republic of Latvia in transit.

8.1. Foreign seamen may be issued group transit visas at border control points in accordance with Council Regulation (EC) No 415/2003 of 27 February 2003 on the issue of visas at the border, including the issue of such visas to seamen in transit.

9. The term of validity of a group visa shall not exceed 30 days.

10. The person responsible for the group shall have a travel document, as well as an individual visa, if a visa is necessary.

2. Issuance of Visas

11. Upon requesting a visa an alien shall submit:

11.1. a valid travel document;

11.2. a completed and signed visa application form in conformity with Annex 4 of these Regulations;

11.3. a photograph made in conformity with Annex 5 of these Regulations;

11.4. a copy of such a document attesting that the alien has the health and life insurance policy specified in Section 4, Paragraph one, Clause 3 of the Immigration Law;

11.5. documents justifying the purpose and place of entry and stay or documents indicating that he or she has an invitation approved not later than three months previously in his or her possession; and

11.6. a document attesting to the payment of the State fee.

12. If an alien requests a visa at a border control point, the inviter is entitled to submit the documents referred to in Sub-paragraphs 11.3, 11.4, 11.5 and 11.6 of these Regulations instead of the alien. 

13. A travel document is valid for requesting a visa if:

13.1. the term of validity thereof exceeds the term of validity of the requested visa by at least three months;

13.2. it has at least two free pages for the affixing of visas and service notes regarding the crossing of the State border;

13.3. it has the personal data and photographs of all such aliens who utilise that document as a travel document;

13.4. it does not contain any non-approved corrections of the issuer of the document;

13.5. it does not contain indications of falsification; and

13.6. it does not have any mechanical damage or stains due to which it is not possible to identify the holder of the document, to read the data or to determine any possible falsifications of the document.

14. The head of the Office, the director of the Consular Department, the chief of the State Border Guard or an authorised official thereof has the right to take decisions regarding the issuance of a visa, if the travel document does not comply with the requirements specified in Sub-paragraphs 13.1 and 13.2 of these Regulations or if the photograph does not comply with the requirements specified in Annex 5 of these Regulations, but the document complies with international legal provisions, the interests of the State of Latvia or is related to force majeure or humanitarian considerations.

15. If an alien receives a new travel document or a temporary travel document for returning to the country of domicile instead of the travel document lost or stolen in the Republic of Latvia, a visa for departure from the Republic of Latvia is not necessary.

16. If a decision has been taken to issue a visa in accordance with Section 16, Paragraph four of the Immigration Law, but an alien does not have in his or her possession a travel document recognised in the Republic of Latvia, a form for affixing a visa in accordance with Council Regulation (EC) No 333/2002 of 18 February 2002 on a uniform format for forms for affixing the visa issued by Member States to persons holding travel documents not recognised by the Member State drawing up the form shall be utilised.

17. If minors of an alien do not have a travel document, a common individual visa shall be issued to the alien and his or her children. It shall be affixed into the travel document of the alien who has reached the legal age on the condition that all the referred to aliens together enter into, stay in and depart from the Republic of Latvia, or cross the territory of the Republic of Latvia in transit.

18. An invitation for the request of a visa shall be valid for requesting the visa only for the indicated purpose of entry, type of visa, term of validity of the visa and the aliens indicated therein.

19. If several aliens are indicated in one invitation, they may request a visa individually utilising the same invitation – each of them once only.

20. A visa shall be issued to an alien who has not reached 18 years of age and who travels independently or together with another person who is responsible for him or her, if the notarised consent of a parent or a guardian for the entry of the child into the Republic of Latvia is submitted. A notarised certification is not necessary if a parent or a guardian submits the permission to the Mission personally. The permission must contain an indication regarding the person responsible for supporting the staying of the child in the Republic of Latvia.
21. If an inviter provides an alien with a place of stay, which does not require additional financing, the daily allowance shall be ten lats. If the stay of an alien has been provided in a reserved tourist lodging, financial resources for the place of stay shall conform to the rates of the reserved tourist accommodation taking into account that the total amount of the daily allowance and charge for the place of stay is not less that 20 lats per day.

22. If the electronic information system – the database of invitations – includes information that the inviter will cover the expenses related to the entry and stay of the alien in the Republic of Latvia, upon requesting a visa the alien shall not be required to submit documents attesting that he or she has adequate financial resources for entering and staying in the Republic of Latvia.

23. For requesting a visa at a border control point, an alien shall submit documents, which justify that he or she was not able to request the visa at the Mission for objective reasons.

