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Procedures for Granting of Allowances and Compensation for Rent and Transport Expenditures during Vocational Training, Retraining and Raising of Qualifications of Unemployed Persons and for Determining the Amount of Allowance and Compensation

Issued pursuant to 

Section 4, Paragraph three of the 

Support for Unemployed Persons and Persons

Seeking Employment Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the granting of an allowance and compensation for rent and transport expenditures during vocational training, retraining and raising of qualifications (hereinafter – training) of unemployed persons, as well as the amount of such allowance and compensation.

2. During training, the State Employment Agency (hereinafter – Agency) shall grant an allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures on the basis of the following contracts entered into by the Agency and the unemployed person:

2.1. an individual planning contract of active employment measures specifying the involvement of an unemployed person in training; and

2.2. a contract regarding the training of an unemployed person.

3. During training, the amount of the allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures to be paid out to an unemployed person shall be calculated and paid out by the educational institution which performs the training on the basis of a contract between the Agency and educational institution regarding the organisation of the training of unemployed persons and based on an order of the educational institution regarding the inclusion of the unemployed person in the list of persons to be educated.

4. The amount of the allowance for an unemployed person shall be 25 lats per calendar month of the training period. For a training period, which is shorter than one calendar month, the amount of the allowance shall be calculated in proportion to the number of calendar days in the training period.

5. Expenditures for the rent of living accommodation or transport for the journey from the place of residence of an unemployed person to the educational institution and back shall be compensated, if the educational institution where the training takes place is located outside the administrative territory or administrative territorial unit (in Rīga) where the unemployed person resides, and if the unemployed person submits the relevant documents certifying the rent or transport expenses.

6. Compensation for rent expenditures in the respective calendar month of the training period shall be calculated in the amount of 50% of the sum of rent expenses in the respective month, but not more than one lat per each calendar day.

7. Compensation for transport expenditures in the respective calendar month of the training period shall be calculated in the amount of 50% of the sum of transport expenses in the respective month, but not more than one lat per each day of training.

8. The allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures during the training period shall be paid to an unemployed person once per calendar month.

9. The allowance and compensation for rent expenditures shall be paid also for the period when the unemployed person has failed to attend training due to a justified reason, provided that on the next day after such reason no longer exists, the unemployed person submits to the educational institution a document certifying the reason referred to.

10. If an unemployed person has failed to attend training without a justified reason, the allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures shall not be paid to the unemployed person for the relevant time period.

11. If an unemployed person fails to attend training for 10 successive days without a justified reason, the payment of the allowance and the compensation for rent and transport expenditures shall be discontinued.

12. If an unemployed person submits to an educational institution a document which certifies a reason justifying the non-attendance, the payment of the allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures which was discontinued in accordance with Paragraph 11 of these Regulations shall be renewed for the unemployed person.

13. An unemployed person shall lose the right to the allowance and compensation for rent or transport expenditures during the training period, if he or she has been excluded by an order of the educational institution from the number of persons to be educated or has lost the status of an unemployed person.

14. An unemployed person shall compensate the Agency the amount of the allowance and compensation for the rent and transport expenditures received during the training period, if he or she does not attend the classes of training, has not arrived to take the qualification examination or the final examination without a justified reason, or if the Agency determines that false statements have been provided in order to obtain or maintain the status of an unemployed person.

15. If an unemployed person does not voluntarily reimburse the allowance or compensation for rent or transport expenditures received without justification, the relative amount shall be collected through judicial process, in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments.

16. On the basis of an invoice submitted by an educational institution, in accordance with the procedures specified by the contract referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations, the Agency shall transfer to the educational institution the resources necessary for the payment of the allowance and compensations for rent and transport expenditures.
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
