Procedures by which State and European Union Support is Granted to Agriculture in the Framework of Direct Support Schemes 
Issued pursuant to Section 5, Paragraph four of the
Law on Agriculture and Rural Development 
1. General Provisions
1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which State and European Union support is granted to agriculture in the framework of direct support schemes in accordance with Council Regulation (EC) No. 1782/2003 of 29 September 2003 establishing common rules for direct support schemes under the common agricultural policy and establishing certain support schemes for farmers and amending Regulations (EEC) No. 2019/93, (EC) No. 1452/2001, (EC) No. 1453/2001, (EC) No. 1454/2001, (EC) 1868/94, (EC) No. 1251/1999, (EC) No. 1254/1999, (EC) No. 1673/2000, (EEC) No. 2358/71 and (EC) No. 2529/2001 (hereinafter – Regulation No. 1782/2003).
2. The types of State and European Union support shall be as follows:
2.1. a single area payment;
2.2. complementary national direct payments:
2.2.1. for arable crop areas;
2.2.2. for fodder areas;
2.2.3. for slaughtered or exported bovine animals;
2.2.4. for suckler cows;
2.2.5. for ewes;
2.2.6. for seeds of grasses and flax; and
2.2.7. for potato starch;
2.3. decoupled complementary national direct payments:
2.3.1. for areas;
2.3.2. for milk;
2.3.3. for slaughtered or exported bovine animals;
2.3.4. in special cases for new farmers;
2.4. separate sugar payment; and
2.5. aid for energy crops.
3. Payments may be received by farmers who comply with the requirements prescribed by Article 2 (a) of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
4. The Rural Support Service according to the requirements prescribed by Article 40 (4) of Regulation No. 1782/2003 shall allow derogation from the provisions prescribed in these Regulations due to the following exceptional circumstances:
4.1. the long-term professional incapacity of a farmer;
4.2. the death of a farmer;
4.3. expropriation of a large part of the holding for the requirements of the State or the public provided that the farmer could not have anticipated this on the day when the commitments were undertaken;
4.4. a severe natural disaster or fire that significantly affects the farmer’s land utilised for agriculture and buildings that are utilised for the keeping of farm animals; or,
4.5. an epizootic that has affected part or all of the farmer’s livestock.
5. If the exceptional circumstances specified in Sub-paragraphs 4.1, 4.2, 4.3, 4.4 or 4.5 of these Regulations have set in, the beneficiary or his or her authorised person within a period of 10 working days, starting from the day that such opportunity arises, shall submit to the relevant regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service in whose area the submission for payment is registered, the following:
5.1. a detailed description regarding the setting in of the exceptional circumstances; and,
5.2. documents attesting to the exceptional circumstances.
6. The Rural Support Service shall grant payment for the relevant number of units for support, except for the cases that are specified in Paragraphs 87 and 88 of these Regulations, as well as the cases that are specified in Commission Regulation (EC) No. 796/2004 of 21 April 2004, laying down detailed rules for the implementation of cross-compliance, modulation and the integrated administration and control system provided for in Council Regulation (EC) No. 1782/2003 establishing common rules for direct support schemes under the common agricultural policy and establishing certain support schemes for farmers (hereinafter – Regulation No. 796/2004).
7. The Rural Support Service shall take a decision regarding the granting of the payments specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations and shall ensure the complete payment thereof by 30 June of the following year.
8. The regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service shall ensure access to the forms specified in Annex 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13 of these Regulations and the issuance of maps of the land utilised for agriculture at least three weeks prior to the expiry date of the application submitted for the relevant type of support. 
9. For the receipt of support a farmer shall submit (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service an application according to the requirements of these Regulations and other documents necessary for the receipt of payments. On applying for a single area payment, complementary national direct payments for arable crop areas, for forage areas, decoupled complementary national direct payments, decoupled complementary national direct payments for slaughtered or exported bovine animals, decoupled complementary national direct payments in special cases to new farmers, as well as for aid energy crops, the farmer shall submit a single application for the single area payment (Annex 1) in accordance with Article 11 of Regulation No. 796/2004.
10. If the Rural Support Service has requested in writing additional information regarding the payments specified in these Regulations, the farmer shall provide a written reply within a time period of two weeks from the day of receipt of the letter from the Rural Support Service.
2. Single Area Payment and Complementary National Direct Payments for Arable Crop Areas and for Fodder Areas
2.1. Single Area Payment
11. A single area payment may be received for land utilised for agriculture in accordance with the crop codes specified in these Regulations (Annex 14), if the land has been in good agricultural condition on 30 June 2003 and:
11.1. it has no bushes or invasive genus Sosnowski hogweed plant species;
11.2. it has not become swampy and has not begun to afforest; and,
11.3. it conforms with the conditions prescribed by Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions.
12. Single area payment may be received for those areas of land utilised for agriculture whose minimum total area is at least one hectare, but the area of each field (a continuous parcel of land in which one farmer cultivates one crop) is at least 0.3 ha.
