Regulations Regarding State Fees for Issuance of Special Permits (Licences) or Permits for Activities with Sources of Ionising Radiation
Issued pursuant to Section 10 Paragraph two of the Law on Taxes and Fees
1. These Regulations prescribe the rates of State fees for the issuance of a special permit (licence) or issuance of a permit for activities with sources of ionising radiation (Annex), and procedures for the payment of State fees. 

2. The strength of the total ionising radiation dose caused by sources of ionising radiation shall be calculated by summing the strength of the dose caused by separate sources of ionising radiation by direct radiation beam in conformity with maximum operational parameters. 

3. An applicant for a special permit (licence) or a permit for activities with sources of ionising radiation shall pay the State fee prior to receipt of a relevant permit.
