Procedures for Submission and Examination of an Application Regarding the Acknowledgement of a Child as a Latvian Citizen

 

Issued pursuant to

Section 3.1, Paragraph four of

the Citizenship Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the submission and examination of an application regarding the acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen (hereinafter – application) in accordance with Section 3.1 of the Citizenship Law.

2. The Naturalisation Board shall accept and examine the application.

 

3. The head of the Naturalisation Board shall take a decision regarding acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen.

II. Submission of an Application

4. A person who is entitled to submit an application in accordance with Section 3.1 of the Citizenship Law (hereinafter – person) shall submit an application to the regional office of the Naturalisation Board (hereinafter – office).

5. A person shall present a personal identification document at the office, fill in a submission form P-1 (Annex 1) and submit it together with the documents referred to in Chapter III of these Regulations.

6. A minor from 15 to 18 years of age who wants to use the right to acquire citizenship him or herself shall present a personal identification document, fill in a submission form P-2 (Annex 2) and submit it together with the documents referred to in Chapter III of these Regulations.

7. If a person changes his or her place of residence during examination of an application, he or she shall notify the office, to which the application has been submitted, in writing.

 

8. An official of the office (hereinafter – official) shall examine the application of a person and the documents appended and ascertain that:

8.1. the person has been registered in the Population Register;

8.2. all the necessary documents have been submitted; and

8.3. information in the application and appended documents confirms the right of the child to be acknowledged as a Latvian citizen.

 

9. If all the necessary documents in accordance with Chapter III of these Regulations have not been submitted or if the information in the application and appended documents does not conform to the requirements specified in the Citizenship Law, an official shall issue a decision of the head of the office to the person regarding termination of examination of the application. The referred to decision may be contested within a time period of one month by submitting a respective submission to the head of the Naturalisation Board. An official has a duty to explain the procedures of contesting and appeal of the decision to the applicant.

10. If all the necessary documents in accordance with Chapter III of these Regulations have been submitted and if the information provided conforms to the requirements of the Citizenship Law, an official shall register the application in the register and establish a personal file.

III. Documents to be Appended to the Application
11. In accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph two, Clause 1 of the Citizenship Law both parents of a child shall submit a birth certificate of the child or a copy thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board.

12. In accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph two, Clause 2 of the Citizenship Law a mother of the child shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board:

12.1. [3 February 2004];

12.2. [3 February 2004];

12.3. the birth certificate of the child; and

12.4. a document issued by the General Registry Office confirming that the entry regarding the father of the child has been made upon indication of the mother.

 

13. In accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph two, Clause 3 of the Citizenship Law one of the parents of the child shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board:

13.1. [3 February 2004];

13.2. [3 February 2004];

13.3. the birth certificate of the child; and

13.4. a death certificate, if one of the parents of the child has deceased or a court adjudication regarding declaration of the parent as presumed dead.

 

14. In accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph two, Clause 4 of the Citizenship Law an adopter of the child shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board:

14.1. [3 February 2004];

14.2. [3 February 2004];

14.3. the birth certificate of the child; and

14.4. a court adjudication regarding approval of adoption, if a man is the only adopter.

 

15. In accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph three of the Citizenship Law a minor shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board:

15.1. [3 February 2004];

15.2. [3 February 2004];

15.3. one of the following documents confirming Latvian language proficiency of the applicant:

15.3.1. a diploma or a statement regarding acquisition of vocational education or secondary special education in Latvian;

15.3.2. an examination sheet of Latvian language proficiency issued by the Naturalisation Board with a note regarding passing of examination; or

15.3.3. a certificate issued by the Centre for Curriculum Development and Examinations confirming the evaluation according to level A, B or C, which has been obtained in a centralised examination of the Latvian language or a centralised examination of the Latvian language and literature; and

15.4. a statement and an opinion of the State Commission of Physicians for Health and Work Capacity Examination or a structural unit thereof – a commission of physicians for health and work capacity examination of general or special profile, if the minor has been declared disabled and specific procedures for examination of Latvian language proficiency have been specified for him or her. In such case the minor shall be present a certificate of disability.

16. If the surname (given name) of an applicant does not conform to the surname (given name) indicated in the birth certificate of the child, documents confirming the change of the surname (given name) shall be submitted additionally.

IV. Examination of Applications

17. If an application and all the necessary documents have been submitted, a written statement shall be issued to a person (Annex 3).

 

18. An appointment to an examination of Latvian language proficiency shall be issued to a person who acquires Latvian citizenship in accordance with Section 3.1, Paragraph three of the Citizenship Law and does not submit one of the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.3.1 of these Regulations or the document referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.3.3 of these Regulations.

19. In order to verify information submitted by a person and conformity thereof to the conditions of Section 3.1 of the Citizenship Law, the Naturalisation Board shall request information from the following institutions:

19.1. the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs;

19.2. the Ministry of the Interior, if a child has reached 14 years of age; and

19.3. from other State and local government institutions, if additional examination is necessary.

 

20. The institutions referred to in Paragraph 19 of these Regulations have a duty to provide an answer to the request of the Naturalisation Board free of charge within a time period of one month, but if additional examination is necessary – within a time period of three months.

 

21. The head of the Naturalisation Board shall take a decision regarding acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen or termination of examination of an application within a time period of six months after acceptance of the application.

 

22. Examination of an application shall be terminated in the following cases:

22.1. after submission of the application an official of the Naturalisation Board detects that there are no legal grounds for the acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen;

22.2. upon the request of the applicant, but in the case provided for in Section 3.1, Paragraph two, Clause 1 of the Citizenship Law – upon the request of the applicants;

22.3. due to the death of the minor;

22.4. if the minor has acquired the Latvian citizenship during examination of the application; or

22.5. if the applicant does not arrive at the examination of Latvian language proficiency and within a time period of two months does not submit documents confirming that the applicant did not arrive to examination due to a justifiable reason.

23. A decision of the head of the Naturalisation Board regarding termination of examination of an application may be contested to the Ministry of Justice within a time period of one month. The decision of the Ministry of Justice may be appealed to the district administrative court within a time period of one month.

24. A decision regarding acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen shall be issued to a person in the office.

25. Upon receipt of a decision regarding acknowledgment of a child as a Latvian citizen an applicant shall present a personal identification document and confirm by his or her signature that he or she has received the decision.
