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1. These Regulations prescribe the unified classification system for economic information and the procedures for the implementation and use thereof.
 

2. The unified classification system for economic information shall include classifications and classifiers, the use of which ensures the classification, comparability and circulation of economic information in a specific economic area:
2.1. in the territory of Latvia – the national classifications and classifiers, which are developed for official needs. At the national level the classifications and classifiers of the European Union and international classifications and classifiers shall be used, if national versions of such classifications and classifiers do not exist;
2.2. in the European Economic Area – the classifications and classifiers of the European Union developed by the institutions of the European Union; and
2.3. on global scale – international classifications and classifiers developed by international organisations.
 

3. The unified classification system for economic information shall be used:
3.1. upon submission of information for compilation of official statistics, upon forming official statistics or upon exchanging it;
3.2. upon creation of State information systems; and
3.3. upon performing external economic activity.
 

4. The main State administrative institutions responsible for the development and adaptation of the national classifications and classifiers referred to in Annex 1 to these Regulations, the co-ordination of use, maintenance, transition and association thereof are specified in Annex 1 to these Regulations.
 

5. The main State administrative institutions responsible for the translation and co-ordination of use of the classifications and classifiers of the European Union referred to in Annex 2 to these Regulations are specified in Annex 2 to these Regulations.
 

6. The main State administrative institutions responsible for the translation, co-ordination of use, maintenance, transition and association of the international classifications and classifiers referred to in Annex 3 to these Regulations are specified in Annex 3 to these Regulations.
 

7. The tied State administrative institutions referred to in Annexes to these Regulations shall provide consultations and the necessary information to the main responsible State administrative institutions referred to in Annexes to these Regulations.
 

8. The Central Statistics Bureau shall:
8.1. establish the unified classification system for economic information in accordance with the criterion for the area of use of a classification and classified specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations;
8.2. maintain the unified classification system for economic information and submit proposals regarding the changes necessary in the referred to system in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments;
8.3. create and maintain the catalogue of the unified classification system for economic information (hereinafter – catalogue). The catalogue shall be a State information system, which contains the following information regarding the classifications or classifiers included in the unified classification system for economic information:
8.3.1. the title;
8.3.2. the status (national, of the European Union or international);
8.3.3. the developer;
8.3.4. the main responsible State administrative institution;
8.3.5. the stage of readiness;
8.3.6. the purpose of introduction;
8.3.7. the object of classification;
8.3.8. the area of use;
8.3.9. the availability;
8.3.10. the encoding system used;
8.3.11. the length of the code;
8.3.12. the number of levels; and
8.3.13. the contact person;
8.4. after co-ordination with the Ministry of Economics, organise an interinstitutional working group for the development of multisectoral classification and the performance of expert-examination.
 

9. State administrative institutions shall:
9.1. according to their competence, follow that the information included in the unified classification system for economic information and the catalogue is current and inform the Central Statistics Bureau regarding the necessary changes to the referred to information;
9.2. develop projects of national classifications and classifiers. National classifications and classifiers shall be developed anew if the classifications and classifiers of the European Union or international classifications and classifiers referred to in Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3 of these Regulations do not exist in the particular field or it is not possible to use them for official needs directly, without supplementation or adaptation;
9.3. ensure the association with the previous versions and the transition from the national classifications and classifiers under the responsibility of the institution to the classifications and classifiers referred to Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3 of these Regulations, as well as the information regarding the changes made;
9.4. participate in the development of classifications and classifiers of the European Union;
9.5. upon proposal of an international organisation, provide information regarding the classifications and classifiers referred to in Annex 3 to these Regulations, which are under the supervision of the institution;
9.6. maintain the developed and adapted classifications and classifiers and inform the Central Statistics Bureau regarding the creation of an interinstitutional working group;
9.7. within two weeks after making of changes in international classifications or classifiers, inform the Central Statistics Bureau in writing regarding the changes made in the international classification or classifier, the essence and amount thereof, as well as the procedures and time periods for updating of the national classification or classifier;
9.8. ensure the examination of the developed and adapted projects of classifications or classifier in the Terminology Commission of the Latvian Academy of Sciences if new terms or definitions are introduced; and
9.9. ensure the users of the unified classification system for economic information with access to the current versions of classifications and classifiers under the responsibility of the institution on the Internet home page thereof, if the status of restricted access information has been specified for a classification or classifier.
 

10. Cabinet Regulation No. 21 of 2 January 2007, Procedures for the Development (Adaptation), Implementation and Use of the Unified Classification System for Economic Information, (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2007, No. 5) is repealed. 

11. Paragraph 5 of Annex 2 to these Regulations shall cease to be in force on 31 December 2008. 

12. Paragraph 6 of Annex 2 to these Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2009. 
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
