Regulations regarding Seasonal Procurement

Issued pursuant to

Section 42, Paragraph one of the

Law On Procurement for State or Local Government Needs

1. These Regulations determine seasonal procurements regarding which complaints that have been submitted to the Procurement Monitoring Bureau within the period specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be examined within 15 calendar days.

2. Within the meaning of these Regulations seasonal procurements shall be procurements which have been made within the relevant period in the following sectors:

2.1. in forestry:

2.1.1. services related with forest fire safety measures (during the fire risk period in forests, which has been proclaimed in the State);

2.1.2. work in forest seed plantations (1 October – 1 December);

2.1.3. purchase of forest reproductive material (1 February – 1 April);

2.1.4. use of insecticides (1 March – 1 September);

2.1.5. use of repellents (1 September – 1 November);

2.1.6. use of pheromones (1 May – 1 August);

2.1.7. forest soil preparation and planting (1 March – 1 June); and

2.1.8. maintenance of forest sowings and plantings (1 January – 1 June);

2.2. in construction and community facilities:

2.2.1. reconstruction and periodic maintenance of the black surface of motor roads (1 May – 1 September);

2.2.2. renovation of building facades and roofs (1 May – 1 September);

2.2.3. replacement of main pipelines (1 May – 1 September);

2.2.4. repair of internal heating networks of buildings (1 May – 1 September);

2.2.5. repair and reconstruction of boiler houses (1 May – 1 September);

2.2.6. cleaning of roofs and eaves of buildings from snow and ice (during winter season depending on the weather conditions);and

2.2.7. purchase of heating fuel for heating (15 October – 15 March);

2.3. in medicine:

2.3.1. purchase of tick-borne encephalitis vaccine (1 January – 1 April);

2.3.2. purchase of influenza vaccine (1 September – 1 January); and

2.4. in nature protection – construction and renovation of nature tourism infrastructure objects (for example, nature paths, footbridges, stairs, tourist halts) (15 April – 1 September).
