Procedures for Declaration of Natural Gas and Electricity

Issued pursuant to

Section 4, Paragraph three 

of the Customs Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for declaration of natural gas and electricity.

2. A person shall declare natural gas imported into Latvia and exported from Latvia, which is moved by pipelines, once a month (until the fifteenth date of the following month) by submitting to the customs authority a deed of delivery and acceptance of goods and a single administrative document.

3.  When declaring a transit procedure for natural gas that is moved by pipelines, a person shall submit to the customs authority a deed of delivery and acceptance of goods. 

4. A person shall declare electricity imported into Latvia and exported from Latvia once a month (until the fifteenth date of the following month) by submitting to the customs authority a harmonisation deed and a single administrative document

5. When declaring a transit procedure for electricity, a person shall submit to the customs authority a harmonisation deed. 
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
