Procedures by which Expenses Related to the Expulsion, Detention and Keeping under Guard of an Alien shall be Determined and Recovered 
Issued pursuant to

Section 21, Paragraph three 

and Section 67 of the Immigration Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedure by which expenses related to the expulsion, detention and keeping under guard of an alien (hereinafter – expenses) shall be determined and recovered. 

2. The decision regarding the recovery of expenses (hereinafter – decision) shall be taken by the Chief of the State Border Guard or by an authorised official thereof. 

3. Before the taking of a decision the State Border Guard shall clarify the facts of a matter, as well as the person – alien, host or carrier – from whom the expenses shall be recovered.

4. The expenses are comprised of: 

4.1. costs related to expulsion:

4.1.1. the services of an interpreter;

4.1.2. the drawing up (issuance) of a travel document or document for exit;

4.1.3. transportation; and

4.1.4. convoy through escort;

4.2. costs related to detention:

4.2.1. the services of an interpreter;

4.2.2. ascertainment of the identity of the alien;

4.2.3. emergency medical care and medical treatment;

4.2.4. maintenance of provisions (sustenance); and

4.2.5. transportation; and

4.3. costs related to keeping under guard:

4.3.1. the services of an interpreter;

4.3.2. emergency medical care and medical treatment;

4.3.3. maintenance of provisions (sustenance);

4.3.4. transportation.

5. The State Border Guard shall determine the amount of the expenses. If expenditures related to the expenses referred to in Paragraph 4 of these Regulations have arisen to other bodies, they shall submit the relevant calculation to the State Border Guard.

6. The following information shall be indicated in the decision:

6.1. information regarding the alien:

6.1.1. given name(-s), surname(-s);

6.1.2. date, year and place of birth; and

6.1.3. nationality;

6.2. facts which substantiate the amount of the expenditures;

6.3. information regarding the host or carrier, if expenses shall be recovered from these persons:

6.3.1. given name(-s), surname(-s) of the natural person or name of the legal person; 

6.3.2. date, year, place of birth of the natural person or registration number of the legal person;

6.3.3. address of the place of residence of the natural person or legal address of the legal person; and

6.3.4. nationality;

6.4. amount of the expenditures;

6.5. the regulatory enactment on the basis of which the expenses shall be recovered;

6.6. due date for the reimbursement of the expenses;

6.7. requisites for the reimbursement of expenses;

6.8. information regarding the consequences, which arise if the expenses are not reimbursed by the due date specified;

6.9. the date and place of the taking of the decision;

6.10. the official who took the decision (position, given name, surname);

6.11. other information which may have an effect on the taking of the decision; and 

6.12. the procedure for contesting the decision.

7. A decision shall be drawn up in two copies. One copy shall be sent to the person from whom expenses are to be recovered, but the other shall remain at the State Border Guard.

8. A decision may be disputed and appealed by a person from whom expenses are to be recovered in accordance with the terms and procedures specified in the regulatory enactments regulating administrative procedure.

9. If a person from whom expenses are to be recovered, after the entering into force of a decision, does not reimburse them in the amount and within the term specified in the decision, the State Border Guard shall immediately send a letter of reminder regarding reimbursement of the expenses.

10. If a person from whom expenses are to be recovered, after the receipt of a letter of reminder, does not within 10 working days reimburse the expenses specified in the decision, the State Border Guard shall recover them by judicial process. The conditions of this paragraph apply also to aliens if it is not otherwise provided for in international agreements binding upon the Republic of Latvia.
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
