Cabinet 
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Procedures for Circulation and Certification of Organically Produced Agricultural Products

Issued pursuant to Section 13.1, Paragraph one, Clause 1 of the Law 

On Agriculture

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe:


1.1. procedures for the circulation of organically produced agricultural products, i.e., procedures for production, storage, processing, labelling and sale of agricultural products and animal husbandry (except fishery) products; and


1.2. procedures for the approval and certification of organically produced agricultural products.

2. Persons involved in the circulation of organically produced agricultural products who produce, store, process, label and sell organically produced agricultural products (hereinafter – persons) shall ensure the certification of agricultural products in conformity with the requirements of these Regulations throughout the undertaking or in a part thereof.

3. If organically produced agricultural products are not certified throughout the undertaking, the person shall ensure separation of the certified section and the organically produced products from conventionally produced products. Separation of a part of an undertaking shall be certified by accounting documents.

4. Genetically modified organisms or products obtained (derived) from them, except veterinary medicinal products, shall not be used in the production and processing of organically produced agricultural products.

5. Substances and products the use of which does not conform to the requirements of these Regulations shall not be stored in the undertaking, except allopathic medicinal products and antibiotics, if the requirements specified in Clause33.1.3. have been complied with.

II. Requirements for Production of Organic Agricultural Products
6. An agricultural product is an organically produced agricultural product if it conforms to the following requirements:


6.1. within a time period which is not less than the time period specified in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations, only the following products for soil-conditioning (substances for improvement of natural fertility of soil) and plant protection have been utilised:



6.1.1. products produced in conformity with the requirements of these Regulations;



6.1.2. microbiological preparations and organic products for plant protection; and



6.1.3. soil-conditioning products specified in Annex 1 of these Regulations, plant protection products and other substances specified in Annex 2 of these Regulations;


6.2. within a time period which is not less than the time period specified in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations, only seeds, planting stock and propagating material grown in accordance with these Regulations (hereinafter – propagating material) or conventional propagating material conforming to the requirements of Paragraph 11 of these Regulations shall be utilised; and


6.3. conformity thereof to the requirements of an organically produced agricultural product is certified by an organic farming certificate which had been issued by a certification authority in conformity with certification procedures specified in Chapter IX of these Regulations.

7. In order to ensure the organic production of agricultural products and products of agricultural origin, the following transition periods have been determined:


7.1. for annual crops, meadow and grassland plants – two years; and


7.2. perennial crops – three years before harvesting (except meadow and grassland plants).

8. If the product after the transition period specified in Paragraph 7 does not conform to the requirements of an organically produced farming product, the certification authority shall issue the transition period certificate again.

9. The quantity of fertiliser, which is incorporated for soil conditioning, may not exceed 170 kg of nitrogen per year on each hectare of land utilised in agriculture.

10. The propagating material or maternal plant thereof (fruit trees, berry bushes and vines) for the production of organic agricultural products in accordance with these Regulations shall be grown:


10.1. for one vegetation period – annual crops;


10.2. for two vegetation periods – perennial crops.

11. If organically produced propagating material of a specific variety is not available, the Food and Veterinary Service (hereinafter – Service) may in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) issue a permit regarding the utilisation of non-treated conventional propagating material in conformity with the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food if the material:


11.1. after sowing has been treated only with the substances specified in Clause6.1 of these Regulations; and


11.2. after planting has been grown for not less than six weeks in conformity with requirements of these Regulations.

12. If a person owns both an organic farm (or a part thereof) and an undertaking (or a part thereof) in which conventional farming products are produced:


12.1. the same crops which are grown in the undertaking in which conventional farming products are produced shall not be grown in the organic farm, except:



12.1.1. crops for scientific research;



12.1.2. seeds, vegetative propagating material and plants of fruit trees; and



12.1.3. perennial crops (fruit trees, berry bushes and hops);


12.2. the separation of organically produced products from conventionally produced products shall be ensured;


12.3. the person shall inform the certification authority regarding the period of crop harvesting not later than 48 hours before harvesting of each organically produced crop; and


12.4. after harvesting the person shall inform the certification authority regarding the quantity of products obtained.

