Regulations regarding Joint Competitions for the Design and Performance of Construction Works 
Issued pursuant to

Section 3, Paragraph six of the 

Law on Procurement for 

State or Local Government Needs

1. These Regulations specify the cases where joint competitions for design and the activities referred to in Annex 1 to the Law on Procurement for State or Local Government Needs shall be organised.

2. A joint competition for the design and performance of construction work shall be organised if the following requirements have been fulfilled: 

2.1. the technical and economic usefulness of the organisation of a joint competition for the design and performance of construction work has been substantiated in comparison with separately organised competitions for the design and performance of construction work; 

2.2. the construction design has been developed in accordance with the planning and architectural task and technical provisions and has been harmonised at the stage of the draft sketches, if such a stage is provided for by the relevant regulatory enactments; and

2.3. a detailed list of technical specifications and a sufficient list of the scope of work has been drawn up, in order to enable the performer to develop an extended estimate of costs which would allow the commissioning party to assess the offer in compliance with the quantitative and qualitative parameters.
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
