Regulations on the Rate of the State Fee for the Regulation of Public Utilities in 2003

Issued pursuant to

Section 31, Paragraph one of the Law on Regulators of Public Utilities

and Section 10 of the Law on Taxes and Fees

1. These Regulations prescribe the rate of the State fee (in lati) in 2003 for the regulation of public utilities separately for each type of public utility in a regulated sector on the basis of the annual net turnover of the regulated public utility in 2002 and the expenditures required for the provision of the activities of regulators in 2003.

2. Providers of public utilities shall pay the State fee for the regulation of public utilities (hereinafter — State fee) for each type of public utility the necessity of regulation of which in accordance with Section 2, Paragraph four of the Law on Regulators of Public Utilities in State regulated sectors has been specified by the Cabinet, but in local government regulated sectors — by the relevant local government.

3. In 2003, the rate of the State fee for each type of public utility in a State regulated sector shall be two lati per every 1000 lati (0.2 per cent), but for each type of public utility in a local government regulated sector — four lati per every 1000 lati (0.4 per cent) of the net turnover of the relevant type of public utility provided by an undertaking in 2002.

4. If the fee paid in 2003 exceeds 0.2 per cent in State regulated sectors or 0.4 per cent in local government regulated sectors of the net turnover of the relevant type of public utility provided by an undertaking in 2002, the paid sum shall be corrected when making the final payment in 2003.

5. If the State fee paid in 2003 exceeds the expenditures required for the provision of the activities of regulators in 2003, the State fee in 2004 shall be reduced for the overpaid amount to each provider of public utilities in proportion to the amount of the State fee paid by each provider of public utilities in 2003.

6. Providers of public utilities, which commence the provision of public utilities in 2003, shall calculate the State fee from the net turnover of the relevant type of public utility planned by the undertaking in the first year of activity.

7. The State fee in 2003 in State regulated sectors and local government regulated sectors shall be divided into four equal parts. The first part of the State fee shall be paid by 10 January 2003, the second — by 10 April 2003, the third — by 10 July 2003, the fourth — by 10 October 2003.
8. If a local government regulator has been jointly established by several local governments, the State fee in local government regulated sectors shall be paid into the budget of that local government within the territory of which the joint local government regulator is located and it shall be used only for the provision of the activities of such regulator.
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
