By-law of the Co-ordination Council for the Protection of the European Community’s Financial Interests 

Issued pursuant to

 Section 13 of

the State Administration Structure Law

I. General Provision

1. The Co-ordination Council for the Protection of the financial interests of the European Community (hereinafter – the Council) shall be an advisory collegial authority the purpose of which is to promote the introduction and development of a single State policy for the protection of the European Community’s financial interests.

II. Tasks and Rights of the Council

2. The Council shall have the following tasks:

2.1. to co-ordinate the implementation of single measures for the protection of the European Community’s financial interests;

2.2. to evaluate the information requests of the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) and provide proposals to the Ministry of Finance regarding the specification of a responsible authority for the examination of specific issues and preparation of replies;

2.3. in accordance with its competence to examine the policy planning document and draft regulatory enactments, which have been developed by the initiative of Latvia, and to submit proposals regarding them to the relevant authority which has prepared the document; and

2.4. to provide proposals to the Ministry of Finance regarding the improvement of the protection of the European Community’s financial interests.

3. The Council has the following rights:

3.1. to request and receive information from the State administrative institutions necessary for the work of the Council in accordance with the procedures prescribed by regulatory enactments, ensuring the retaining of restricted access information; and

3.2. to invite representatives of the State administrative institutions and experts to participate in meetings of the Council and in the formulation of recommendations.

III. Council Structure

4. In the personnel of the Council shall be included 11 members, who have knowledge and experience in the fight against fraud in the State administration and in the protection of the European Community’s financial interests including 3 representatives of the Ministry of Finance and 1 representative of the Ministry of Justice, the State Police, the State Revenue Service, Office of the Prosecutor General, the Prevention and Combating of Corruption Bureau and other State administrative institutions.

5. The personnel of the Council shall be approved by the Minister for Finance.

6. The term of office of the members of the Council shall be 5 years. A member of the Council may be appointed for work in the Council repeatedly.

7. The Chairperson of the Council shall be the State Secretary of the Ministry of Finance.

IV. Organisation of Work and Taking of Decisions of the Council

8. The Chairperson of the Council shall approve the agenda of a Council meeting, convene and chair Council meetings, sign the minutes of a meeting and other documents of the Council.

9. During the absence of the Chairperson, his or her duties shall be performed by the deputy Chairperson of the Council. The deputy Chairperson of the Council shall be elected by the members of the Council.

10. The Secretariat of the Council shall:

10.1. draw up the draft agenda of the meetings of the Council;

10.2. prepare the minutes of the meetings of the Council;

10.3. notify the time and agenda of the meeting of the Council to all members of the Council not later than 5 working days prior to the meeting of the Council;

10.4. send to all members of the Council the information regarding the documents to be examined during the meeting of the Council not later than 3 working days prior the meeting of the Council and ensure the possibility to get acquainted with them upon request;

10.5. send the draft minutes of the meeting by electronic means to all members of the Council within 5 working days after the meeting of the Council; and

10.6. ensure the work of the Council materially and technically.

11. The functions of the Secretariat of the Council shall be performed by the Ministry of Finance.

12. The Council meetings shall be held not less than twice a year. The Council Chairperson shall convene a special meeting, if it is requested by at least one Council member.

13. The Council shall have a quorum if at least 6 Council members participate in a meeting.

14. Decisions of the Council shall be taken by open ballot with a simple majority vote. In the event of a tied vote, the vote of the Chairperson of the Council shall prevail.

15. Decisions of the Council shall have a recommendatory nature.

16. Minutes shall be taken at Council meetings. The agenda and decisions taken, as well as the persons who participated in the meeting shall be recorded in the minutes of the Council meeting.

17. The Council members shall inform the Council Secretary by electronic means regarding the co-ordination or send comments within 3 working days after the receipt of the draft minutes. After the signing of the minutes the Secretariat of the Council shall send the copy thereof to all Council members.
