Regulations regarding Total Volume for Installation of Capacities in 2003 and Specific Volume for Each Type of Electric Power Generation if Renewable Energy Resources are utilised for Electric Power Generation
Issued pursuant to 
Section 40, Paragraph four of
the Energy Law
1. These Regulations prescribe the total volume for the installation of capacities in 2003 and the specific volume for each type of electric power generation if renewable energy resources are utilised for electric power generation.
2. The total volume for the installation of capacities in 2003 if renewable energy resources are utilised for electric power generation shall be three megawatts. The specific volume for each type of electric power generation shall be the following:
2.1. hydro-power (energy potential of water) – zero megawatts;
2.2. wind power – one megawatt;
2.3. energy acquired from biomass, forestry or peat, - one megawatt;
2.4. energy acquired from municipal waste or their processed products (biogas), - one megawatt; and
2.5. solar, sea wave and geothermal energy – zero megawatts.
3. Applications for the installation of capacities in 2003 in the volumes specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be submitted to the Ministry of Economics by 1 November 2003.
