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Procedures for Drawing up Veterinary Prescriptions 

Issued pursuant to 

Section 22, Paragraph two of 

the Pharmacy Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the drawing up of a veterinary prescription.

2. Veterinary prescription shall be drawn up on a veterinary prescription form in conformity with these Regulations by a certified veterinarian or veterinary paramedic who has obtained a certificate of veterinary medical practice (hereinafter – certified veterinarian). A veterinary prescription shall contain a written instruction for the pharmacy:

2.1. to issue the finished medicinal product to the owner of the animal; or

2.2. to manufacture the medicinal product in a prescribed form with a composition of particular active substances for a particular animal and to issue it to the owner of the animal.

3. The Food and Veterinary Service shall ensure preparation of typographically printed forms of veterinary prescriptions (Annex) in conformity with the following requirements:

3.1. the size of veterinary prescription form shall be 103 x 148 mm;

3.2. a veterinary prescription shall consist of three copies of self-copy forms:

3.2.1. the first copy shall be white-coloured;

3.2.2. the second copy shall be yellow-coloured; and

3.2.3. the third copy shall be pale pink-coloured; and

3.3. the series and sequence number shall be typographically printed in the veterinary prescription.

4. A certified veterinarian shall indicate his or her given name, surname, address of the practice and telephone number in the left corner of the prescription.

5. A certified veterinarian practising in a veterinary medical care undertaking shall indicate the name, address and telephone number of the veterinary medical care undertaking in the left corner of the prescription.

6. A certified veterinarian or a pharmacist issuing medicinal products on the basis of a prescription shall provide explanations to the owner of an animal regarding the correct use of the medicinal product. 

7. When drawing up a veterinary prescription, it shall be completed in legible handwriting and in the section Rp of the prescription (abbreviation of a Latin term “recipe”, translation – “take”) generally accepted abbreviations of formulations in Latin shall be used.

8. No crossed out items and corrections shall be permitted in the prerequisites and text of the prescription.

9. It is prohibited to indicate in the prescription narcotic and psychotropic agents, immunological products and medicinal products referred to in regulatory enactments as prohibited for veterinary medicinal products. 

10. When completing a prescription, a certified veterinarian shall indicate the following information:

10.1. given name, surname, personal identity number and address of the place of residence of the owner of the animal;

10.2. name, species and age of the animal;

10.3. identification number of the animal (hereinafter – identification number), if the medicinal product prescribed is intended for a cow, sheep, goat or a breeding pig;

10.4. given name, surname and number of the licence of the certified veterinarian;

10.5. name, form, strength, volume and amount of the medicinal product in accordance with the procedures specified in the formulation;

10.6. instructions regarding the use of the medicinal product; and

10.7. the period within which the medicinal product is excreted from the organism, if the medicinal product is intended for an animal from which products for human consumption are obtained (for a productive animal).

11. If a certified veterinarian prescribes a medicinal product for a group of animals to which an identification number has not been given, the following information shall be specified in a veterinary prescription:

11.1. given name, surname, personal identity number and address of the place of residence of the owner of the animals;

11.2. species, age and number of the animals;

11.3. given name, surname and number of the certificate of the certified veterinarian;

11.4. the name, form, strength, volume and amount of the medicinal product in accordance with the procedures specified in the formulation;

11.5. instructions regarding the use of the medicinal product; and

11.6. the period within which the medicinal product is excreted from the organism, if the medicinal product is intended for an animal from which products for human consumption are obtained (for a productive animal).

12. The Food and Veterinary Service shall control observance of the requirements of these Regulations.

13. The drawing up a veterinary prescription by a licensed veterinarian and veterinary paramedic who has obtained a licence for veterinary medical practice in accordance with the procedures prescribed by regulatory enactments shall be permitted prior the expiry of the term of validity of the licence.

14. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2004.
