Regulations Regarding Recovery Percentage Volume (Proportion) and Time Periods of All Packaging Waste, Procedures for the Registration and Submission of Reports and Model Forms Thereof, Requirements Which a Commercial Company Must Fulfil in Order for It to Be Registered as a Packaging Manager, Examples of the Application of the Packaging Definition Criteria and Exceptions in Relation to the Heavy Metal Content in Packaging
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 1.1, Paragraph three, Section 7,

Section 13, Paragraph two,

Section 15, Paragraphs two, three, five and

Section 19, Paragraph three

of the Packaging Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe:

1.1. the recovery percentage volume (proportion) and time periods of all packaging waste and various types of packaging (including recycling);

1.2. the volume of packaging waste created in a calendar year, upon reaching which a packer or a packaging manager has a duty to register with the authorised institution of the Ministry of Environment;

1.3. the requirements which a commercial company must fulfil in order for it to be registered by the authorised institution of the Ministry of Environment in the status of a packaging manager;

1.4. the procedures by which reports on the volume and types of packaging produced, exported to another state or imported from another state and the volume and types of the collection of packaging waste and the volume and types of resources recovered, as well as model report forms shall be submitted; 
1.5. examples of the application of the packaging definition criteria; and

1.6. the types and materials of the packaging, to which exceptions in relation to the heavy metal content may be applied.

 

2. The recovery percentage volume (proportion) of all packaging waste and for various types of packaging, as well as the time periods in which the specified volume must be recovered are specified in Annex 1 to these Regulations.

 

3. A packer, for which the volume of packaging waste created in a calendar year exceeds 300 kilograms and which has not entered into a contract for the management of packaging waste with a packaging manager, shall ensure the recovery of the percentage volume (proportion) of each particular packaging waste material or the recovery of the total percentage volume (proportion) of packaging waste. If the total recovery percentage volume (proportion) of packaging waste specified in these Regulations is less than the specified recovery percentage volume (proportion) of the particular packaging waste, the packer shall ensure the recovery percentage volume (proportion) of the particular packaging waste pursuant to the volume and time periods specified in Annex 1 to these Regulations.

 

4. A packer, for which the volume of packaging waste created in a calendar year exceeds 300 kilograms, shall register with the respective regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service within three months from the day when the referred to volume is exceeded.

 

5. A commercial company shall register in the status of a packaging manager if it has established and implements a system for the management of packaging waste. The commercial company shall ensure within the framework of the system:

5.1. the respective volume of recovery of the packaging waste pursuant to the requirements specified in the regulatory enactments regarding the environment;

5.2. the collection of packaging waste in the territories of all district local governments by establishing a sorted collection system of packaging waste; and

5.3. the measures for information, motivation and involvement of the public in the management of packaging waste.

 

6. A packaging manager shall register with the State Environmental Service.

 

7. In order to register, a packer or a packaging manager shall submit an application to the institution referred to in Paragraph 4 or 6 of these Regulations accordingly. If the packer or the packaging manager is a legal person, a copy of the merchant’s registration certificate or another registration certificate issued by the Enterprise Register shall be appended to the application, presenting the original.

 

8. In addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations, a packaging manager shall submit the following lists of contracts entered into:

8.1. contracts with packers regarding the management of packaging waste;

8.2. contracts regarding packaging waste recycling, which are entered into with persons who recycle packaging waste or export it for recycling to other states; and

8.3. contracts with persons who perform the waste management regarding the collection of packaging waste and transfer thereof to merchants, which recycle packaging waste or export it for recycling to other states.

 

9. The respective regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall issue a statement regarding registration to a packer within two weeks after fulfilment of the requirements referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations.

 

10. The State Environmental Service shall, within two weeks after fulfilment of the requirements referred to in Paragraphs 7 and 8 of these Regulations, issue a statement regarding registration to a packaging manager.

 

11. A packer or a packaging manager shall submit the following by 1 May of the current year to the institution, in which it has registered:

11.1. a report on the volume and types of empty packaging produced, exported to another state or imported from another state (Annex 2) in the preceding calendar year; and

11.2. a report on the volume and types of the collection of packaging waste and the volume and types of resources recovered (Annex 3) in the preceding calendar year if the volume of packaging waste in a calendar year exceeds 300 kilograms.

