Adopted 22 August 2006

Regulations Regarding the Division of Functions for Ship and Shipping Company, Port and Port Facility Security
Issued pursuant to

Section 19, Paragraph five

of the Maritime Administration and Marine Safety Law

 

I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations determine the division of functions for ship and shipping company, port and port facility security between the Ministry of Defence, the Ministry of the Interior and the Ministry of Transport, according to international regulatory enactments.

 

2. In order to enhance ship, port and port facility security and to ensure the exchange of mutual information, the authorities specified in these Regulations and, if necessary, other competent authorities (for example, the State Revenue Service, the State Police) shall develop operational action plans.

 

II. Functions of the Ministry of Defence

 

3. The functions of ship, port and port facility security under the competence of the Ministry of Defence shall be carried out by the National Armed Forces. 

 

4. The Maritime Rescue and Co-ordination Centre (MRCC) of the Coast Guard Service of the Latvian Naval Forces of the National Armed Forces (hereinafter – Co-ordination Centre) shall perform the functions of the competent authorities specified in Article 6 of Regulation (EC) No 725/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 31 March 2004 on enhancing ship and port facility security (hereinafter – Regulation No. 725/2004). 

 

5. The ships preparing to call in a port shall provide security information. The Co-ordination Centre shall ensure the receipt of the information provided and analysis thereof at all times (24 hours a day). 

 

6. In accordance with Article 7, Paragraphs 3 and 5 of Regulation No. 725/2004, the Co-ordination centre may request that a shipping company provide the information specified in Article 7, Paragraph 1, Sub-paragraph “b” of Regulation No. 725/2004 within a period of 24 hours. 

 

7. Following the submission of the security information by a ship, specified in Article 6 of Regulation No. 725/204, the Co-ordination centre shall check whether the security plan of the respective ship and the port facility thereof, that is provided for the ship to berth, is approved and, if such exists – whether the security level of the ship complies with the respective level of port facility security. Security information shall be submitted by a ship, completing the information sheet on the Co-ordination Centre website on the Internet. 

 

8. The Co-ordination Centre shall inform the ship, port, port section or port facility that is operating at a lower security level regarding the necessity to enhance security measures, as well as inform the Security Police for taking of the decision specified in Paragraph 22 of these Regulations, if:  

8.1. following the inspection specified in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations the Co-ordination Centre determines that the ship or port facility does not have an approved security plan or that the levels of security of the ship and port facility do not coincide; and

8.2. information is received from a ship that the ship that is preparing to be remoored, or a port facility to which a ship is preparing to be remoored, does not have an approved security plan or that the levels of security of the ship and port facility do not coincide.

 

9. The Co-ordination Centre shall inform the ship, port, port section or port facility regarding the security level that is prescribed for this ship, port, port section or port facility in accordance with Paragraph 22 of these Regulations, and that the ship, port, port section or port facility with which interface is anticipated, does not have an approved security plan.

 

10. If the Co-ordination Centre, following analysis of the security information specified in Article 6 of Regulation No. 725/2004, determines that a ship does not comply with the security requirements or substantiated doubts arise regarding the compliance thereof with security requirements, the co-ordination centre in accordance with Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 2.4 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004 may apply the control measures specified in Regulation 9, Sub-paragraphs 2.5.1 and 2.5.2 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004, as well as take a decision regarding the necessity to perform a ship inspection in accordance with Paragraph 11 of these Regulations. The Co-ordination Centre shall inform the ship and the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate of the State stock company “Maritime Administration of Latvia” (hereinafter – Ship and Port Security Inspectorate) regarding the applicable control measures and the decision taken regarding the necessity to perform a ship inspection.

 

11. The Co-ordination Centre has the right to request that the Latvian Naval Force of the National Armed Forces (hereinafter – Naval Force), the State Border Guard or the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate in accordance with Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 2.5.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004 inspects a ship that is located in the territorial waters of the Republic of Latvia, if it has declared its intent to call in a port of the Republic of Latvia.

 

12. The Co-ordination Centre shall inform the ship and Security Police regarding the decision that has been taken by the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate in accordance with Paragraph 29 of these Regulations.

 

13. In accordance with Regulation 6, Paragraphs 6 and 7 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004 the Co-ordination Centre shall report regarding the receipt of a security alert.

 

14. The Co-ordination Centre shall ensure the implementation of the requirements in Part B, Sub-paragraphs 4.13, 4.15, 4.16 (except for the submission of information to the International Maritime Organisation), 4.22, 4.23 and Sub-paragraph 4.24 of Annex 2 to Regulation No. 725/2004. The Co-ordination Centre shall ensure that the requirements specified in this Paragraph that relate to port facilities also relate to the aggregate of ports.

