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Regulations Regarding Keeping and Carrying of Firearms of Civil Servants (Employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police

Issued pursuant to
Section 16.2, Paragraph two of

the Law On the State Revenue Service

1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures for keeping and carrying of firearms available to civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police (hereinafter – the Finance Police).

2. A decision to issue a service firearm to a civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police shall be taken by the Director General of the State Revenue Service after evaluating the opinion of the Committee for the Issuance of Firearms of the State Revenue Service.

3. If a civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police is going on vacation or is leaving the country, he or she shall hand over the service firearm and ammunition to the person who is responsible for storage of firearms of the State Revenue Service.

4. The procedures by which a service firearm and ammunition shall be received and handed over for storage shall be determined by the Director General of the State Revenue Service.

5. A civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police who has been issued a service firearm has a duty to prevent all circumstances depending on him or her, which may promote stealing or robbing of the service firearm or another getting thereof at the disposal of other persons.

6. It is prohibited to hand over a service firearm to another person, except the case if a civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police is visiting a place in which carrying of firearms is restricted after co-ordination with the institution of the State Police and the weapon must be handed over for storage at a specific place.

7. Upon handing over the service firearm in the exceptional case referred to in Paragraph 6 of this Regulation, the civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police shall conform to the safety requirements in order to prevent an unintentional shot and harm to oneself or other persons and property.

8. A civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police shall carry a service firearm and ammunition in a holster (special pocket), from which they cannot fall out. The firearm and ammunition shall be carried, without attracting attention of other persons.

9. If a civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police is carrying out service duties and is wearing a uniform differing from casual clothing, he or she may carry a firearm in a holster openly.

10. During carrying the service weapon may be loaded (the clip with ammunition inserted in the firearm, no ammunition in the chamber), its firing and trigger mechanism is uncocked, the safety catch (if technically possible) is engaged.

11. It is prohibited to carry a service firearm and ammunition, if a civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police is under the influence of alcohol, narcotic or toxic substances.

12. It is prohibited to carry, store, transport a service firearm and ammunition, if the civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police does not have a relevant permit on him or her.

13. The service firearm shall be stored unloaded.

14. A service firearm and ammunition shall be stored in a closed strongbox or metal locker (metal box), ensuring such storage conditions as to prevent that the firearm and ammunition get at the disposal of other persons.

15. The thickness of the walls of a strongbox or metal locker (metal box) shall not be less than 2.5 mm, and such strongbox or locker shall be locked with a secure lock the key of which shall be accessible only to the civil servant (employee) of the Finance Police. A strongbox or metal locker (metal box) shall be ensured such storage circumstances as to prevent that it gets at the disposal of another person.

16. Cabinet Regulation No. 205 of 3 June 1997, Regulations Regarding Firearms of Officials of the Finance Police of the State Revenue Service (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 1997, No. 138; 2003, No. 167), is repealed.
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
