Regulations Regarding the State Fee for the Registration of a Fertiliser or Receipt of a Permit for the Importation or Marketing of a Fertiliser, as well as the Procedures for Payment Thereof

Issued pursuant to

Section 16 of the Law On

Handling of Fertilisers

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the amount of the State fee for the registration of a fertiliser or receipt of a permit for the importation or marketing of a fertiliser, as well as the procedures for payment thereof.

 

2. The State fee for the registration of a fertiliser shall be paid by an importer or a producer, taking into account the identification group of the fertiliser specified in the regulatory enactments regarding the identification, quality, conformity assessment and marketing of fertilisers. The State fee for the registration of a fertiliser (without taking into account the quantity of handling of the fertiliser) shall be specified in the following amount:

2.1. for a fertiliser included in D, E, G or H identification group – LVL 50; and

2.2. for a fertiliser included in A, B, C or F identification group – LVL 100.

 

3. If a person preparing a mechanical mixture in Latvia has used registered fertilisers or fertilisers with an indication “EC labelling” and a packer has packaged a registered fertiliser, regarding which the State fee has been paid, the State fee for the registration of the fertiliser shall not be paid.

 

4. The State fee for the receipt of a permit for the importation or marketing of a fertiliser shall be specified in the following amount:

4.1. a permit for the marketing of a registered fertiliser, if testing results thereof indicate non-conformity to the quality declared in the Fertiliser State Register – LVL 10;

4.2. a permit for the marketing or importation of such fertiliser, which is not referred to in the regulatory enactments regarding requirements for identification, quality conformity assessment and marketing of fertilisers – LVL 50;

4.3. a permit for the importation of a non-registered fertiliser for efficiency trials and research – LVL 100;

4.4. a permit for the importation of a fertiliser for testing and registration – LVL 10;

4.5. a permit for the marketing of the respective batch of a fertiliser imported for testing and registration – LVL 50; and

4.6. a permit for the importation and marketing of a respective batch of a fertiliser, if the batch of the fertiliser does not conform to the quality requirements specified in the regulatory enactments regarding fertilisers – LVL 50.

 

5. A person shall submit a document regarding payment of the State fee to the State Plant Protection Service together with a submission regarding the registration of a fertiliser or when receiving the respective permit.

 

6. A registration certificate of fertilisers shall be issued for an unlimited period of time.

 

7. Upon renewing a registration certificate of a fertiliser, the State fee shall not be paid.

 

8. The State fee shall be transferred into the State basic budget.

 

9. Cabinet Regulation No. 285 of 2 July 2002, Regulations regarding the State Fee for the Registration of Fertilisers and Procedures for Payment Thereof (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2002, No. 102) is repealed.
