By-law of the Competition Council

Issued pursuant to

Section 16, Paragraph one

of the State Administration Structure Law

16.panta pirmo daļu
1. The Competition Council is an institution of direct administration, which implements State policy in the matters of development and protection of competition.

2. The Competition Council shall be subordinate to the Minister for Economics. Subordination shall be implemented in the form of supervision.

3. The Competition Council shall perform its activities in accordance with the duties specified and rights granted to it in the Competition Law and the Advertising Law.

4. The structural units of the Competition Council shall be the Bureau and independent units. The structural units of the Bureau shall be units.

5. The Competition Council shall be managed by the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

6. The Chairperson of the Competition Council shall perform the functions of the head of the institution of direct administration specified in the State Administration Structure Law and the functions specified in the Competition Law.

7. The Bureau in conformity with the competence specified in the Competition Law shall ensure the operation of the Competition Council, perform the safeguarding functions of the legal foundation of the Competition Council and ensure co-operation with foreign persons.

8. The operation of the Bureau shall be managed by the director. The director of the Bureau shall be directly subordinate to the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

9. The director of the Bureau shall perform the functions specified in the Competition Law.

10. The head of an independent unit shall be directly subordinate to the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

11. The Chairperson of the Competition Council and the director of the Bureau shall be civil servants.

12. The members of the Competition Council shall be civil servants. The members of the Competition Council after the confirmation of their candidacy by the Cabinet shall be appointed to office by the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

13. The Competition Council shall take decisions in the field of competition and advertising by voting at the meetings of the Competition Council.

14. Rules of procedure of the Competition Council and the independent units thereof shall be approved by the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

15. The rules of procedure of the structural units of the Bureau shall be approved by the director of the Bureau after co-ordination with the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

16. A member of the Competition Council authorised by the Chairperson of the Competition Council shall act for the Chairperson of the Competition Council during his or her absence.

17. The members of the Competition Council shall be subordinate to the Chairperson of the Competition Council only with respect to organisational matters pertaining to the performance of the duties of office.

18. The rule of law in the activities of the Competition Council shall be ensured by the Chairperson of the Competition Council.

19. The rule of law in the decisions taken in the field of competition and advertising shall be ensured by the Competition Council.

20. The Chairman of the Competition Council shall be responsible for the establishment and operation of the internal control system of the institution.

21. The Chairperson of the Competition Council shall have the right to revoke decisions and internal regulatory enactments issued by the officials of the Bureau and the independent units.

22. The Chairperson of the Competition Council shall have the right to revoke the decisions taken by the members of the Competition Council in respect of organisational matters.

23. The administrative decisions taken by the Chairperson of the Competition Council may be disputed in the Ministry of Economics.

24. Private individuals may dispute the actual actions of the civil servants and employees of the Competition Council by submitting a relevant submission to the Chairperson of the Competition Council.  The actual actions of the Chairperson of the Competition Council may be disputed in the Ministry of Economics. The decision of the Ministry may be appealed in a court.
25. A person may appeal in a court the decisions taken by the Competition Council in the field of competition and advertising.

26. The Competition Council shall prepare once a year a public report regarding its operation and shall provide reports regarding the use of the budget resources.
