Procedures for the Initiation of Studies in Subsequent Study Stages

Issued pursuant to

Section 47, Paragraph three

of the Law On Institutions of Higher Education

1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures by which studies in an institution of higher education or college in subsequent study stages shall be initiated.

2. Studies in an institution of higher education or college in subsequent study stages may be initiated when transferring from one institution of higher education or college to another institution of higher education or college or another study programme in the same or different institution of higher education or college or recommencing studies after a pause.

3. Studies in an institution of higher education or college in subsequent study stages may be initiated in a study programme of the same or lower level. After acquisition of a first level vocational higher education, studies may be continued in a higher education study programme for the acquisition of a bachelor degree or second level vocational higher education.

4. Studies in subsequent study stages may be initiated by students and persons who have acquired a higher education study programme or a part thereof licensed or accredited in accordance with the procedures specified by regulatory enactments. The acquisition of the referred to study programme or part thereof shall be confirmed by a statement issued by the institution of higher education or college.

5. The institution of higher education or college may refuse the initiation of studies in subsequent study stages if there are no vacancies in the relevant study programme.

6. When transferring to another institution of higher education or college, budget funding for studies shall not be retained.

7. A person wishing to initiate studies in subsequent study stages shall submit a submission to the institution of higher education or college regarding registration for studies in a specific study programme. The statement issued by the institution of higher education or college, which confirms that the part of the study programme previously acquired is not less than 40 credit points or two semesters, shall be appended to the submission. The statement shall not be appended if the studies in subsequent study stages are being initiated in relation to closing of a study programme.

8. The institution of higher education or college shall compare the previously acquired subjects and the amount thereof with the corresponding part of the study programme of the relevant institution of higher education or college and indicate which subjects from those previously acquired may be included and in which additional examinations should be taken. Subjects shall be included if the amount in credit points thereof in both comparable study programmes is equal or if the number of credit points in the relevant previously acquired subject is greater. The total amount of subjects to be taken additionally shall not exceed 20 credit points.

9. The decision on entering into a contract with a person wishing to initiate studies in subsequent study stages shall be taken by the rector (director) or authorised official thereof on the basis of the recommendation of the director of the study programme. The institution of higher education or college shall issue an order regarding matriculation in a specific semester, appending the protocol of the comparison performed and the individual study plan with additional requirements (subjects to be acquired, the time period for taking examinations), taking into account that the total amount of credit points acquired together with the additional subjects to be acquired in the study year does not exceed 40 credit points.

10. The implementation of the individual study plan shall be controlled by the head of the structural unit of the institution of higher education or college, who is responsible for the implementation of the relevant study programme.

11. The institution of higher education or college shall keep all documents related to the matriculation and individual study process of the student in the personal file of the student.
