By-laws of the Security Police
Issued pursuant to

Section 16, Paragraph one of the 

State Administration Structure Law
I. General Provisions

1. The Security Police are a State security institution under the supervision of the Minister for the Interior which implements State policy in the field of State security and is a body for performing investigatory operations.

 

2. The Security Police shall perform the functions and tasks specified by the National Security Law, the State Security Institutions Law, the Investigatory Operations Law, and the Law on Official Secrets and the Law On Police.

II. Structure and Officials of the Security Police

3. The Security Police shall be managed by the Chief of the Security Police. The Chief of the Security Police shall be a member of the Board of State Security Institutions.

 

4. The Chief of the Security Police upon the recommendation of the Minister for the Interior shall be appointed to and removed from office by the Cabinet.

 

5. The Chief of the Security Police shall perform the functions of the manager of a direct administration institution prescribed by the State Administration Structure Law.

 

6. The Chief of the Security Police shall establish the internal managerial structure of the Security Police.

 

7. The structure and work organisation of the Security Police shall be determined by the regulations of the Security Police.

III. Ensuring the Lawfulness of Activities and Provision of Reports by the Security Police

8. The lawfulness of activities by the Security Police shall be ensured by the Chief of the Security Police. The Chief of the Security Police is responsible for the establishment and operation of the inspection system for the decisions of the administration.

 

9. The Chief of the Security Police has the right to revoke the decisions, commands, orders and instructions of officials of the Security Police.

 

10. Administrative acts issued by the Chief of the Security Police and the actual actions thereof, except for decisions regarding the access of persons to official secrets, may be disputed by a person with the Ministry of the Interior. The decision of the Ministry may be appealed to a court.

 

11. The Security Police at least once a year shall submit a report to the Ministry of the Interior regarding the fulfilment of Security Police functions and the expenditure of budgetary resources.

IV. Closing Provision

12. Cabinet Regulation No. 105 of 6 March 2001, By-law of the Security Police (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2001, No. 39) is repealed.
