Procedures by which a Service Pension shall be Disbursed to State and Local Government Professional Orchestra, Choir, Concert Organisation, Theatre and Circus Artists 
Issued pursuant to Section 9, Paragraphs one and five; 

Section 12, Paragraph one, Clause 2 and Section 13, Paragraph three of

the Law On Service Pensions for State and Local Government Professional Orchestra,

Choir, Concert Organisation, Theatre and

Circus Artists

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which the service pension for State and local government professional orchestra, choir, concert organisation, theatre and circus artists (hereinafter – person) shall be requested and disbursed and how deductions shall be made from the person’s service pension.

2. The Ministry of Culture (hereinafter – Ministry) shall take a decision regarding the granting of a service pension on the basis of a person’s application (Annex 1).  The following shall be appended to the application:

2.1. documents which certify the person’s artistic or creative work in a State or local government professional orchestra, choir, concert organisation, theatre or circus;

2.2. the person’s confirmation that he or she is not employed in a State or local government professional orchestra, choir, concert organisation, theatre or circus in the respective profession giving the right to a service pension;

2.3. statements of employers regarding the work remuneration earned during the last 36 months worked in the respective profession;

2.4. for a person who has received a service pension up to 1 January 2005 – a Statement from the State Social Insurance Agency (hereinafter – Agency) that this person is not receiving service pension payments from the State pension special budget. The date when the service pension disbursement was terminated shall be indicated in the statement; 

2.5. for a person receiving an old-age pension – a statement issued by the Agency regarding the amount of the old-age pension and the date of the granting thereof;

2.6. a person’s submission (Annex 2), in which is certified that in taking a decision the Ministry may request from the Agency a statement regarding the contributions of the insured person.

3. Artistic or creative work in a State or local professional orchestra, choir, concert organisation, theatre or circus shall be certified by:

3.1. a work-record book (an employment contract book);

3.2. an employment contract and documents regarding the performance thereof which contain an indication regarding the completion of the relevant period of work;

3.3. an employer’s statement; and

3.4. the judgement of a court.

4. In order to certify the period of work, the following documents shall be presented:

4.1. originals of the documents; and

4.2. duplicates or copies of the documents, which are drawn up in compliance with the requirements regarding the formulation and drawing up of documents set out in the relevant regulatory enactments and the accuracy of which has been certified by the author of the document or a notary public.

5. The Ministry shall ensure the transfer of a service pension to an account at a credit institution or the Postal Account System (PNS) of the Republic of Latvia indicated by the person. The service pension shall be paid out for the current month.

6. After the granting of an old-age pension the recipient of a service pension shall be paid:

6.1. the old-age pension – by the Agency; and

6.2. the difference between the amount of the service pension and the amount of the granted old-age pension (partial service pension) – by the Ministry.

7. Disbursement of a service pension shall be suspended from the day when the age specified in the Law “On State Pensions” has been reached, until the day of the granting of a old-age pension. The difference between the amount of the service pension and the amount of the old-age pension (partial service pension) shall be paid from the day of granting of the old-age pension after a statement regarding the amount of the old-age pension has been submitted to the Ministry.

8. The Agency shall inform the Ministry within 14 days of any changes in the amount of the old-age pension. 

9. If a person is entitled to several service pensions and the person elects to receive a service pension from the Ministry budget, the Ministry shall begin the disbursement of the service pension on the day after the Agency’s discontinuance of the service pension payments on the basis of the application referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations and the statement referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.4 of these Regulations.

10. A person who receives a service pension from the Ministry budget and resumes work in the professions or bodies referred to in the Law On Service Pensions for State and Local Government Professional Orchestra, Choir, Concert Organisation, Theatre and Circus Artists shall submit an application regarding the suspension of the service pension within 10 days from the first day of resumption of work. In order to resume the receipt of the service pension, the person shall submit the documents referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations.

11. In order to recover an amount of the pension which has been overpaid to the recipient because he or she has not observed the conditions referred to in Section 10 of the Law On Service Pensions for State and Local Government Professional Orchestra, Choir, Concert Organisation, Theatre and Circus Artists, the respective amount shall be withheld from the service pension on the basis of an application of the recipient of the pension regarding the voluntary repayment of the overpaid amount. 

12. If the recipient of a service pension does not voluntarily agree to repay the overpaid amount of the pension, the respective amount shall be withheld on the basis of a decision by the grantor of the pension.  An amount, which does not exceed 10 % of the payable pension, shall be withheld every month until the moment when the overpaid amount has been repaid.

13. The recipient of a service pension who departs to a foreign state for permanent residence shall submit to the Ministry a written application for the continuation of disbursement of the service pension and indicate the credit institution of the Republic of Latvia and the account number to which the service pension shall be transferred.

14. The recipient of a service pension for whom the disbursement of the service pension is being continued after departure to a foreign State shall each year by 15 December renew the request for the continuation of the disbursement of the service pension. The application shall be submitted:

14.1. in person, arriving at the Ministry during the time period from 1 October to 15 December; or

14.2. through the intermediation of an authorised person or by sending it by post. If the application is submitted through the intermediation of an authorised person, an authorisation dated not sooner than 1 October shall be attached to the application with a notarial certification that the person is authorised to submit the documents. 

15. If a person has not renewed the application for the disbursement of the service pension, the Ministry shall cease the disbursement of the service pension beginning with 1 January of the following year.

16. The Ministry shall renew service pension disbursements in accordance with Section 13, Paragraph three of the Law On Service Pensions for State and Local Government Professional Orchestra, Choir, Concert Organisation, Theatre and Circus Artists after the documents referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations have been submitted to the Ministry.

17. Expenses related to disbursement of the service pension and any part of the service pension shall be covered by the Ministry from the funds of the State general budget, which have been granted for this purpose in accordance with the Law On the State Budget for the current year.

18. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2005.
