Procedures by which Market Intervention Arrangements Shall be Administered and Supervised in the Cropping and Stock Farming Production Market, Implementing the European Commission Programme for the Most Deprived Persons

 

Issued pursuant to
Section 6, Paragraph two

of the Law on Agriculture and

Rural Development
 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which market intervention arrangements shall be organised and supervised in the cropping and stock farming production market in order to implement the European Commission programme for the most deprived persons (hereinafter – programme), as well as the types of foodstuffs intended for distribution in accordance with Council Regulation No. 3730/1987 of 10 December 1987 laying down the general rules for the supply of food from intervention stocks to designated organisations for distribution to the most deprived persons in the Community (hereinafter – Council Regulation No. 3730/1987), and Commission Regulation (EC) No. 3149/92 of 29 October 1992 laying down detailed rules for the supply of food from intervention stocks for the benefit of the most deprived persons in the Community (hereinafter – Commission Regulation No. 3149/1992).

 

2. The Secretariat of the Special Assignments Minister for Social Integration in co-operation with the Ministry of Welfare and the Ministry of Regional Development and Local Government shall determine a charity organisation (hereinafter – organisation) referred to in Article 1 of the Council Regulation 3730/1987 by announcing a call for applications for participation in the next year’s programme and by evaluating the conformity of organisations with the following criteria:

2.1. it shall be an organisation that has been registered in the Register of Associations and Foundations of the Register of Enterprises, or a religious organisation that has been registered according to the procedures specified in the regulatory enactments regarding religious organisations;

2.2. the type of activity of the organisation shall be charity, as well as raising the social welfare of low-income and socially disadvantaged person groups;

2.3. the organisation shall have previous experience in the provision of humanitarian aid;

2.4. the organisation or the co-operation partner thereof shall have the necessary human and administrative resources for the ensuring of food distribution; and

2.5. the place for the foodstuff distribution of the organisation that is involved in the movement of foodstuffs shall have been registered in the register of enterprises subject to the supervision of the Food and Veterinary Service. If the place of distribution has not been permanently involved in the handling of foodstuffs, hygiene requirements shall be ensured at the place of distribution in conformity with Chapter III, Paragraph one and Chapter VIII of Annex II to European Parliament and Council Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004 of 29 April 2004 on the hygiene of foodstuffs. The Food and Veterinary Service shall evaluate the referred to requirements.

2.1 The Secretariat of the Special Assignments Minister for Social Integration in co-operation with the Ministry of Welfare and the Ministry of Regional Development and Local Government shall:

2.11. inform the organisations regarding the procedures for the application in the European Commission programme for the most deprived persons, as well as regarding the provisions and terms of the application, by publishing the information in the newspaper “Latvijas Vēstnesis” [the Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] and on the Internet home pages thereof;

2.12. announce the call for applications of organisations for participation in the next year’s programme until 1 July and shall determine the deadline for the acceptance of applications; and

2.13. take a decision, with which the organisations for participation in the European Commission programme to the most deprived persons shall be determined, after the deadline for the submission of applications, but not later than until 1 October.

2.2. The Secretariat of Special Assignments Minister for Social Integration shall notify the organisations regarding the decision referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.13 of these Regulations within a time period of 10 working days after 1 October of the current year.

3. The organisations shall forecast the amount of the products to be requested, taking into account the number of persons that have received aid in the previous year within the framework of the programme. If the criteria, which give a person the right to receive foodstuffs in accordance with the programme, change, the organisation, upon commencing the activity in the territory of the local government, shall request from the local government information regarding the possible number of persons that conform to the requirements referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations.

4. In implementing the programme, the organisation shall notify the Rural Support Service regarding the addresses of the places of foodstuff distribution, the necessary amount of products and periodicity of the supply, within a time period of 15 working days after the term specified in Paragraph 2.2 of these Regulations.

4.1. The organisation shall inform the inhabitants of such local governments regarding the place and time of foodstuff distribution, in the territory of which the programme thereof is implemented.

5. The Rural Support Service shall enter into a contract with the organisation regarding the covering of expenses in accordance with Article 6 of Commission Regulation 3149/1992.

 

6. Families or persons living separately, the income of which in the previous six months per one member of the family, not including social assistance allowances of the local governments, has been less than 50% of the minimum salary determined in the State at the beginning of the relevant year, have the right to receive foodstuffs in accordance with the programme. In order to receive foodstuffs within the framework of the programme, one of the members of the family or a person living separately shall present a statement, issued by the local government’s social service, regarding the conformity of the level of income with the criteria specified in this Paragraph. The statement shall be valid until the end of the programme of the relevant year.

7. Persons without a definite place of residence shall be included in the programme without the evaluation of the income.

