Procedures for Registration of Pet Animals
Issued pursuant to

Section 25, Clause 6 of the

Veterinary Medicine Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for registration of pet animals – dogs, cats and ferrets.

 

2. The Food and Veterinary Service (hereinafter – Service) shall supervise and control practising veterinarians who are authorised to perform the registration of pet animals (hereinafter – authorised veterinarian) and enter into contracts with them regarding registration and marking activities and the payment procedures thereof.

 

3. The Service shall prepare and submit a list of veterinarians authorised by the Service to the State agency “Agricultural Data Centre” (hereinafter – Data Centre). If necessary, the Service shall update the list and send the updated list to the Data Centre.

 

4. Territorial divisions of the Service shall once a month submit to the Data Centre a list of such registered pet animals, which have been vaccinated against rabies in the relevant period of time.

 

5. The database of the registered pet animals (hereinafter – database) shall be a State information system in which information is included regarding pet animals, which are marked with a micro-chip, and owners thereof. A micro-chip shall contain a unique identity number that remains unchanged during the lifetime and conform with Regulation (EC) No. 998/2003 of the European Parliament and the Council of 26 May 2003 on the animal health requirements applicable to the non-commercial movement of pet animals and amending Council Directive 92/65/EEC (hereinafter – micro-chip).

 
6. The Data Centre shall be the manager of the database referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations . The following information shall be included in the database:

6.1. regarding a pet animal:

6.1.1. the species of the animal;

6.1.2. the date of birth or age;

6.1.3. the given name;

6.1.4. gender;

6.1.5. a description of the animal (breed, colour, special features);

6.1.6. the date when a dog was last vaccinated against rabies;

6.1.7. the address of the place of keeping of the animal;

6.1.8. the identity number of the animal, indicated in the micro-chip implanted in the animal;

6.1.9. the location of the micro-chip;

6.1.10. the insertion date of the micro-chip;

6.1.11. tattoo;

6.1.12. the European Union Pet Passport number (hereinafter – passport);

6.2. regarding the animal owner:

6.2.1. the given name, surname, personal identity number of a natural person or the type of a legal person, the name and registration number thereof;

6.2.2. telephone number; 

6.2.3. e-mail address;

6.3. date of sterilisation of an animal;

6.4. the date of finding or losing of an animal;

6.5. an annotation regarding the death or euthanasia of an animal; and 

6.6. the certificate number of the veterinarian.

 

7. The Data Centre shall:

7.1. establish and maintain a database. The database shall contain publicly accessible information regarding the animal identity number;

7.2. register the information indicated in the documents referred to in Sub-paragraphs 11.4.1, 13.1, 13.2, 13.3 and 14.2 of these Regulations in the database within a time period of five working days after the receipt thereof;

7.3. provide local governments, the Service, animal shelters, municipal and State police and authorised veterinarians with an authorised access to the database, observing regulatory enactments regarding data protection;

7.4. register in the database and place on the Internet website of the Data Centre the following information received from persons regarding found or lost registered pet animals:

7.4.1. the animal identity number;

7.4.2. an indication regarding where additional information may be received;

7.5. ensure record keeping regarding vaccination of the registered pet animals against rabies;

7.6. procure micro-chips in accordance with regulatory enactments regarding public procurements and make them available to authorised veterinarians;

7.7. provide authorised veterinarians with a registration form for pet animals (consisting of three copies) (Annex 1);

7.8. provide a report form regarding an incident involving a pet animal (hereinafter – report form) (consisting of three copies) (Annex 2) to authorised veterinarians, consultants of the limited liability company “Latvian Rural Advisory and Training Centre” and milk supervisors who have received a certificate for the performance of supervision in accordance with regulatory enactments regarding the procedures for certification of natural persons performing animal supervision. The referred to persons shall provide the owners of pet animals with report forms; 

7.9. place the forms referred to in Sub-paragraphs 7.7 and 7.8 of these Regulations on the Internet website of the Data Centre;

7.10. within a time period of five working days after issuance of a passport for a dog, cat or ferret, send to the animal owner the information to be affixed to the first page of the passport (Annex 3), in which the given name, surname and address of the animal owner (the postal code, city and state shall also be indicated), as well as the number of the micro-chip and the passport number of the animal is indicated;

7.11 following the receipt of the information referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.2 of these Regulations, send a notification to the former owner of a pet animal regarding changes performed in the database and to the new owner – the information referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.10 of these Regulations to be affixed to;

7.12. make a relevant entry in the database regarding death of a pet animal if the Data Centre has not received such information within a time period of 20 years following the registration of the pet animal. The Data Centre shall keep information regarding the registered pet animal and the owner thereof for at least three years; and 

7.13. store the information registered in the database regarding the change of the owner of a pet animal, a change in the place of keeping thereof and sterilisation throughout the whole lifetime of the animal.

 

8. A dog owner has the duty to register a dog by the age of six months and allow it to be marked with a micro-chip by an authorised veterinarian, presenting a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. The dog owner shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. If a dog is registered and marked by the age of six months, registration and marking thereof shall be free of charge. Expenses for the registration and marking of a dog that is older than six months shall be borne by the dog owner. 
 
9. If a dog owner is a State administrative institution, an authorised person thereof has a duty to register the dog on behalf of the State administrative institution and allow it to be marked with a micro-chip by an authorised veterinarian, presenting an authorisation, a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. The person authorised by a State administrative institution shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. If a dog is registered and marked by the age of six months, registration and marking shall be free of charge. Expenses for the registration and marking of a dog that is older than six months shall be borne by the dog owner. 
 
10. Owners of other pet animals may register an animal for a fee and allow it to be marked with a micro-chip by an authorised veterinarian, presenting a personal identification document and a passport or vaccination certificate of the pet animal. The animal owner shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals.

 

11. If a pet animal has two or more owners (co-owners), only one owner shall be indicated in the registration form of a pet animal and in the database in accordance with the mutual agreement of the co-owners.

 

12. An authorised veterinarian shall:

12.1. mark a pet animal with a micro-chip, inserting the micro-chip into the left side of the neck region of a dog, cat or ferret;

12.2. affix a sticker with the micro-chip number to the passport of a dog, cat or ferret and to the registration form thereof;

12.3. complete Section B of the registration form for a pet animal;

12.4. perform the following actions involving registration forms for pet animals:

12.4.1. send the first copy to the Data Centre within a time period of 21 days;

12.4.2. issue the second copy to the owner of the pet animal; and

keep the third copy for 30 days after sending of the first copy to the Data Centre.

 

13. After receipt of the information referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.10 of these Regulations to be affixed, the owner of the registered dog, cat or ferret shall affix it to the first page of the passport of the dog, cat or ferret.

 

14. The owner of a pet animal shall complete a report form and send it to the Data Centre within a time period of seven working days in order to notify the following information regarding the registered pet animal:

14.1. a change in the place of keeping;

14.2. sterilisation; or

14.3. euthanasia. 

 

15. If the owner of a registered pet animal changes, the previous owner shall:

15.1. hand over the passport of a dog, cat or ferret to the new owner; and

15.2. complete a report form and, within seven working days, submit it to the Data Centre.

 

16. An owner of a pet animal shall submit a report form with the information referred to in Sub-paragraphs 14.1, 14.2, 14.3 and 15.2 of these Regulations to the Data Centre in printed or electronic form.

 

17. Paragraph 4 and Sub-paragraph 7.5 of these Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2011.

18. A dog owner whose dog was born before the coming into force of these Regulations and is marked with a micro-chip that complies with the requirements referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations has a duty to register the dog by 1 January 2011 with an authorised veterinarian, presenting a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. The dog owner shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. By 1 January 2011 the registration of a dog shall be free of charge. After the referred to deadline the expenses for registration of a dog shall be borne by the animal owner.

19. If a dog in the ownership of a State administrative institution, was born before the coming into force of these Regulations and is marked with a micro-chip that complies with the requirements specified in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations, an authorised person of the State administrative institution has a duty to register the dog on behalf of the State administrative institution by 1 January 2011 with an authorised veterinarian, presenting the authorisation thereof, a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. An authorised person of the State administrative institution shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. Until 1 January 2011 the registration of a dog shall be free of charge. After the referred to deadline the expenses for registration of a dog shall be borne by the animal owner.

20. A dog owner whose dog was born before the coming into force of these Regulations, but is not marked with a micro-chip has a duty to register the dog by 1 January 2011 and allow it to be marked with a micro-chip by an authorised veterinarian, presenting a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. The dog owner shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. Until 1 January 2011 the registration and marking of a dog shall be free of charge. After the referred to deadline the expenses for registration and marking of a dog shall be borne by the animal owner.

21. If a dog in the ownership of a State administrative institution was born before the coming into force of these Regulations but is not marked with a micro-chip, an authorised person of the State administrative institution has a duty to register the dog on behalf of the State administrative institution by 1 January 2011 and allow it to be marked with a micro-chip by an authorised veterinarian, presenting the authorisation thereof, a personal identification document and a dog passport or vaccination certificate. An authorised person of the State administrative institution shall complete Section A of the registration form for pet animals. Until 1 January 2011 the registration and marking of a dog shall be free of charge. After the referred to deadline the expenses for registration and marking of a dog shall be borne by the animal owner.
