Regulations Regarding Granting, Registration and Cancellation of Building Practice and Architect’s Practice Certificates
Issued pursuant to

Section 8, Paragraph two of the

Construction Law

 

I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which building practice and architect’s practice certificates are granted, registered and cancelled to natural persons.

 

2. A person may apply for a building practice or architect’s practice certificate in one or several of the certification fields referred to in the Annex to these Regulations if he or she has acquired an education in the special field of architecture or a respective special field of engineering and conforms to the requirements referred to in the Annex to these Regulations in relation to the length of practice.

 

II. Granting and Cancellation of Building Practice and 
Architect’s Practice Certificates
 

3. Building practice or architect’s practice certificates shall be granted, the period of validity of certificates shall be extended or certificates shall be cancelled by competent certification authorities, a list of which has been published by the Ministry of Economics in the newspaper “Latvijas Vēstnesis” [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia]. The competence of certification authorities shall be assessed in accordance with the procedures specified in the Law On Conformity Assessment and pursuant to the standard LVS EN ISO/IEC 17024:2003, Conformity Assessment – General Requirements for Bodies Operating Certification for Persons.

4. A certification authority shall:

4.1. be responsible for the performance of certification functions;

4.2. upon the request of the Ministry of Economics, provide information regarding issues related to certification;

4.3. submit public annual reports and regular reports on certification activities to the Ministry of Economics; and

4.4. perform supervision of professional activities of certified specialists.

 

5. A building practice or architect’s practice certificate shall be granted for a period of five years.

 

6. In order to receive a building practice or architect’s practice certificate, a person shall submit the following to a certification authority:

6.1. an application regarding granting of the certificate;

6.2. documents verifying education; and

6.3. an approved list of construction activities, in implementation of which the respective person has participated. The employer, the commissioning party, the object and location thereof, the time of implementation of the works and the participation level of the person shall be indicated in the list. The list shall be confirmed by the employer and a certified specialist responsible for implementation of the respective works.

 

7. In order to extend the validity period of a building practice or architect’s practice certificate, the certified person shall submit the following to the respective certification authority:

7.1. an application regarding extension of the validity period of the certificate;

7.2. documents verifying education if the certified person has acquired additional education during practice;

7.3. a list approved by an employer of such works, in implementation of which the certified person has participated. The employer, the commissioning party, the object and location thereof, the time of implementation of works and the participation level of the person shall be indicated in the list; and

7.4. a list of received complaints (if any complaints have been received).

 

8. A certification authority shall examine the documents referred to in Paragraph 6 or 7 of these Regulations and take a respective decision within 30 days after receipt thereof.

 

9. A certification authority shall ensure taking minutes of the respective meetings, record-keeping of certification and storage of documentation.

 

10. A person who has been granted a building practice or architect’s practice certificate prior to receipt thereof shall pay a State fee for registration of the certificate – five lats – and a fee for certification services. The certification authority shall determine the fee for certification services after co-ordination with the Ministry of Finance.

11. The following information shall be indicated in the building practice or architect’s practice certificate:

11.1. the full name of the certification authority;

11.2. the given name, surname and personal identity number of the certified person;

11.3. the certified fields;

11.4. the date of granting the certificate;

11.5. the date of re-registration of the certificate;

11.6. the validity period of the certificate; and

11.7. the register number of the certificate, which consists of the two-digit code of the certification authority specified by the Ministry of Economics, and the number of the certificate specified by the respective certification authority.

 

12. The certificate shall be approved by a signature of the responsible person of the certification authority and the seal of the certification authority.

 

13. A certification authority may take a decision regarding cancellation of a building practice or architect’s practice certificate if the certified person has violated legislation related to construction or other regulatory enactments.

 

14. A written substantiated decision regarding refusal to grant a building practice or architect’s practice certificate or to extend the validity period of a certificate, as well as regarding cancellation of a certificate shall be issued or sent to the respective person not later than within five working days after the date of taking the respective decision.

 

III. Register of Building Practice or 
Architect’s Practice Certificates
 

15. A certification authority shall register a building practice or architect’s practice certificate in the Building Practice and Architect’s Practice Certificate Register established by the Ministry of Economics within a time period of ten days after the granting date or extension date of the building practice or architect’s practice certificate.

 

16. After entering of the information referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations in the Building Practice and Architect’s Practice Certificate Register, the Ministry of Economics shall ensure public accessibility thereof.

 

IV. Dispute Procedures

 

17. A person whose legal interests are restricted by a decision of a certification authority regarding the granting of a building practice or architect’s practice certificate, extension of the validity period of the certificate or cancellation of the certificate may contest the respective decision by submitting a complaint to the certification authority within one month from the date when the referred to person received the respective decision. The State Secretary of the Ministry of Economics shall take a decision regarding the contested decision of the certification authority.

V. Closing Provision

 

18. Cabinet Regulation No. 328 of 31 August 1998, Regulations Regarding Building Practice Certificates (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 1998, No. 252) is repealed.

� A2 – second level vocational higher education; A1 – first level vocational higher education or second level vocational higher education in another special field of engineering; V – vocational secondary education.


� Geotechnical engineering investigation – geotechnical engineering investigation and geotechnical supervision.


� Buildings – structures classified as buildings according to Classification of Structures CC, as well as towers and chimneys.


� Water supply and sewerage systems – water supply, sewerage and treatment systems and facilities, also fire-fighting systems.


� Heating supply and ventilation systems – sources of heating supply, heating mains, heating of buildings, ventilation, antismoke and air conditioning systems.


� Gas supply systems of users – systems for transportation and storage of gas under pressure up to 16 bars.


� Oil and gas main supply systems – systems for transportation and storage of oil and systems for transportation and storage of gas under pressure higher than 16 bars.


� Land amelioration systems – a complex of structures and installations for water regulation of the land to be ameliorated, as well as peat quarries.


� Maritime hydrotechnical structures – hydrotechnical structures (jetties, breakwaters, wharfs, shore reinforcements, channels, navigation devices, dams, dikes, sluices, pumping stations) in ports, shipyards and repair yards, in seas, in navigable water bodies and water courses, as well as hydrotechnical structures of power plants in navigable water bodies and water courses.


� River hydrotechnical structures – hydrotechnical structures, as well as hydrotechnical structures of hydroelectric power stations in non-navigable water bodies and water courses, fish farm structures (ponds, reservoirs).


� Railway tracks – railway superstructure in the territory of movement and stations of the rolling stock.


� Construction works management and construction supervision of buildings – management and construction supervision of the works provided for in the technical design of the respective building.
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
