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Regulations Regarding the Amount of the State Fee for the Issuance of Return Identification Documents or Temporary Travel Documents and the Procedures for Payment of the State Fee
Issued pursuant to

Section 21, Paragraph two and three of the

Personal Identification Documents Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which a State fee shall be paid for the issuance of a return identification document and temporary travel document (hereinafter – State fee), as well as the amount of the State fee.

 

2. The State fee shall be paid in the following amount:

2.1. for the issuance of a return identification document and a temporary travel document – LVL 10; and

2.2. for the issuance of a return identification document and a temporary travel document for a child up to the age of 15 years – LVL 5.

 

3. If the State fee is collected by the diplomatic and consular representations of the Republic of Latvia in the respective foreign currency, the equivalent rate of the State fee shall be determined in the respective foreign currency in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the amount of the State fee and payment for consular services in lats and in foreign currency.

 

4. The State fee shall be paid prior to the issuance of return identification documents and temporary travel documents.

 

5. If a person does not have the funds necessary for the receipt of a return identification document, he or she shall pay the State fee prior to the receipt of a new personal identification document. 
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
