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Procedures by Which Persons Receive 
Vocational Rehabilitation Services
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 26, Paragraph two of the

Social Services and Social Assistance Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which persons receive vocational rehabilitation services (hereinafter – service).

 

2. The service shall contain the following activities: 

2.1.the determination of professional suitability;

2.2. the acquiring of a vocational qualification; and

2.3. the provision of support for the placing into employment following the acquisition of a vocational qualification.

 

3. A person has the right to receive a service repeatedly not earlier than: 

3.1. one year after receipt of the previous service, if according to the result of determining the vocational suitability the acquisition of a vocational qualification cannot be recommended due to the health condition of a person;

3.2. two years after receipt of the previous service, if a person has acquired a programme of vocational further education or vocational in-service training during the period of receiving the service;

3.3. three years after receipt of the previous service, if a person has acquired a programme of vocational basic education or vocational secondary education during the period of receiving the service; or

3.4. five years after receipt of the previous service in other cases not specified in Sub-paragraphs 3.1, 3.2 and 3.3 of these Regulations.

 

4. In order to receive a service, a person shall:

4.1. submit the following documents to the provider of a vocational rehabilitation service (hereinafter – service provider):

4.1.1. a submission regarding the granting of the service;

4.1.2. a statement of a family doctor regarding the health condition of the person;

4.2. present the following documents to the service provider:

4.2.1. a statement of disability issued by the State Medical Commission for the Assessment of Health Condition and Working Ability with a note regarding necessity of the service;

4.2.2. a passport;

4.2.3. documents certifying the previous education and qualifications; and 

4.2.4. a disability certificate.

 

5. A service provider shall:

5.1. evaluate the compliance of the documents referred to in Paragraph 4 of these Regulations and, if they:

5.1.1. comply with the requirements of these Regulations, determine the professional suitability of the person, evaluating the health condition, interests, knowledge and abilities of the person;

5.1.2. do not comply with the requirements of these Regulations, determine a period for the remedy of deficiencies, informing the person in writing thereof. If a person does not submit the documents according to the deadline indicated or has not averted non-compliance, a decision regarding the refusal to grant the service shall be taken and the person shall be informed in writing thereof;

5.2. following the determination of professional suitability referred to in Sub-paragraph 5.1.1. of these Regulations, a decision shall be taken to ensure the acquisition of a vocational qualification or a decision regarding the refusal to ensure the acquisition of a vocational qualification, if the requirements specified in these Regulations are not observed, and the person shall be informed in writing thereof;

5.3. co-operate with employers and ensure support to a person according to the requirements thereof for the placing into employment following the acquisition of a vocational qualification, informing the person regarding the potential places of employment; and

5.4. during the period of acquiring a vocational qualification, shall implement social rehabilitation according to the individual needs of the person.

 

6. If during the period of receiving the service, on evaluating the health condition of a person, the State Medical Commission for the Assessment of Health Condition and Working Ability no longer repeatedly determines disability, a person has the right to receive the relevant service in the specified amount.

 

7. Cabinet Regulation No. 274 “Procedures by Which Persons Receive Vocational Rehabilitation Services” (Latvijas Vēstnesis [the Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] 2003, No. 81; 2004, No. 168; 2007, No. 50) is repealed.
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