24. Citizens (nationals) of the states referred to in Paragraph 55 of these Regulations shall indicate information regarding the purpose and place of entry and stay, as well as the reasons why the visa has not been requested at the Mission in the visa application form.

25. The duration of stay shall be extended for an alien who stays legally in the Republic of Latvia by issuing a new visa of the same category if he or she has submitted documents to the Office which certify that circumstances have changed after the receipt of the previous visa and if the receipt of a new visa:

25.1. conforms to international legal norms;

25.2. conforms to the interests of the State of Latvia;

25.3. is justified by force majeure; or

25.4. is justified by humanitarian considerations.

26. In the cases specified in Paragraph 25 of these Regulations, an alien shall submit the documents necessary for the receipt of a visa not later than three working days prior to the end of the term of validity of the previous visa, except for cases when it is not possible due to force majeure.

27. If an alien has changed a travel document and the previous travel document contains a valid visa, the visa shall be renewed by issuing a new visa sticker if the conditions are still in force on the basis of which the previous visa was issued.

28. In accepting the documents submitted for examination for a request for a visa, a notation shall be made in the travel document of the visa applicant utilising a stamp. The stamp shall indicate in English the code of the Republic of Latvia (LVA), date, when the visa was requested and the name of the visa-issuing authority, as well as the category of the visa requested. The notation with a stamp in diplomatic and service passports shall be made at the discretion of the visa-issuing authority.

29. If a decision has been taken regarding a refusal to issue a visa, the documents submitted for the request of the visa shall not be returned and the State fee shall not be reimbursed to the alien.

2.1. Issuance of Airport Transit Visas
30. An airport transit visa is an individual single, double or multiple transit visa.

31. A single airport transit visa enables an alien to cross the airport transit zone once only.

32. A double airport transit visa enables an alien to cross the airport transit zone upon commencing the trip and returning therefrom.

33. A multiple airport transit visa enables an alien to cross the airport transit zone an unlimited number of times during the time period indicated in the visa.

34. The term of validity of an airport transit visa shall not exceed three months.

35. An airport transit visa shall be required for citizens (nationals) of the states referred to in Annex 7 of these Regulations and other aliens who have travel documents issued by such states, except for the following cases:

35.1. if an alien has a valid residence permit in the Republic of Latvia, an entry visa or a transit visa;

35.2. [22 April 2004];

35.3. if an alien has a valid residence permit which guarantees the right to return and is issued by Andorra, the United States of America, Japan, Canada, Liechtenstein, Monaco, San Marino, the Swiss Confederation or the Vatican; or

35.4. if an alien is a crew member of an aircraft and a citizen (national) of such state which is a member state to the 7 December 1944 Convention on International Civil Aviation.

36. If an alien needs a visa for entry into the next state or the state of destination, an airport transit visa shall be issued only if he or she has received the visa of such state, which he or she is preparing to enter.

2.2. Issuance of Transit Visas
37. A transit visa is a single, double or multiple transit visa.

38. A single and double transit visa is an individual or a group visa according to its form.

39. A multiple transit visa is an individual visa according to its form.

40. A single transit visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia once only within the time period specified in the visa for crossing the territory thereof and to depart from the Republic of Latvia.

41. A double transit visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia twice within the time period specified in the visa for crossing the territory thereof and to depart from the Republic of Latvia.

42. A multiple transit visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia an unlimited number of times within the time period specified in the visa for crossing the territory thereof and to depart from the Republic of Latvia.

43. The duration of stay in the Republic of Latvia specified in a transit visa shall not exceed three days. A transit visa with a duration of stay of up to five days may be issued to a foreign seaman.

44. The term of validity of a transit visa shall not exceed six months.

45. If an alien needs a visa for entry into the next state or the state of destination, a transit visa shall be issued only if he or she has received a visa of such state, which he or she is preparing to enter.

2.3. Issuance of Short-stay Visas
46. A short-stay visa is a single, double or multiple entry visa.

47. A single and double short-stay visa is an individual or a group visa according to its form.

48. A multiple short-stay visa is an individual visa according to its form.

49. A single short-stay visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia once only within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

50. A multiple short-stay visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia twice within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

51. A multiple short-stay visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia an unlimited number of times within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

52. A short-stay visa shall be issued to an alien whose purpose of entry and stay in the Republic of Latvia is a short-stay visit.

53. The term of validity of a short-stay visa shall not exceed one year and the duration of stay provided therein shall not exceed 90 days during one half-year counting from the first day of entry.

54. A short-stay visa the term of validity of which does not exceed 15 days shall be issued at the border control point.

55. A short-stay visa with a duration of stay up to 90 days during one half year may be issued to an alien who is a citizen (national) of such state with which an agreement has been entered into by the Republic of Latvia on the abolishment of visa requirements and, on the basis of the conditions of the relevant agreement, the duration of stay in the Republic of Latvia for the alien does not exceed 90 days during one half-year counting from the first day of entry.

56. [22 April 2004]

2.4. Issuance of Long-stay Visas
57. A long-stay visa is an individual single, double and multiple entry visa.

58. A single long-stay visa enables to a person enter into the Republic of Latvia once only within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified and to depart therefrom.

59. A double long-stay visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia twice within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

60. A multiple long-stay visa enables a person to enter into the Republic of Latvia an unlimited number of times within the time period specified in the visa, to stay in the State for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

61. A long-stay visa shall be issued if an alien needs to stay in the Republic of Latvia for more than 90 days during one half year counting from the first day of entry, and the receipt of the visa:

61.1. conforms to international legal norms;

61.2. conforms to the interests of the State of Latvia;

61.3. is justified by force majeure; or

61.4. is justified by humanitarian considerations.

62. The term of validity of a long-stay visa shall not exceed one year except for a visa with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa] the term of validity of which may be up to five years.

63. If an alien needs a visa for entry into the Republic of Latvia or the alien stayed in the Republic of Latvia in accordance with an agreement entered into by the Republic of Latvia on abolishment of visa requirements and he or she has utilised the entire time period permitted in the agreement or there are less than seven days until the end of the permitted duration of stay and his or her purpose of entry is the receipt of residence permit in the Republic of Latvia, the Mission on the basis of a decision taken by the Office regarding the granting of a residence permit shall issue a single long-stay visa with a term of validity up to 30 days.

64. The visa referred to in Paragraph 63 of these Regulations shall be issued to an alien not later than within two months after the taking of the decision regarding the granting of a residence permit.

65. In order to request the visa referred to in Paragraph 63 of these Regulations, an alien shall submit a travel document the term of validity of which exceeds the term of validity of the residence permit specified in the decision regarding the granting of a residence permit by at least three months if a decision has been taken to grant a temporary residence permit, or the term of validity is not less than one year if a decision has been taken regarding the granting of a permanent residence permit.

66. If an alien residing in a foreign state has lost the residence permit, on the basis of an opinion of the Office, the Mission shall issue the visa referred to in Paragraph 63 of these Regulations.

2.5. Issuance of Frontier Visas
67. A frontier visa is an individual single, double and multiple entry visa.

68. Frontier visas shall be issued in accordance with the international agreements binding to the Republic of Latvia regarding simplified procedures for the issuance of visas to inhabitants of the frontier territory.

69. A single frontier visa enables a person to enter into the territory specified in the international agreement of the Republic of Latvia once only within the time period specified in the visa, to stay therein for a time period specified in the visa and to leave thereof.

70. A double frontier visa enables a person to enter the territory specified in the international agreement of the Republic of Latvia twice within the time period specified in the visa, to stay therein for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

71. A multiple frontier visa enables a person to enter into the territory specified in the international agreement of the Republic of Latvia an unlimited number of times within the time period specified in the visa, to stay therein for a time period specified in the visa and to depart therefrom.

72. The term of validity of a frontier visa shall not exceed one year and the duration of stay in the Republic of Latvia provided therein shall not exceed 90 days during one half-year counting from the first day of entry.

73. A frontier visa shall be issued by Missions specified in the international agreements binding to the Republic of Latvia.

2.6. Issuance of Visas with Notations “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic Visa] or “Dienesta Vīza” [Service Visa]
74. A visa with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa] is a single, double or multiple individual airport transit visa, a transit visa, a short-stay or a long-stay visa.

75. Visas with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa] shall be issued by officials of Missions and the Consular Department. Officials of the Office and the State Border Guard shall issue the visas specified in Paragraph 74 of these Regulations only upon the request of the Consular Department.

76. A visa with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] shall be issued to:

76.1. an alien who has been granted diplomatic or consular privileges and immunities or privileges and immunities equivalent to them in accordance with the regulatory enactments of the Republic of Latvia and international agreements binding on the Republic of Latvia and who arrives in the Republic of Latvia on an official task or crosses the territory thereof in transit;

76.2. the head of a foreign state, his or her family members and members of the delegation led by him or her;

76.3. the head of the government of a foreign state, a member of the government of a foreign state and members of the delegation led by him or her.

76.4. the head of the parliament of a foreign state, a member of the parliament of a foreign state and members of the delegation led by him or her;

76.5. a diplomatic agent (representative) of a foreign or international organisation who is travelling to a diplomatic post or leaving such post, and his or her family members who live together with him or her.

76.6. a foreign consular official who is travelling to a consular post or is leaving such post, and family members of the referred to person who live together with him or her;

76.7. a diplomat of a foreign state if he or she is travelling on a working visit to the Republic of Latvia;

76.8. an officially invited delegate of a foreign and international organisation and his or her family members who live together with him or her – if the Ministry of Foreign Affairs has accepted the relevant official visit;

76.9. a diplomatic or consular courier of a foreign state; and

76.10. other persons in accordance with international agreements binding on the Republic of Latvia.

77. A visa with a notation “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa] shall be issued to:

77.1. administrative and technical personnel of the delegations referred to in Sub-paragraphs 76.2, 76.3 and 76.4 of these Regulations;

77.2. administrative and technical, and service personnel of a diplomatic and consular mission and of a foreign diplomatic mission of an international organisation, and their family members who live together with them;

77.3. an alien who conforms to the requirements specified in Paragraph 76 of these Regulations, but who has no right to receive a diplomatic visa;

77.4. other persons in accordance with international agreements binding on the Republic of Latvia; 

77.5. an alien who arrives in the Republic of Latvia for the performance of tasks of State importance – only in the Consular Department or after prior co-ordination with the Director of the Consular Department; and

77.6. foreign accredited journalists and correspondents.

78. In order to request a visa with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa], an alien shall submit a diplomatic passport, a service passport or another travel document, his or her photograph and a written request (notification) of the department of foreign affairs, competent authority, diplomatic or consular mission of a foreign state or the relevant international organisation or the diplomatic mission thereof in which the following information shall be specified:

78.1. the given name (names), surname, the date of birth and citizenship (nationality) of the person;

78.2. the name of the state or international organisation issuing the travel document, the document number, date of issue and the term of validity; and

78.3. the purpose of entry and intended duration of stay.

3. Cancellation and Revocation of Visas
79. A visa shall be cancelled and revoked by:

79.1. officials of Missions;

79.2. officials of the Office;

79.3. officials of the Consular Department – visas with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa]; and

79.4. officials of the State Border Guard at the State border crossing points of the Republic of Latvia.

80. Officials of the Office and the State Border Guard shall cancel and revoke visas with a notation “Diplomātiskā vīza” [Diplomatic visa] or “Dienesta vīza” [Service visa] only upon the request of the Consular Department.

81. A visa shall be cancelled by making a notation on the visa in the form of a stamp with a notice “Anulēta – Cancelled”.

82. A visa or the remaining term of validity of the visa shall be revoked by crossing it with a red cross diagonally and making an indication as to the date until which the visa is valid.

4. Registration of Visas, the Amount of Information to be included in the Visa Information System and the Procedures for Utilisation of the Information
83. A request for a visa and the visas issued, refused, cancelled and revoked shall be registered in an electronic information system – in the visa information system.

84. The visa information system shall include the following information:

84.1. regarding an alien:

84.1.1. given name (names);

84.1.2. surname;

84.1.3. previous surname (surnames);

84.1.4. nationality;

84.1.5. date of birth;

84.1.6. place of birth;

84.1.7. sex; and

84.1.8. a digital or scanned photograph;

84.2. on the travel document of an alien:

84.2.1. type;

84.2.2. series and number;

84.2.3. issuing state or organisation;

84.2.4. name of the issuing authority;

84.2.5. date of issue; and

84.2.6. term of validity;

84.3. regarding the purpose of entry and stay of an alien:

84.3.1. purpose of entry and stay;

84.3.2. substantiating documents submitted and presented;

84.4. place of stay of the alien;

84.5. type of payment, currency, and tariff;

84.6. regarding the decision taken:

84.6.1. date of acceptance of the document;

84.6.2. visa issued, number assigned;

84.6.3. visa refused, reason for refusal;

84.6.4. visa not issued, reason;

84.6.5. prohibition of entry determined;

84.6.6. visa revoked, reason for revocation;

84.6.7. visa cancelled, reason for cancellation;

84.6.8. date and place of taking the decision;

84.7. regarding the visa:

84.7.1. type of visa

84.7.1.1. single visa;

84.7.1.2. double visa;

84.7.1.3. multiple visa;

84.7.2. category of visa:

84.7.2.1. A – airport transit visa;

84.7.2.2. B – transit visa;

84.7.2.3. C - short-stay visa;

84.7.2.4. D – long-stay visa;

84.7.2.5. L – frontier visa;

84.7.3. form of visa:

84.7.3.1. individual visa;

84.7.3.2. group visa;

84.7.4. term of validity;

84.7.5. duration of stay; and

84.8. official who has taken the decision.

85. The information included in the visa information system shall have the status of restricted access information.

86. The Office shall ensure the utilisation and maintenance of the visa information system from the resources of the State budget.

87. Officials of missions, the Office, the Consular Department and State Border Guard shall enter and update the information in the visa information system. The referred to officials shall be responsible for the conformity of data and timely input of information into the visa information system.

88. The Missions, the Office, the Consular Department, State Border Guard, State Police and State security institutions shall utilise the information included in the visa information system for the performance of tasks thereof.

89. The information in the visa information system shall be kept for 10 years.

5. Closing Provisions
90. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 May 2003.

91. From 30 December 2003 visas shall be issued at the border control points specified in Annex 2, Paragraphs 4, 5, 6, 8, 9, 11, 12, 15, 18 and 19 of these Regulations, Paragraphs 7, 10, 13, 14, 16, and 17 at the specified border control points from 1 May 2004.

92. The officials of the institutions referred to in Paragraph 87 of these Regulations shall commence the entering of the information specified in Clause 84.1.8 into the visa information system not later than 3 June 2005.

I undertake to stay in the territory of the Republic of Latvia not longer than the length of stay indicated on the visa and to leave the territory of the Republic of Latvia by the end of the term of validity indicated in the visa, if a visa is issued.

I have been informed that a visa only certifies that a person has requested a permit to enter into and stay in the Republic of Latvia or to cross the territory thereof in transit, and that the authority issuing the visa in accordance with its competence sees no obstacles for the person to enter into and stay in the Republic of Latvia within the time period specified in the visa and number of times specified therein. The mere fact that a visa has been issued does not mean that I will have the right to compensation if I fail to comply with the conditions prescribed by Section 4, Paragraph one of the Immigration Law and I am thus refused entry. The pre-conditions for entry shall be checked again on entry into the territory of Latvia.

I have been informed that in case of the necessity to extend the duration of stay in Latvia, documents must be submitted to the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs not later than three working days before the end of the term of validity of the previous visa. 

I have been informed that the duration of stay is extended by the issuance of a new visa only if conditions have changed after the receipt of the previous visa and a new visa is required because it complies with international legal norms or the interests of the Republic of Latvia, or due to force majeure or humanitarian considerations.

Instructions for Photographs in Visa Applications

In order to ensure the qualitative issuance and registration of visas, a photograph must conform to the following requirements:

1. The dimensions of photographs shall be -45 x 35 mm ± 1 mm. The photograph shall be made without the white corner.

2. Dimensions of face on photographs ‑ the distance between the pupils of the eyes shall be 6 ± 3 mm, the distance between the centre line of the eyes to the chin line (extreme points) shall be 15 ± 2 mm. The distance from the head to the upper edge of the photograph shall be 6 ± 2 mm.

3. Photographs may be either black and white or coloured.

4. The photographic paper shall be smooth, bright or semi-matted, without a surface raster or relief.

5. The background of the photographs shall be homogeneous, the background of black-and-white photographs shall be white, and the background of colour photographs shall be white or light grey. If the background of a photograph is in another colour or dark, such photograph shall be invalid.

6. Position of the head - front view.

7. Natural facial expression (smile permissible).

8. Apparel – everyday, proper. It is prohibited to be photographed in outdoor apparel (for example, coats, jackets) and with any headgear, as well as with an unclothed upper part of the body.

9. Lighting shall be equal for both sides of the face. If illumination effects (for example, overhead lighting) intended for artistic photography are utilised when taking a photograph, such photograph shall be invalid.

10. Changes in a photograph as compared to the photo-negative are not permissible.

11. None of the colours that have been created as a result of technologies for the making of photographs may not dominate in a colour photograph.

12. The image shall be of high quality ‑ sharp, without scratches and defects.

13. If a person wears glasses, he or she may be photographed with glasses. Being photographed with dark glasses or glasses that have slipped down on the nose is not permissible. Reflections in the lenses of glasses may not cover up the eyes.

14. A photograph shall be taken not earlier than three months prior to submitting the documents for the request of a visa.