13. The Rural Support Service, on granting a single area payment, shall calculate and apply the coefficient of reduction in accordance with Article 143b of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
2.2. Complementary National Direct Payments for Arable Crop Areas and for Fodder Areas
14. Complementary national direct payment for arable crop areas may be received for the arable crop areas specified in Article 76 and Annex 9 of Regulation No. 1782/2003 and in accordance with the crop codes specified in these Regulations (Annex 14), if the sowings of arable crops in the arable crop area in normal growing conditions are sown by 15 June of the current year and maintained at least until the start of their ripening phase.
15. Complementary national direct payments for fodder areas may be received for such areas (in accordance with the crop codes specified in Annex 14 of these Regulations) with the provision that these are utilised for  the obtaining forage or for animal grazing (the grass shall be grazed down and mowed around or mowed off and removed at least once by 1 August of the current year):
15.1. for perennial grasses sown into arable land – for areas in which the botanical component of the sward predominantly forms from cultivated papilionaceous plants and cereal grass species and that typically has a uniform sward density; and,
15.2. for areas where cereals, grain, legumes and maize for green forage and silage are grown.
16. Cultivated papilionaceous plants and cereal grass species shall be lucerne, orientalis galega, red clover, white clover, hybrid clover, timothy grass, cocksfoot grass, meadow fescue, meadow foxtail, perennial ryegrass, smooth-stalk meadow-grass and red fescue.
17. Complementary national direct payments for arable crop areas and for fodder areas may be received for areas of land utilised for agriculture, if the following conditions are observed:
17.1. they comply with the conditions for receiving a single area payment; and, 
17.2. their minimum total area is at least one hectare, but the area of each field is at least 0.3 ha.
18. Complementary national direct payments for arable crop areas and for fodder areas shall be administrated according to the provisions of Regulation No. 796/2004, except for Paragraph two of Article 51 (2) thereof.
19. The Rural Support Service, on granting complementary national direct payments, by 1 March of the next year shall calculate and apply the coefficient of reduction in accordance with Article 139 of Commission Regulation (EC) No. 1973/2004 laying down detailed rules for the application of Council Regulation (EC) No. 1782/2003 as regards the support schemes provided for in Titles IV and IVa of that Regulation and the use of land set aside for the production of raw materials (hereinafter – Regulation No. 1973/2004).
2.3. Conditions for the Submitting of Applications
20. When applying for a single area payment, complementary national direct payments for arable crop areas or for fodder areas, a farmer by 15 May of the current year shall submit (in person or by post) the following documents to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service:
20.1. an application (Annex 1); and,
20.2. the map of the land to be utilised for agriculture issued by the Rural Support Service in which the managed areas of land to be utilised for agriculture are marked.
21. If the application specified in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations is submitted after 15 May of the current year, but not later than 25 days after this deadline, the amount which the farmer could have received shall be reduced according to the conditions of Article 21 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004, except for the cases where it was not possible to submit the application by 15 May due to exceptional circumstances. If the delay amounts to more than 25 calendar days, the application shall be inadmissible.
22. If a bee-keeper is applying for a single area payment, who has a registered bee colony, then in addition to the documents specified in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations he or she shall also submit a copy of the registration certificate of the colony. If a farmer manages permanent meadows or pastures that a bee-keeper utilises for the collection of nectar for bee-keeping purposes, then in addition to the documents specified in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations he or she shall submit a copy of a contract entered into by the land manager and the owner of the bee colony regarding the utilisation of the area for the collection of nectar for bee-keeping purposes, as well as a copy of the registration certificate of the colony.
23. If amendments and additions are necessary to the application specified in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations, the farmer in accordance with Article 15 of Regulation No 796/2004 shall submit an updated application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service, but not later than 25 calendar days after 15 May of the current year in accordance with Article 21 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004.
2.4. Conditions for Good Agricultural and Environmental Conditions
24. Applying for a single area payment, a farmer shall observe the following conditions for good agricultural and environmental conditions of land to be utilised in agriculture:
24.1. the land utilised for agriculture shall be cultivated and crops shall be grown on such land by utilising agricultural technology for sowing and crop maintenance that is appropriate to the species, i.e., observing sowing periods, necessary fertilisation, as well as weed control and other plant protection measures;
24.2. the existing amelioration system on land utilised for agriculture in the responsibility of the farmer shall be maintained ensuring the regulation of the soil moisture regime;
24.3. plants or plant remains and stubble shall be worked into the soil in order to maintain the fertility of the land to be utilised for agriculture;
24.4. permanent meadows or pastures, as well as perennial grasses sown into the arable land:
24.4.1. shall be grazed down and mown around or mowed down at least once, the grass shall be removed or ground and dispersed by 1 August of the current year; or,
24.4.2. shall be grazed down and mown around or mowed down at least once, the grass shall be removed or ground and dispersed by 10 September of the current year, if the botanical component of sward is predominantly formed by white clover or field knapweed and the areas are utilised for the collection of nectar in bee-keeping.
25. Applying for a single area payment, a farmer shall observe the following special conditions for good agricultural and environmental conditions:
25.1. in areas that are declared for support under the Agrovide [agri-environment] sub-measure “Maintenance of Biological Diversity in Grasslands”, for the maintenance of amelioration systems or parts thereof shall be co-ordinated with the Rural Support Service or shall be written off in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the amelioration cadastre;
25.2. in areas that are declared for support under the Agrovide sub-measure “Erosion Limitation”, the soil shall be cultivated in accordance with the procedures prescribed by the regulatory enactments, in which the programming document “Rural Development Plan of Latvia for the Implementation of the Rural Development Programme 2004-2006” shall be introduced;
25.3. permanent meadows or pastures, as well as perennial grasses sown into the arable land:
25.3.1. shall be grazed down if the farmer is applying for support under the Agrovide sub-measure “Maintenance of Biological Diversity in Grasslands” in the activity “Extensive Pasture”;
25.3.2. shall be mowed down at least once and the grass removed (in the period of time from 10 July to 10 September) if the farmer is applying for support under the Agrovide sub-measure “Maintenance of Biological Diversity in Grasslands” in the activity “Late Cutting of Grassland”, and in the sub-measure “Installation of Buffer Zones”; or,
25.3.3. shall be mowed down at least once and the grass removed by 1 August of the current year if the farmer is applying for support under the Agrovide sub-measure “Development of Organic Farming”.
26. If a farmer does not comply with any of the conditions prescribed in Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions, support shall be reduced in accordance with Regulation No. 796/2004.
27. If a farmer does not comply with the condition specified in Article 14 of Regulation No. 796/2004 regarding the declaration of land utilised for agriculture and the difference between the total area of land utilised by the farmer for agriculture and the declared area is greater than 3%, the total amount of the single area payment shall be reduced. If a farmer has not indicated in his or her application all the managed land utilised for agriculture and the difference between the total area of land utilised by the farmer for agriculture and the declared area is: 
27.1. greater than 3%, but does not exceed 30% (inclusive) of the declared area, the amount of the single area payment shall be reduced by 1% in the relevant year;
27.2. from 30% to 50% (inclusive) of the declared area, the amount of the single area payment shall be reduced by 2% in the relevant year; or,
27.3. greater than 50% of the declared area, the amount of the single area payment shall be reduced by 3% in the relevant year.
3. Complementary National Direct Payments for Bovine animals and Ewes
3.1. General Provision
28. Complementary national direct payments for slaughtered or exported bovine animals, for suckler cows and for ewes may be received by a farmer who registers the animals owned by him or her and provides regular information according to the procedures prescribed by the regulatory enactments of the Republic of Latvia regarding the registration of animals, livestock and holdings, as well as in accordance with Article 138 of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
3.2. Complementary National Direct Payments for Slaughtered or Exported Bovine Animals
29. Complementary national direct payments for slaughtered or exported bovine animals that are older than eight months in the relevant year, may be received in accordance with Article 130 (1)(a) of Regulation No. 1782/2003 if the requirements prescribed by Paragraph 28 of these Regulations are observed and the following conditions are observed:
29.1. bovine animals are slaughtered in a slaughterhouse that is under the supervision of the Food and Veterinary Service or recognised in the territory of the European Community, or are exported outside the territory of the European Union directly from a holding, or the services of a commercial company are utilised on the basis of the data of the State agency Lauksaimniecības datu centrs [Agricultural Data Centre];
29.2. the minimum retention period of a  bovine animal in the herd of a farmer in accordance with the data of the State agency Agricultural Data Centre prior to slaughtering or export shall not be less than two months in accordance with Article 123 (1) of Regulation No. 1973/2004; and
29.3. a farmer by 15 February of the following year but not later than six months after the implementation of the conditions referred to in Sub-paragraph 29.1 of these Regulations shall submit an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 2). The application shall indicate the identity numbers of animals slaughtered or exported in the current year in accordance with Article 121 (1) of Regulation No. 1973/2004.
3.3. Complementary National  Direct Payments for Suckler Cows
30. Complementary national direct payments may be received for the following suckler cows:
30.1. for suckler cow of a meat breed or a suckler cow born of a cross with a meat breed animal in accordance with Article 122 (d) of Regulation No. 1782/2003;
30.2. for cows not referred in Annex 1 to Commission Regulation (EC) No. 1777/2004 of 14 October 2004 adapting Regulation (EC) No. 2342/1999 laying down detailed rules for the application of Council Regulation (EC) No. 1254/1999 on the common organisation of the market in beef and veal as regards premium schemes by reason of the accession of the Czech Republic, Estonia, Cyprus, Latvia, Lithuania, Hungary, Malta, Poland, Slovenia and Slovakia to the European Union (hereinafter – Regulation No. 1777/2004), if such cows are not milked but utilised for the suckling of calves; and
30.3. for heifers from the age of eight months in accordance with Article 122 (e) of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
31. Complementary national direct payments for suckler cows shall be received if the requirements prescribed by Paragraph 28 of these Regulations are observed and the following conditions are observed:
31.1. a farmer shall by 31 December of the current year declare the cows and heifers referred to in Paragraph 30 of these Regulations in the State agency Agricultural Data Centre as suckler cows or potential suckler cows (when heifers are being declared);
31.2. when applying for the payment for the cows and heifers referred to in Paragraph 30 of these Regulations, a farmer from 15 May until 15 November of the current year shall submit an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 3);
31.3. the number of suckler cows specified in the application referred in Sub-paragraph 31.2 of these Regulations may not be less than 60% of the total number of animals declared for payment in the relevant year (the total number of animals consists of the suckler cows and heifers referred in Paragraph 31 of these Regulations). The number of heifers declared for payment may not exceed 40% of the total number of animals declared for payment; and
31.4. a farmer shall retain in the herd the number and proportion of animals referred in Sub-paragraph 31.3 of these Regulations for at least six months after the date of submitting the application referred in Sub-paragraph 31.2 of these Regulations by derogation in accordance with Article 125 (2) (b) of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
32. If after the receipt of the application referred in Sub-paragraph 31.2 of these Regulations the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service establishes non-compliance with the conditions of Sub-paragraph 31.3 of these Regulations, it shall within a period of one month after the receipt of the referred application send a letter to the farmer regarding non-compliance in the application.
33. If in the time period referred in Sub-paragraph 31.4 of these Regulations circumstances arise due to which it is necessary to replace in the herd farmer any of the animals referred to in the application, such animal within a period of 20 days after the occurrence of the referred circumstances shall be replaced by an animal that conforms to the conditions of Paragraph 30 of these Regulations. Within a period of seven days after the replacement of an animal the farmer shall update the application and submit it (in person or by post) to the relevant regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service, to which the application was submitted in accordance with Article 58 (2) of Regulation No. 796/2004.
34. In order to determine the animals conform to the payment referred in Paragraph 30 of these Regulations, if a farmer is an owner of a mixed herd (milking cows and suckler cows), the State agency Agricultural Data Centre shall utilise the following information in accordance with the last paragraph of Article 125 (2) of Regulation No. 1782/2003:
34.1. the number of dairy cows and suckler cows in the herd (specifying the identity numbers thereof) according to the situation on 31 December of the current year if a farmer applies in the relevant year for payment referred in Paragraph 30 of these Regulations;
34.2. the quotas of marketed milk in the previous quota year; and
34.3. the average milk yield in the herd under supervision in the relevant year of supervision. If such information is not available, the average milk yield of the State (4 796 kg) shall be utilised in accordance with Annex 2 to Regulation No. 1777/2004.
35. If a farmer applies for complementary national direct payments for suckler cows in the relevant year, the State agency Agricultural Data Centre, taking into account the information referred in Paragraph 34 of these Regulations shall utilise the following method of calculation:
35.1. the number of milking cows necessary for the implementation of quotas of marketed milk shall be determined by calculating the ratio of the quota of marketed milk to the average milk yield indicator (the indicator in the relevant year of supervision for the herds under supervision, for the remainder – the average milk yield of the State (4 796 kg)); and
35.2. the number of suckler cows for which payments may be received, in a mixed herd (milking cows and suckler cows) shall be determined by calculating the difference in the total number of cows and the number of milking cows necessary for implementing the quota of marketed milk.
3.4. Payment for Ewes
36. An complementary national direct payment may be received for ewes in accordance with Article 113 (1) of Regulation No. 1782/2003 if the requirements prescribed by Paragraph 28 of these Regulations are observed and the following conditions are observed:
36.1. according to the situation by 1 July of the current year a herd consists of not less than 10 ewes in accordance with Article 113 (3) of Regulation No 1782/2003 which in accordance with the data of the State agency Agricultural Data Centre have lambed once or are older than one year in accordance with Article 112 (a) of Regulation No. 1782/2003;
36.2. a farmer by 15 July of the current year shall submit to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service an application (Annex 4) regarding the number of ewes on 1 July; and
36.3. a farmer shall retain in the herd the animals specified in the application referred in Sub-paragraph 36.2 of these Regulations for at least one hundred days counting from 16 July of the current year in accordance with Article 70 (3) of Regulation No. 1973/2004.
37. If in the time period referred in Sub-paragraph 36.3 of these Regulations circumstances arise due to which it is necessary to replace in the herd of a farmer any of the animals referred in the application, such animal within a period of 10 days after the occurrence of the referred to circumstances shall be replaced by a ewe that has lambed once or is older than one year. Within a period of five days after the replacement of an animal a correction shall be made in relevant the application and submit it (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service to where the application was submitted.
4. Complementary National Direct Payments for Seeds of Grasses and Flax
38. A complementary national direct payment may be received for the produced and marketed crop seeds of the species specified in Annex 11 to Regulation No 1782/2003 (except Oryza sativa L.(code 1006 10 10)), if:
38.1. the seeds are certified by the State Plant Protection Service and being marketed;
38.2. a farmer shall submit to the Rural Support Service:
38.2.1. information regarding the harvest obtained — each year by 1 October (Annex 5);
38.2.2. information regarding the actual sales price of the seed produced during the previous year — each year by 1 August (Annex 6);
38.2.3. the relevant application (Annex 7) and copies of the documents specified in Sub-paragraphs 38.2.4 and 38.2.5 of these Regulations — by 1 August following the relevant crop year;
38.2.4. a copy of the seed certificate (presenting the original); and,
38.2.5. natural persons - copies of delivery notes of goods (presenting the originals) or strict accountability receipts registered by the State Revenue Service for homegrown and marketed seeds of varieties.
5. Complementary National Direct Payments for Potato Starch
39. A complementary national direct payment may be received for a ton of potato starch if the grower of starch potatoes:
39.1. has entered into a potato cultivation contract with a starch producer regarding the supply of a specific amount of potatoes;
39.2. supplies a starch producer with potatoes in conformity with the potato cultivation contract entered into; and,
39.3. by 15 July of the current year submits (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service the relevant application (Annex 8) and a copy of the potato cultivation contract.
6. Decoupled Complementary National Direct Payments 
6.1. Decoupled Complementary National Direct Payment for Areas
40. A decoupled complementary national direct payment may be received for areas, if the farmer:
40.1. complies with the conditions for receiving a single area payment; and, 
40.2. by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 1).
41. A decoupled complementary national direct payment for areas may be received by a farmer for the number of hectares specified in Paragraph 42 of these Regulations, that in the current year conforms to the conditions for receiving a single area payment.
42. In order to receive a decoupled complementary national direct payment for areas, it shall be presumed that the areas conforming to payment are the number of hectares that in the year 2006:
42.1. are approved as conforming to complementary national direct payments for arable crop areas; or,
42.2. are determined in the potato cultivation contract with a starch producer.
43. The national rate of decoupled complementary national direct payments for areas in the relevant year until 16 October of the current year shall be calculated by the Rural Support Service, utilising the following formula:
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where
Mha – the national rate of the complementary national direct payment for areas for the relevant year (EUR/ha);
Nha – the maximum amount of support available nationally for the decoupled complementary national direct payment for areas in the relevant year (determined in accordance with Article 143 (c) (7) of Regulation No. 1782/2003); and,
Qha – the total number of hectares in the State conforming to payment in accordance with Paragraph 42 of these Regulations.
44. If the number of hectares on the holding that conforms to the conditions for the receipt of a single area payment in the current year is less than the number of hectares specified in Paragraph 42 of these Regulations, the farmer shall receive support for the current year for that number of hectares that conforms to the conditions for the receipt of a single area payment.
45. If the owner or possessor (operator) of a holding changes, the transferee of the holding may receive a decoupled complementary national direct payment for areas, observing the conditions specified in this Chapter for the receipt of a decoupled complementary national direct payment for areas. The transferee of a holding shall append to the application (Annex 1) a copy of the document certifying ownership or possessor (operator) rights (presenting the originals) and a written attestation regarding the transfer of the decoupled payment. The attestation shall be signed by the transferee of the holding and transferor of the holding.
46. If a farmer submits the application specified in Sub-paragraph 40.2 of these Regulations after 15 May, but not later than 25 days after this deadline, the amount which the farmer could have received shall be reduced according to the conditions of Article 21 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004, except for the cases where it was not possible to submit the application by 15 May due to exceptional circumstances.
47. If a farmer does not comply with any of the conditions specified in Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions, support shall be reduced in accordance with Regulation No. 796/2004.
6.2. Decoupled Complementary National Direct Payment for Milk
48. A decoupled complementary national direct payment may be received for milk, if the farmer:
48.1. conforms to the conditions for the receipt of a single area payment and by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 1); or,
48.2. by 15 July 2007 and thereafter by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 9).
49. A decoupled complementary national direct payment may be received for milk by:
49.1. a farmer for the tonnes of milk referred in Sub-paragraph 50.1 of these Regulations;
49.2. a new dairy farmer (a farmer who owns a holding and who did not have a quota on 1 April 2006 and who has commenced the quota for production and marketing of milk within the limits of restructuring reserves in the quota year 2006/2007 – in the time period from 1 April 2006 to 31 March 2007) for the tonnes of milk referred in Sub-paragraph 50.1 of these Regulations, that were acquired as a result of quota transactions in the quota year 2006/2007, and for the tonnes of milk referred in Sub-paragraph 50.2 of these Regulations.
[9 October 2007]

50. The amount of decoupled complementary national direct payments for a justified quota of milk (in tonnes) in accordance with the data of the Agricultural Data Centre for the quota year 2006/2007, shall be:
50.1. the milk marketed within the limits of the quota; and 
50.2. the tons of milk from the restructuring reserves granted to new dairy farmer (in conformity with Article 1 of Commission Regulation (EC) No 927/2006 of 22 June 2006 on the release of the special restructuring reserve provided for in Article 1 (4) of Council Regulation (EC) No 1788/2003).
[9 October 2007]

51. The national rate of a decoupled complementary national direct payment for milk in the relevant year until 16 October of the current year shall be calculated by the Rural Support Service, utilising the following formula:

Mmilk – the national rate of the complementary national direct payment for milk of the relevant year (EUR/tonne);
Nmilk – the maximum amount of support available nationally for the decoupled complementary national direct payment for milk in the relevant year (determined in accordance with Article 143 (c) (7) of Regulation No 1782/2003); 
Q1 – the total milk quota in the State for the quota year 2006/2007;

Q3 – the total the tons of milk from the restructuring reserves granted to new dairy farmers in accordance with Sub-paragraph 50.2 of these Regulations; and

K – the milk quota implementation coefficient in the State for the quota year 2006/2007, which shall be determined using the following formula:

52. If the owner or possessor (operator) of holding changes, the transferee of the holding may receive decoupled complementary national direct payments for milk, observing the conditions referred in this Section for the receipt of decoupled complementary national direct payments for milk. The transferee of a holding shall append to the application (Annex 9) a copy of the document certifying ownership or possessor (operator) rights (presenting the originals) and a written attestation regarding the transfer of decoupled payments. The attestation shall be signed by the transferee of the holding and transferor of the holding.
53. If a farmer does not comply with any of the conditions referred in Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions, support shall be reduced in accordance with Regulation No. 796/2004.
6.3. Decoupled Complementary National Direct Payments for Slaughtered or Exported Bovine Animals
54. A decoupled complementary national direct payment may be received for slaughtered or exported bovine animals, if the farmer:
54.1. complies with the conditions for receiving a single area payment; and 
54.2. by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 1).
55. A decoupled complementary national direct payment for slaughtered or exported bovine animals may be received by a farmer for the number of animals referred in Paragraph 56 of these Regulations.
56. The animals conforming to decoupled complementary national direct payments for slaughtered or exported bovine animals shall be:
56.1. the number of bovine animals for which an complementary national direct payment was received in 2006 for slaughtered or exported bovine animals;
56.2. bovine animals, that in accordance with the data of the State agency Agricultural Data Centre have entered the herd (been born, transferred from another herd or bought in) in the period of time from 1 January 2007 to 1 March 2007 and from the moment of entry are kept in the herd for at least two months; and
56.3. bovine animals conforming to the conditions referred in Paragraph 29 of these Regulations which, in accordance with the data of the State agency Agricultural Data Centre, were slaughtered or exported in the period of time from 1 January 2007 to 1 March 2007.

57. The national rate of a decoupled complementary national direct payment for slaughtered or exported bovine animals in the relevant year until 16 October of the current year shall be calculated by the Rural Support Service, utilising the following formula:

Mbovine animals – the rate of the complementary national payment in the relevant year (EUR/animal) for slaughtered bovine animals;
Nbovine animals – the maximum amount of support available for the decoupled complementary national direct payment for slaughtered or exported bovine animals in the relevant year (determined in accordance with Article 143 (c) (7) of Regulation No. 1782/2003); and,
Qbovine animals – the total number of animals in the State conforming to payment in accordance with Paragraph 56 of these Regulations.
58. If the owner or possessor (operator) of a holding changes, the transferee of the holding may receive a decoupled complementary national direct payment for slaughtered or exported bovine animals, observing the conditions specified in this Sub-paragraph for the receipt of a decoupled complementary national direct payment for slaughtered or exported bovine animals. The transferee of a holding shall append to the application (Annex 1) a copy of the document certifying ownership or possessor (operator) rights (presenting the originals) and a written attestation regarding the transfer of the decoupled payment. The attestation shall be signed by the transferee of the holding and the transferor of the holding.
59. If the application referred in Sub-paragraph 54.2 of these Regulations is submitted after 15 May, but not later than 25 days after this deadline, the amount which the farmer could have received shall be reduced according to the conditions of Article 21 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004, except for the cases where it was not possible to submit the submission by 15 May due to exceptional circumstances.
60. If a farmer does not comply with any of the conditions referred in Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions, support shall be reduced in accordance with Regulation No. 796/2004.
6.4. Decoupled Complementary National Direct Payments in Special Cases for New Farmers
61. For the purposes of these Regulations a new farmer shall be a person registered in the Commercial Register in the time period from 15 May 2006 to 1 March 2007, who in accordance with the data of the Commercial Register performs agricultural activities.
62. A decoupled complementary national direct payment in special cases for new farmers (hereinafter – decoupled payment) may be received if the new farmer:
62.1. complies with the conditions for receiving a single area payment; and 
62.2. by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 1).
63. A decoupled payment in the current year and thereafter may be received by a new farmer for that number of hectares that is approved as conforming to the conditions for the receipt of a single area payment in the first year of application.
64. On 16 October of the current year the Rural Support Service shall calculate the rate of a decoupled payment in the relevant year by adding up the rates referred in Paragraphs 43, 51 and 57 of these Regulations and dividing the amount obtained by the number four. The amount of total support for a decoupled payment shall be financed from the total non-utilised amounts of complementary national direct payments available nationally in the current year. If in the current year the amount of total complementary national direct payments available nationally is utilised entirely, the Rural Support Service shall establish a national reserve for new farmers proportionally reducing all the maximum amounts of support of decoupled complementary national direct payments in the current year, but not more than by one per cent that shall be determined in accordance with Article 143 (c) (7) of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
65. If the application referred in Sub-paragraph 62.2 of these Regulations is submitted by a farmer after 15 May, but not later than 25 days after this deadline, the amount which the farmer could have received shall be reduced according to the conditions of Article 21 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004, except for the cases where it was not possible to submit the application by 15 May due to exceptional circumstances.
66. If a farmer does not comply with any of the conditions referred in Paragraphs 24 and 25 of these Regulations for good agricultural and environmental conditions, support shall be reduced in accordance with Regulation No. 796/2004.
7. Separate Sugar Payment 
67. A separate sugar payment (hereinafter — the separate payment) may be received if a farmer:
67.1. conforms to the conditions for receipt of a single area payment and by 15 May of the current year submits an application (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (Annex 1); 
67.2. during the reference period referred in Paragraph 68 of these Regulations has entered into a contract with a sugar producer regarding the supply of sugar beet; and
67.3. by 15 May of the current year submits an application to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service regarding the receipt of a separate sugar payment (Annex 10).
68. The reference period for the receipt of a separate payment shall be the marketing year 2006/2007.
69. A farmer may receive a separate payment for the amount (in tonnes) of sugar beet specified in the contract regarding the supply of sugar beet referred in Sub-paragraph 67.2 of these Regulations within the limits of the sugar quota.
70. The rate for a separate payment in the relevant year until 16 October of the current year shall be calculated by the Rural Support Service, utilising the following formula:
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where
Mc/b — the rate of the separate payment of the relevant year (EUR/tonne);
Nc/b – the amount of support in the relevant year (determined in accordance with Annex 7, Article K, Table 1 of Regulation No. 1782/2003); and,
Qc/b — the total amount of sugar beet (in tonnes) within the limits of the sugar quota in Latvia, for which a contract regarding the supply of sugar beet has been entered into during the reference period referred in Paragraph 68 of these Regulations.
71. If there is a change of the owner or possessor (operator) of a holding, a separate payment may be received by the transferee of the holding observing the conditions for the receipt of a separate payment referred in this Chapter. The transferee of a holding shall append to the application (Annex 10) a copy of the document certifying ownership or possessor (operator) rights (presenting the originals) and a written attestation regarding the transfer of the separate payment. The attestation shall be signed by the transferee of the holding and the transferor of the holding.
8. Aid for Energy Crops
72. European Union aid  for energy crops shall be support payment for areas in which energy crops are grown (hereinafter – energy crops), which are utilised for the manufacture of energy products in accordance with Article 88 of Regulation No. 1782/2003.
73. Aid for energy crops in 2007 may not be received for meadows, pastures and perennial grassland, which are intended for the production of hay as a raw material of energy products, as well as for areas in which trees and bushes are growing for the obtaining of energy.
74. Aid for energy crops may be received, if a farmer:
74.1. complies with the conditions for receiving a single area payment;
74.2. by 15 May of the current year enters into a contract regarding the sale of energy crops with an energy crop collector (hereinafter – collector) or the first processor who is recognised in accordance with the procedures prescribed by the regulatory enactments by which European Union aid regarding energy crops is administrated and monitored;
74.3. by 15 May of the current year submits (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service:
74.3.1. an application for the receipt of area payment (Annex 1);
74.3.2. an attestation regarding contracts for energy crop sales in the current year (Annex 11); and,
74.3.3. a copy of the contract specified in Sub-paragraph 74.2 of these Regulations.
75. A farmer shall ensure that the contract specified in Sub-paragraph 74.2 of these Regulations shall include:
75.1. facts in conformity with the requirements of Article 26 (2) of Regulation No. 1973/2004; and,
75.2. an undertaking by the collector or first processor to utilise the energy crops in accordance with the conditions of Chapter 8 of Regulation No. 1973/2004.
76. A farmer by 1 March of the following year:
76.1. shall supply all the harvested energy crops to the collector or the first processor; and,
76.2. shall sign a declaration of supply with the collector or first processor.
77. A farmer by 1 April of the following year shall submit to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service a declaration of the supply of energy crops (Annex 12).
78. If due to the exceptional circumstances specified in Sub-paragraphs 4.1, 4.2, 4.3 and 4.4 of these Regulations a farmer cannot supply the collector or first processor with a part or the whole amount of energy crops specified in the supply contract, he or she shall inform the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service of this in accordance with the requirements prescribed by Paragraph 5 of these Regulations.
9. Conditions for the Maintenance and Conversion of Land under Permanent Meadow and Pasture
79. A farmer shall ensure that in conformity with the conditions of Article 4 of Regulation No. 796/2004 the land under permanent meadow and pasture declared in an application for area payment in 2005 shall be maintained in accordance with the requirements prescribed by Paragraphs 82, 83 and 84 of these Regulations.
80. The Rural Support Service every year by 15 August according to Regulation No. 796/2004 shall calculate the national ratio in per cent of the land under permanent meadow and pasture and total agricultural area, utilising the following formula:
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where
A — the ratio of the land under permanent meadow and pasture (%)
ΣPG — the total area of land under permanent meadow and pasture declared by farmers (ha); and,
(LIZ — the total agricultural area declared by farmers (ha).
81. The Rural Support Service by 20 August of the current year shall publish in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of the Republic of Latvia] information regarding changes to the ratio specified in Paragraph 80 of these Regulations (as compared to the year 2005).
82. If the reduction in the ratio specified in Paragraph 80 of these Regulations (as compared to the year 2005) is greater than 5%, a farmer who from the year 2005 or in the first year of declaring the land under permanent meadow and pasture has converted more than 5% of the declared land under permanent meadow and pasture into land for other uses, in accordance with the conditions of Article 4 (2) of Regulation No 796/2004 has the duty by the following year to re-convert these areas back into land under permanent meadow or pasture, in order to ensure the maintenance of at least a level of 95% of land under permanent meadow and pasture that were declared in the year 2005 or in the first year of declaring land under permanent meadow and pasture.
83. A farmer who does not observe the conditions of Paragraph 82 of these Regulations may only apply for the receipt of a single area payment.
84. The conditions of Paragraph 82 of these Regulations shall not be applied to a farmer who performs a complete restructuring of the holding, converting it into a crop production holding, eliminating or substantially reducing the livestock, if a decision of the Rural Support Service has been received regarding permission to convert land under permanent meadow and pasture into land for other uses.
85. In order to receive the decision specified in Paragraph 84 of these Regulations, a farmer shall submit (in person or by post) to the regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service:
85.1. an application (Annex 13);  and,
85.2. a statement of the Agricultural Data Centre regarding the elimination or substantial reduction of livestock or a delivery note-invoice regarding the sale of the livestock or a substantial part thereof. 
10. Rights and Duties of Farmers
86. If, applying for the payments specified in these Regulations, changes have occurred in the data specified in the application, the farmer shall inform the Rural Support Service in writing regarding changes in the application (not expanding the data of the application). The information specified may be submitted until the day that the Rural Support Service has informed a farmer in writing regarding the granting of support or until the Rural Support Service has not informed a farmer regarding violations in the application, or violations have not been discovered during on-the-spot checks of the holding. In such case support shall not be reduced regarding changes in the application for payment.
87. If a farmer does not provide an answer to a letter from the Rural Support Service or information regarding changes in the data of the farmer within the time period specified in Paragraph 10 of these Regulations, support shall be reduced or the application rejected taking into account the mistakes in the application. The total amount of support shall be reduced by the relevant unit of the specific payment. The support shall be reduced by the specific unit of the specific payment for which the information requested by the Rural Support Service has not been received.
88. If a farmer has provided false information or violated the conditions for support being granted, when applying for complementary national direct payments, the farmer shall not receive the specific payment for the specific unit in the relevant year, and shall also refund to the Rural Support Service the support granted, if such has been paid before the violation was established.
11. On-the-Spot Checks at Holdings
89. A farmer who is applying for a single area payment, complementary national direct payment for arable crop areas or complementary national direct payment of for fodder areas, may be chosen for an on-the-spot check at the holding according to the procedures prescribed by Article 27 of Regulation No. 796/2004. Such checks shall be performed by an official of the Rural Support Service.
90. A farmer who is applying for complementary national direct payments for suckler cows or for ewes may be selected for an on-the-spot check at the holding at random or on the basis of risk criteria (the amount of support, the findings of checks made in previous years). A farmer who is applying for complementary national direct payments for slaughtered or exported bovine animals or for seeds of grasses or flax, or for potato starch, may be selected for an on-the-spot check at the holding if non-compliance is established in the documentation submitted by him or her. Such check shall be performed by an official of the Rural Support Service.
91. If a farmer does not allow an official of the Rural Support Service to perform an on-the-spot check at the holding, the official of the Rural Support Service shall note this fact in the control report and the submission of the farmer shall be rejected in accordance with Article 23 (2) of Regulation No. 796/2004.
92. For each on-the-spot check of a holding performed a control report shall be drawn up in accordance with Article 28 (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004.
93. A farmer shall become acquainted with the control report and sign it in order to acknowledge his or her presence at the on-the-spot check at the holding.
94. If a farmer has not become acquainted with the control report after the on-the-spot check at the holding, the Rural Support Service within a period of 10 working days after the check shall inform the farmer in writing regarding the control results in accordance with Article 28 (2) (1) of Regulation No. 796/2004.
95. A farmer within a period of 5 working days after the receipt of the control report may submit to the Rural Support Service explanations or clarified information regarding the control report.
96. The failure of a farmer to participate in an on-the-spot check at the holding shall not influence the application of support reduction or refusal to grant such support due to the established violations of commitments and conditions for granting the support, and shall not release the farmer from responsibility.
12. Closing Provisions
97. Cabinet Regulation No. 221 of 21 March 2006, Procedures by which State Aid and European Union Support is Granted to Agriculture and Rural Development (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2006, No. 54, 68, 87), is repealed.
98. Applications that have been submitted to the Rural Support Service before the date of the coming into force of these Regulations shall be examined according to the procedures prescribed by Cabinet Regulation No. 221 of 21 March 2005, Procedures by which State Aid and European Union Support is Granted to Agriculture and Rural Development.