13. For the growing of organically produced mushrooms only such substrates shall be utilised which include the following components:


13.1. manure and other products of agricultural origin produced in accordance with these Regulations;


13.2. pesticide-free turf;


13.3. wood which is not chemically treated after felling;


13.4. water and soil; and


13.5. products referred to in Paragraphs 1, 2, 3 and 4 of Annex 1 of these Regulations if they form 25% of the mushroom growing substrate mass.

III. Requirements for Organic Livestock Production
14. A livestock product is an organically produced agricultural product if it conforms to the following requirements:


14.1. during a time period that is not less than the time period specified in Paragraph 15 of these Regulations:



14.1.1. livestock have been fed with fodder produced in accordance with these Regulations;



14.1.2. only forage crops specified in Annex 4 of these Regulations have been utilised in animal feeding;



14.1.3. only the fodder additives and products to be utilised for the preparation of fodder specified in Annex 5 of these Regulations have been utilised in animal feeding;



14.1.4. only products specified in Annex 6 of these Regulations have been used for the cleaning and disinfection of animal housing;



14.1.5. the number of animals in a farm conforms to the requirements specified in Annex 7 of these Regulations regarding the maximum number of animals per hectare; and



14.1.6. the minimum animal housing and exercise areas shall conform to the requirements specified in Annex 8 of these Regulations; and


14.2. conformity thereof to the requirements of an organically produced agricultural product has been certified by an organic farming certificate which shall be issued by a certification authority in conformity with certification procedures specified in Section IX of these Regulations.

15. In order to ensure the organic production of livestock products and products of animal origin, the following transition periods have been determined:


15.1. for beef cattle – twelve months, but they shall be reared in conformity with requirements of these Regulations for not less than three-quarters of their lifetime;


15.2. for pigs, rabbits and small ruminants (for example, sheep and goats) - six months;


15.3. for dairy cattle – six months;


15.4. for fattening poultry – ten weeks if they have been transported into the farm before they are three days old; and


15.5. for laying birds – six weeks.

16. Organically reared herbivores shall be provided with a daily ration the dry matter content of which is at least 60% of roughage, fresh or dried fodder or silage. In compliance with the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food the Service may issue a permit for the reduction of the referred to quantity to 50% for dairy livestock of early lactation in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3), but for not more than for three months.

17. Forced feeding of organically reared animals is not permitted.

18. All organically reared mammals shall be fed with natural milk (preferably – maternal milk) not less than:


18.1. until the age of three months – bovine animals and equidae;


18.2. 45 days – sheep and goats; and


18.3. 40 days – pigs.

19. Up to 30% of fodder obtained in the transition period may be utilised in the feed ration of organically reared animals. If the fodder obtained in the transition period is produced in the own holding, this ratio may be increased up to 60%.

20. If organically grown fodder is not available, the Service in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) and in conformity with the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food may issue a permit for the utilisation of conventional feed:


20.1. if only fodder products specified in Annex 4 of these Regulations have been utilised in livestock feeding; and


20.2. if the part of conventional feed (physical mass of dry matter) in the total feed ration per one year does not exceed:



20.2.1. for herbivores – 10%; and



20.2.2. for other species – 20%.

21. The feed ration containing at least 65% of cereals shall be provided for organically bred poultry in the fattening period.

22. Antibiotics, coccidiostates, veterinary medicinal products, growth promoters and any other substances provided for the promotion of growth and productivity shall not be utilised in feeding of organically reared animals.

23. Farming animals shall be purchased:


23.1. from undertakings which have obtained a certificate of organic farming; and


23.2. from conventional farms if in accordance with an application for receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) the permit from the Service has been received in compliance with the transition period and a condition that at the moment of purchase:



23.2.1. laying birds are not older than 18 weeks;



23.2.2. chicks of fattening poultry are not older than three days;



23.2.3. calves and foals are not older than six months;



23.2.4. sheep and goats are not older than 45 days; and



23.2.5. the weight of piglets is not more than 25 kg.

24. If the whole undertaking is reorganised in conformity with requirements of these Regulations, the transition period shall be 24 months provided that fodder obtained in this undertaking is utilised for the feeding of livestock.

25.  Conventional livestock may be present in an organic farm if:


25.1. they are animals of various species;


25.2. buildings and areas utilised for rearing of conventional livestock are separated from the organically certified section of the undertaking; and


25.3. accounting documents of the undertaking certify the separation of such animals and products thereof from organic livestock products.

26. Conventional livestock may utilise pasturage, which conforms to the requirements of these Regulations if:


26.1. they are extensively reared animals (their number does not exceed 1.8 animals per hectare); and


26.2.  organically reared animals are not present in such pasturage at the same time.

27. If it is not possible to acquire organically reared animals, the Service may in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) issue a permit to acquire animals from a conventional agricultural undertaking if the following conditions have been complied with:


27.1. not more than 10% of adult horses or bovine animals, and 20% of pigs, sheep and goats (non-pregnant female animals) shall be acquired per year except the cases specified in Paragraphs 28 and 29 of these Regulations; and


27.2. after acquisition male breeding animals shall be reared and fed in accordance with these Regulations;

28. If there are less than 10 horses or bovine animals or less than five pigs, sheep or goats in an organic farm, the Service may in accordance with an application for receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) issue a permit to acquire one animal per year in each group of animals from a conventional farm.

29. In accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) the Service may issue a permit to acquire up to 40% of adult horses or bovine animals, pigs, sheep and goats (non-pregnant female animals) per year from a conventional farm if the following is performed:


29.1. extension of a livestock undertaking;


29.2. change of variety; and


29.3. change of animal husbandry specialisation.

30. Organically reared animals shall be multiplied naturally and artificially except the transplantation of embryos.

31. Organically reared animals shall be transported in accordance with regulatory enactments regarding the transportation of animals determining that it is prohibited to use:

31.1. an electric baton; and

31.2. tranquillising products.

32. In an organic farm the information specified in regulatory enactments regarding the registration of animals and herds shall be available, as well as the following additional information:


32.1. the date when the transition period for livestock taken in the farm expires;


32.2. the weight of livestock intended for slaughter;


32.3. the fodder utilised for the feeding of livestock, including fodder additives, rations and the period of utilisation of pasturage; and


32.4. prophylactic measures for diseases, treatment and veterinary care (date of treatment, diagnosis, type of product (medicinal products) used, the duration of treatment and the veterinarian’s instructions, the withdrawal period or the time period for excretion of the medicinal product from the organism)

33. For the treatment of organically reared animals the following shall be used:


33.1. such veterinary medicinal products:



33.1.1. phytotherapeutic and homeopathic products;



33.1.2. substances and products specified in Annex 4 of these Regulations; and



33.1.3. allopathic veterinary medicinal products and antibiotics (notifying the certification authority in writing thereof); and


33.2. hormones.

34. If allopathic veterinary medicinal products are used for the treatment of livestock, the withdrawal period or the time period for the excretion of the medicinal product from the organism specified in regulatory enactments on usage of medicinal products for productive animals shall be extended twice. If the withdrawal period has not been provided for in regulatory enactments, in organic farming it shall be 48 hours.

35. Livestock and products thereof shall be marketed as the products of the transitional period of organic farming if within the time period of one year allopathic medicinal products or antibiotics:


35.1. have been used more than three times for livestock whose production cycle is longer than a year; and


35.2. have been used more than once for livestock whose production cycle is less than a year;

36. The following shall not be used for organically reared animals:


36.1. substances that promote growth and productivity;


36.2. for reproduction control ‑ hormones or substances with a similar effect; and


36.3. for prophylaxis – allopathic veterinary medicinal products or antibiotics.

37. Organically reared animals that have been treated shall be marked with numbered collars or tags, or with a special colour on the animal’s side. The assigned numbers shall be registered in the register of animals in the section “Piezīmes” [Notes].

38. Castration of organically reared animals shall only be performed surgically.

39. Organically reared animals shall be kept in accordance with the requirements of regulatory enactments on the welfare of livestock additionally complying with the following requirements:


39.1. livestock shall not be tethered except for the cases specified in Paragraph 40 of these Regulations;


39.2. livestock shall be provided with:



39.2.1. an area in conformity with the requirements of Clause14.1.6. of these Regulations;



39.2.2. an exercise area in conformity with the requirements specified in Clause14.1.6. of these Regulations, except for cases specified in Paragraph 42 of these Regulations; and



39.2.3. pasturage (preventing the trampling down of soil);


39.3. slatted construction in animal housing shall be provided for:



39.3.1. poultry – in two thirds of the area;



39.3.2. other livestock – in half of the area;


39.4. the floor in the animal housing shall be covered with litter of natural material;


39.5. calves older than one week shall not be kept in individual boxes;


39.6. tail-docking, cutting of teeth, trimming of beaks and dehorning of livestock shall not be performed;


39.7. cage batteries shall not be utilised in breeding of poultry;


39.8. the maximum number of poultry in one holding shall be as follows:



39.8.1. 4800 chickens;



39.8.2. 3000 laying hens;



39.8.3. 5200 guinea fowl;



39.8.4. 4000 female ducks;



39.8.5. 3200 male ducks; and



39.8.6. 2500 geese or turkeys;


39.9. poultry holdings shall comply with the following requirements:



39.9.1. dimensions and number of perches shall conform to the requirements specified in Clause14.1.6. of these Regulations;



39.9.2. entrance and exit pop-holes shall be appropriate to the species of poultry, total length of the pop-holes shall be at least 4 metres per 100m2 of the housing area available to the poultry; and



39.9.3. total area of one holding for breeding of poultry for meat production shall not exceed 1600m2;


39.10. waterfowl shall be provided with access to water basins; and


39.11. laying hens shall be provided with light for up to 16 hours a day and a continuous nocturnal rest period of at least 8 hours without artificial lighting.

40. In accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) the Service may issue a permit to keep organic farming animals tethered in following cases:


40.1. individual animals are tethered for a limited period of time;


40.2. the building has been constructed before 2000; and


40.3. the number of bovine animals does not exceed five.

41. In cases referred to in Sub-paragraphs 40.2 and 40.3 of these Regulations, the livestock shall have an access to pasturage or exercise areas twice a week.

42. In accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) the Service may give permission to disregard the requirement referred to in Clause39.2.2 of these Regulations in relation to:


42.1. herbivores during winter months, except bulls older than one year; and


42.2. beef cattle, pigs and sheep during the fattening period if such period does not exceed one fifth of their lifetime and it does not last for more than three months.

43. Organically reared animals shall be slaughtered in slaughterhouses or sites for slaughter which have been installed in compliance with the veterinary and hygienic requirements specified in regulatory enactments.

44. The minimum slaughtering age for organically bred poultry shall be:


44.1. for chickens – 81 days;


44.2. for castrated capons – 150 days;


44.3. for Peking ducks – 49 days;


44.4. for Muscovy female ducks – 70 days;


44.5. for Muscovy male ducks – 84 days;


44.6. for wild ducks – 92 days;


44.7. for guinea fowl – 94 days; and

44.8. for turkeys and geese – 140 days.

IV. Requirements for Production of Bee-keeping Organic Products

45. A bee-keeping product is an organically produced agricultural product if it conforms to the following requirements:


45.1. all apiaries belonging to a person shall conform to the requirements of these Regulations;


45.2. there shall be organically grown crops, wild vegetation or extensively grown crops within a radius of 3 km from the apiary;


45.3. natural nectar, pollen and water shall be utilised for bee feed;


45.4.for new combs the beeswax shall be taken from organic apiaries; 


45.5. an apiary shall be located at a distance of at least three kilometres from a city, motorway, industrial object, waste dumps, waste incinerators and other sources of contamination.

46. If organically produced beeswax is not available, the Service may, in conformity with the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food and in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3), issue a permit for the utilisation of beeswax from conventional apiaries if it has been obtained from the wax cap of the comb.

47. Organic apiaries shall be formed by means of division of colonies acquiring swarms or artificial colonies from organic apiaries.

48. The following entries shall be made in the register of the apiary:


48.1. the location of the apiary;


48.2. the number and marking of hives;


48.3. the date of honey extraction, quantity of honey extracted;


48.4. prophylactic measures;


48.5. artificial bee feeding:



48.5.1. utilised feed;



48.5.2. the date of artificial feeding;



48.5.3. the quantity of utilised feed; and



48.5.4. the hives in which bees have been artificially fed; and


48.6. the use of medicinal products.

49. If it is not possible to acquire organic bee colonies the Service may, in accordance with an application for receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3) issue a permit to purchase bee colonies from conventional apiaries complying with the transitional period.

50. The transitional period for bee colonies and bee-keeping products shall be one year.

51. During the transitional period the wax shall be changed in accordance with the requirements specified in Clause45.4 and Paragraph 46 of these Regulations.

52. Bee colonies from conventional apiaries may be utilised for the renovation of an apiary without the transitional period if:


52.1. not more than 10% of the queen bees and swarms are purchased per year; and


52.2. queen bees and swarms are placed in hives with combs from organic apiaries.

53. Colonies shall be artificially fed with organically produced honey. The Service may issue a permit for the artificial feeding of the colony with other products in accordance with an application for the receipt of an organic farming permit (Annex 3). The following information shall be registered in the register of the apiary:

53.1. the name and quantity of artificial feeding product;


53.2. the date of artificial feeding; and


53.3. the hives in which bees have been artificially fed;

54. Artificial feeding of colonies may be commenced after the last honey harvest and artificial feeding shall be completed 15 days before the start of the next nectar or honeydew flow period.

55. If chemically synthesised allopathic medicinal products are used, except the treatment of varroatosis (Varroa jacobsoni), the following measures shall be taken:


55.1. the certification authority shall be notified in writing;


55.2. the treated colonies shall be placed in isolation apiaries;


55.3. a transitional period of one year shall be determined for treated colonies; and


55.4. the information in accordance with Clause32.4 of these Regulations shall be registered in the register of the apiary.

56. Formic acid, lactic acid, acetic acid and oxalic acid, as well as menthol, thymol, eucalyptol or camphor shall be used against varroatosis (Varroa jacobsoni).

57. The following is not permissible in organic bee-keeping:


57.1. to the destruction of bees in combs for honey harvesting;


57.2. the mutilation of queen bees, for example, by clipping their wings;


57.3. the destruction of the male brood, except in cases if this is necessary to prevent the spread of varroatosis (Varroa jacobsoni);


57.4. the utilisation of chemical synthetic repellents during honey harvesting; and


57.5. the extraction of honey from combs containing the brood.

58. Only the substances specified in Clause14.1.4 of these Regulations shall be used for the cleaning or disinfection of materials, buildings, equipment, tools or products used in bee-keeping.

V. Storage Regulations

59. If the certification of organically produced agricultural products in conformity with requirements of these Regulations is not performed throughout the undertaking, the following information shall be specified in the storage documentation of organic farming products: 


59.1. the date of receipt of the product, lot number and quantity; and


59.2. the lot number, quantity of outgoing product, recipient and date.

60. Organically produced agricultural products shall be stored in packaged form if the undertaking is not subject to the certification procedures determined in Chapter IX of these Regulations.

VI. Processing of Organic Products
61. In the processing of organically produced agricultural products the following requirements shall be complied with in addition to the requirements specified in regulatory enactments on the processing of agricultural products:


61.1. only substances specified in Annex 9 of these Regulations shall be utilised in the processing of organically produced agricultural products; and


61.2. organic milk may be refrigerated to a temperature not lower than 6 (C and not higher than 8(C if it is collected every day.

VII. Labelling of Organically Produced Agricultural Products
62. Organically produced agricultural products shall be labelled in accordance with regulatory enactments on labelling of products, in addition specifying the notation of the following content:


62.1. “Bioloģiskā lauksaimniecība. Kontroli veikusi (sertifikācijas institūcijas nosaukums)” [Organic farming. Control performed by (name of certification authority)]; and


62.2. “Ražots pārejas periodā uz bioloģisko lauksaimniecību. Kontroli veikusi (sertifikācijas institūcijas nosaukums)” [Produced during the transition period to organic farming. Control performed by (name of certification authority)].

63. In the labelling regarding the transitional period the size of all letters shall be equal.

64. A product shall be labelled as an organically produced agricultural product if the following conditions have been complied with:


64.1. not less than 95% of raw materials of agricultural origin of the product have been produced in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations;


64.2. the product has been stored in accordance with the requirements of Chapter V of these Regulations; and


64.3. the product has not been treated using ionising radiation.

65. In the labelling of an agricultural product or a product of agricultural origin it shall be indicated that it has been produced during the transitional period to organic farming if the product:


65.1. has been produced in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations for not less than one year; and


65.2. contains only one ingredient of the product of agricultural origin.

66. If a food product contains not less than 70% of ingredients of agricultural origin which have been produced and stored in accordance with requirements of these Regulations, the amount in per cent of each group of ingredients shall be specified in the labelling of the product -   “...% lauksaimnieciskas izcelsmes sastāvdaļu ražotas saskaņā ar bioloģiskās lauksaimniecības noteikumiem” [....% of ingredients of farming origin have been produced in accordance with organic farming regulations”].

VIII. Marketing Regulations
67. Organically produced agricultural products shall be marketed in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments, additionally complying with the following requirements:


67.1. in wholesale trade:



67.1.1. products shall be marketed in a labelled and packaged form except for cases if the trader or recipient of the product is subject to the certification procedures specified in Chapter IX of these Regulations; and



67.1.2. a copy of an organic farming certificate shall be issued and the number of the organic farming certificate shall be indicated in the bill of lading of goods; and


67.2. in retail trade:



67.2.1. an organic farming certificate shall be presented; and



67.2.2. the quantity of organically produced agricultural products sold shall be recorded every day.

68. A commercial undertaking may market organically produced agricultural products in a non-packaged form if it is subject to the certification procedures specified in Chapter IX of these Regulations and registered with the Service.

69. The distributor of an organically produced agricultural product shall register the following information regarding each organic farming product in the inventory register:


69.1. origin, name, quantity of the product;


69.2. date of receipt and state of packaging of the product;


69.3. recipient of the product;


69.4. carrier; and


69.5. date of receipt.

70. An inspector of the Food and Veterinary Service has the right in the scope of his or her competence and the by-laws of the Food and Veterinary Service to:


70.1.  suspend the marketing of products as organically produced agricultural products if the non-conformity thereof with the requirements of these Regulations has been discovered and


70.2. prohibit the relevant person to market products as organically produced agricultural products for a time period that has been co-ordinated with the Food and Veterinary Service if an infringement with lasting consequences has been discovered.

IX. Procedures for Approval and Certification of Products

71. An agricultural product which has been produced, stored, processed and labelled in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations and has received an organic farming certificate shall be recognised as an organically produced agricultural product.

72. Certification of organically produced agricultural products in conformity with the Law On Conformity Assessment shall be performed by authorities which, following a proposal by the Minister for Agriculture, have been authorised for such purpose by the Cabinet. 

73. Any person who is involved in the circulation of organically produced agricultural products or qualifies for the acquisition of an organic farming certificate shall subject his or her undertaking to certification and within a time period of five years the whole undertaking shall be certified in conformity with the requirements of these Regulations.

74. The person shall provide the certification authority with the possibility to become acquainted with the production premises, warehouses, land areas, accounting documents of the undertaking and provide other information.

75. If a person owns both an organic production undertaking and a conventional agricultural undertaking (undertakings), the person shall provide the certification authority with the possibility to become acquainted with all undertakings.

76. The person shall submit the following documents to the certification authority:


76.1. an application for certification in accordance with Annex 10 of these Regulations;


76.2. the registration certificate of the undertaking;


76.3. the annual accounts of the undertaking in accordance with Annex 11 of these Regulations if the undertaking produces agricultural products;


76.4. the layout of buildings utilised in the production process of the undertaking in which area of the buildings has been indicated;


76.5. the certificate (copy) of recognition as a food undertaking if the undertaking processes products; and


76.6. the description of the technological processing process if the undertaking processes products.

77. The certification authority shall within a time period of two weeks after the receipt of documents agree with the person on the date on which the certification of the undertaking will be commenced.

78. The certification authority shall assess the conformity of the undertaking to the requirements of these Regulations and prepare an assessment report in three copies. Within a time period of two weeks after the covering of certification costs the first copy of the assessment report and the certificate shall be issued to the undertaking.

79. The certification authority shall issue the following conformity certificates:


79.1.  transitional period certificate – if the undertaking conforms to the requirements of organic farming transition period; or


79.2. organic farming certificate – if the undertaking conforms to the requirements of organic farming.

80. The Service shall provide necessary information to the person regarding the certification authority referred to in Paragraph 72 of these Regulations which has been authorised to perform the certification of the undertaking in conformity with requirements of organic farming.