 

12. Examples of the application of the packaging definition criteria are specified in Annex 4 to these Regulations.

 

13. The total content of lead, cadmium, mercury and hexavalent chromium (hereinafter – heavy metals) present in glass packaging and packaging materials, in the production process of which reusable materials are added, but heavy metals are not utilised, may exceed 100 parts per million (ppm by weight), i.e. up to 100 milligrams in one kilogram of packaging or the materials or components thereof in conformity with the requirements of Paragraph 14 of these Regulations.

 

14. The content of heavy metals in production shall be measured each month in production units of glass packaging and packaging materials, which add reusable materials to the packaging and packaging materials during the production process. If the content of heavy metals in any of twelve consecutive monthly measurements exceeds 200 parts per million (ppm by weight), i.e. 200 milligrams in one kilogram of packaging or the materials or components thereof, the producer shall, within two weeks, notify the State Environmental Service in writing thereof. The notification shall indicate:

14.1. the content of heavy metals;

14.2. a description of the measuring methods utilised;

14.3. the possible reasons for exceeding the heavy metals content norm; and

14.4. the measures performed in order to reduce the content of heavy metals (detailed description).

 

15. The State Environmental Service shall, within two weeks, inform in writing the State Environmental Service regarding the producer referred to in Paragraph 14 of these Regulations and the information provided thereby .

 

16. A packer and a packaging producer shall provide the State Environmental Service with access to the results of measurements of the heavy metals content and the description of measuring methods utilised upon the request thereof.

 

17. Cabinet Regulation No. 953 of 13 December 2005, Regulations Regarding Content of Heavy Metals in Packaging, Recovery Percentage Volume (Proportion) and Time Periods of All Packaging Waste, Procedures for Registration and the Submission of Reports and Model Forms of Reports (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2005, No. 201) is repealed.

	Articles shall be deemed packaging if they conform to the definition referred to in the Packaging Law regardless of other functions, which such packaging might perform, except in cases when the respective packaging is an integral part of a product and it is necessary in order to contain, support or store the referred to product throughout lifetime thereof, and it is intended to use, consume or dispose of all components of the article concurrently.
	1) confectionery boxes

2) packaging films of compact disc and videotape cases
	1) tool boxes

2) tea bags

3) wax coats of cheese

4) sausage casings

5) flowerpots, in which plants remain throughout the time of vegetation

	2. 
	Articles, which are designed and provided for filling up at a trade site, as well as disposable articles, which are filled up at a trade site or which are designed and provided for filling up at a trade site, shall be deemed packaging if they fulfil the functions of packaging
	1) paper or plastic shopping bags

2) disposable plates and cups

3) packaging film

4) sandwich bags

5) aluminium foil
	1) mixer

2) disposable tableware

	Components and ancillary elements of packaging, which are included in packaging, shall be deemed the part of packaging, in which they are included. Ancillary elements, which are appended or attached directly to the product and fulfil the functions of packaging, shall be deemed packaging, except in cases when they are an integral part of the referred to product and it is intended to consume or dispose of all the components of the ancillary elements concurrently
	1) labels, which are appended or attached directly to the product

2) mascara brush, which is a part of the packaging cap

3) sticky labels, which are attached to another packaging

4) clasps

5) plastic caps

6) dosimeter, which is a part of the cap of detergent packaging

1 Recovery percentage volume (proportion) for packaging from composite materials (laminates) shall be determined by the material, which is dominating in relation to weight.


2 The fulfilment of recovery and recycling, as well as recovery or recycling norms of the particular type of packaging material shall be calculated as follows:


the recovered and recycled, as well as recovered or recycled volume of packaging waste of the particular type of packaging material waste (%) = (the recovered and recycled, as well as recovered or recycled volume of packaging waste of the particular type of packaging material waste (kg) : the total volume of the particular packaging material placed on the market (kg)) x 100%


3 A packer shall calculate the total fulfilment of recovery and recycling, as well as recovery or recycling norms as follows:


the total recovered volume of packaging waste (%) = (the total recovered volume of packaging waste (kg) : the total volume of packaging placed on the market (kg)) x 100%


the total recycled volume of packaging waste (%) = (the total recycled volume of packaging waste (kg) : the total volume of packaging placed on the market (kg)) x 100%


1 Recycling shall include acquisition of the same materials or other materials from packaging waste or packaging material (except for energy which is produced by burning packaging waste or packaging material).


2 Recovery shall include acquisition of secondary raw materials from packaging waste or packaging material.


3 It shall include incineration in incinerators (including waste incinerators) with energy recovery.
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