 

15. The Co-ordination Centre shall perform the functions of the competent authority specified in Regulation 4, Paragraph 5 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004.

 

16. The Co-ordination Centre shall establish a contact point or ensure other means through the use of which the Co-ordination Centre shall provide up to date information to interested persons regarding the locations that have port or port facility security plans, as well as contact information regarding officials who are responsible for port or port facility security.

 

17. At the request of the Co-ordination Centre, the Naval Force shall inspect the ship located in the territorial waters of the Republic of Latvia, in accordance with Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 2.5.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004.

 

18. The National Armed Forces shall ensure the boarding of the inspectors of the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate onto the ship that is located in the territorial waters of the Republic of Latvia, for the performance of security control measures, utilising the technical assets, naval platforms or aircraft of the National Armed Forces.

 

19. The National Armed Forces shall ensure implementation of the decision specified in Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 3.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004 regarding the denial of entry into port or expulsion from port thereof.

 

III. Functions of the Ministry of the Interior

 

20. The functions of ship, port and port facility security under the competence of the Ministry of the Interior shall be performed by the Security Police and the State Border Guard.

 

21. The Security Police, in co-operation with the Co-ordination Centre and the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate, shall determine the evaluation criteria for the security information that shall be provided in accordance with Article 6 of Regulation No. 725/2004, as well as provide additional information to be taken into account during the evaluation process of the security of a specific ship.

 

22. The Security Police shall determine the security level of a ship, port, port section or port facility according to Part A, Sub-paragraphs 2.1.9, 2.1.10 and 2.1.11 of Annex 2 to Regulation No. 725/2004 and inform the Co-ordination Centre of the decision taken thereto. The Security Police shall take the specified decision following the receipt and evaluation of information from the competent authorities specified in these Regulations that perform the functions of ship, port and port facility security, or other authorities of foreign states or the Republic of Latvia, natural persons or legal persons.

 

23. The Security Police shall ensure the fulfilment of the requirements of Part A, Sub-paragraphs 4.1 and 4.2, and Part B, sub-paragraph 4.21 of Annex 2 to Regulation No. 725/2004. The Security Police shall ensure that the fulfilment of the requirements specified in this Paragraph that apply to port facilities also applies to the aggregate of ports.

 

24. The State Border Guard shall ensure the fulfilment of the requirements in Article 8 of Regulation No. 725/2004. According to the requirements of Sub-paragraph 8.2 of Regulation No. 725/2004, the State Border Guard shall inform the Ship and port security inspection in order to perform any of the measures specified in Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 1.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004. 

 

25. At the request of the Co-ordination Centre, the State Border Guard, in accordance with Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 2.5.3 of Annex 1 to the Regulation, shall inspect the ship that is located in the territorial waters of the Republic of Latvia.

 

IV. Functions of the Ministry of Transport

 

26. The functions of ship, port and port facility security under the competence of the Ministry of Transport shall be performed by the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate.

 

27. The Ship and Port Security Inspectorate shall provide the Co-ordination Centre and Security Police with information at their disposal regarding ship, port and port facility security, in order that the Co-ordination Centre may ensure information in accordance with Paragraph 14 of these Regulations and the Security Police may define the security level of a ship, port, port section or port facility in accordance with Paragraph 22 of these Regulations.

 

28. The Ship and Port Security Inspectorate shall ensure the fulfilment of the requirements of Article 8 of Regulation No. 725/2004.

 

29. The decisions specified in Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 3.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004 shall only be taken by the Ship and Port Security Inspectorate, informing the Co-ordination Centre thereof. 

 

30. The Ship and Port Security Inspectorate shall inform the International Maritime Organisation and Member States of the European Union regarding the decision taken in accordance with Regulation 9, Sub-paragraph 3.3 of Annex 1 to Regulation No. 725/2004.

 

31. The Ship and Port Security Inspectorate shall ensure the fulfilment of the duties of Member States, contracting governments and administration specified in Regulation No. 725/2004 and the annexes thereto, except for the duties that are in the competence of the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of the Interior, in accordance with these Regulations.  

 

32. The Ship and Port Security Inspectorate shall ensure the fulfilment of the duties of Member States, Contracting Governments and Administration in relation to port facilities specified in Regulation No. 725/2004 and the annexes thereto also in relation to the aggregate of ports, except for the duties that are in the competence of the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of the Interior, in accordance with these Regulations.  

 

V. Closing Provisions

 

33. Cabinet Regulation No. 722 of 17 August 2004, Regulations Regarding the Division of Functions for Ship and Port Facility Security (Latvijas Vēstnesis [the Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia], 2004, No. 131) is repealed. 

 

34. The inspections specified in Paragraph 17 of these Regulations shall be performed by the Naval Force from 1 January 2008.