 

8. The Rural Support Service shall administer and control the programme measures, as well as shall organise an open competition:

8.1. in order to determine a merchant that shall process, pack and supply to the organisation products from the intervention warehouses; and

8.2. in order to determine a merchant that shall transport the intervention products from the intervention warehouse existent in the territory of another European Union Member State to the address indicated by the merchant referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.1 of these Regulations.

 

9. The merchant that shall process and pack the foodstuffs (hereinafter – merchant) shall have a confirmation number of the Food and Veterinary Service. In addition, if the undertaking has only a registration number of the Food and Veterinary Service, the opinion of the Food and Veterinary Service that there are no essential violations of the hygiene provisions in the undertaking shall be necessary.

 

10. The Food and Veterinary Service shall check the undertakings of foodstuff production, as well as the harmlessness of foodstuffs, in accordance with the requirements specified in the regulatory enactments regarding the handling of foodstuffs.

 

11. The Food and Veterinary Service shall carry out the quality control of foodstuffs and the laboratory examination of the samples once a quarter. The expenses that are related to the referred to control and examination shall be covered by the merchant in accordance with the price-list of the Food and Veterinary Service.

13. If the merchant violates the conditions of the contract, the Rural Support Service shall apply the following restrictions:

13.1. if the amount of the specified intervention product has not been withdrawn from the intervention stocks, a security shall be withheld proportionally to the amount of the non-withdrawn products;

13.2. if the intervention product has not been withdrawn from the intervention stocks within the prescribed time period, the merchant shall cover the further actual expenses of storage;

13.3. if the quality, packaging or specific marking of the produced foodstuff, which is specified by Council Regulation No. 3149/92, does not conform with the requirements of the contract that has been entered into with the merchant of these Regulations, but the relevant product may be used for human consumption, the support to the merchant shall be reduced by 10%; and

13.4. if the merchant does not observe the date of supply of the foodstuff to the organisation, a security shall be withheld proportionally to the amount of the unsupplied products.

 

14. The Ministry of Agriculture and the Rural Support Service shall provide information to the European Commission in accordance with Council Regulation No. 3730/1987 and Commission Regulation No. 3149/1992.

 

15. It is intended to utilise wheat grain that is processed in white bread when implementing the 2006 programme for the deprived persons. 0.4 kg is intended for one person in one time of distribution. The number of deprived persons in 2006 – 17 000-18 000.

 

16. White bread that is intended to be produced in accordance with the 2006 programme shall conform with the quality criteria specified in the Annex to these Regulations.

16.1 It is intended to utilise barley and wheat grain that is processed in groats when implementing the 2007 and 2008 programme. One kilogram of groats is intended for one person once per two months.

16.2 Barley or wheat groats that are intended to be produced in accordance with the 2007 and 2008 programme shall conform with the quality criteria specified in the Annex to these Regulations.

Quality Criteria for White Bread and Groat Production

I. Criteria for White Bread Production and Quality

1. The criteria for the raw materials utilised in the production of white bread shall be as follows:

1.1. at least the following components shall be utilised in the production of white bread: wheat flour, yeast, salt. The addition of additional components shall be determined by the producer;

1.2. the flour utilised in the production of white bread shall conform with the maximum permissible mycotoxin norms specified in Section 2, Sub-paragraph 2.1 of Annex 1 to Commission Regulation (EC) No. 466/2001 of 8 March 2001 setting maximum levels for certain contaminants in foodstuffs; and

1.3. other components utilised in the process of production shall conform to the requirements of harmlessness and quality of foodstuffs specified in regulatory enactments.

 

2. The criterion for the process of white bread production – white bread shall be produced in accordance with the declared requests of the producer, and the recipe and technological instructions approved by the producer.

 

3. The quality criteria for white bread shall be as follows:

3.1. the colour of the white bread crust shall be even, from light yellow to light brown;

3.2. the surface of white bread shall be without big splits and cracks, clean; the separation of the soft part of bread from the crust shall not be permissible;

3.3. the soft part of white bread shall be well-baked, flexible, dry by the feel, without any particles of flour, the moisture of the soft part of bread shall not exceed 42%, the porosity shall not be less than 55%, sourness 3–5;

3.4. the white bread shall have the taste and smell characteristic of wheat bread;

3.5. the white bread shall not contain the carrier of the potato disease Bacillus mesentericus; and

3.6. the expiry date of white bread shall not be less than three days.

 

II. Criteria for Groat Production and Quality

 

4. The criteria for the raw materials utilised in the production of groats are as follows:

4.1. barley or wheat shall be utilised in the production of groats; and

4.2. cereal used in the production of groats shall conform with the maximum permissible mycotoxin norms specified in Section 2, Sub-paragraph 2.1 of Annex 1 to Commission Regulation (EC) No. 466/2001 of 8 March 2001 setting maximum levels for certain contaminants in foodstuffs.

 

5. The criterion for the process of groat production – groats shall be produced in accordance with the requests and technological instructions declared by the producer.

 

6. The quality criteria for barley groats shall be as follows:
