Procedures for Payment of State Pensions Granted in the Republic of Latvia to Persons Departing for Permanent Residence in Foreign States
Issued pursuant to

Section 38 and Paragraph 28 of the Transitional Provisions

of the Law On State Pensions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which State pensions granted in the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter — pensions) shall be paid to persons departing for permanent residence in foreign states.

2. A person departing from Latvia for permanent residence in foreign states after 1 January 2000 shall submit a written request to a branch of the State Social Insurance Agency (hereinafter — Agency) according to the last place of residence regarding continuation of the payment of the pension, as well as present a document regarding signing out of the place of residence and specify an account in a credit institution of the Republic of Latvia where the pension is to be transferred.

3. A person for whom the payment of the pension is continued after departure to a foreign state shall each year by 15 December renew the request for the continuation of the payment of the pension. A person has the right to submit the request:

3.1. by arriving in person to the Agency or a branch thereof in the time period from 1 October to 15 December; or

3.2. by sending it by mail or submitting it through an authorised person. In such case the request shall be accompanied by a notarised certification certified not earlier than 1 October of the relevant year that the pension recipient is alive. In order to receive a survivor’s pension a notarised certification shall also be required that the child to whom the relevant pension has been granted is alive.
4. Payment of a survivor’s pension for a child who has reached the age of 18 years shall be continued if in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations a statement from an educational establishment regarding the acquisition of education is submitted.

5. The documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 3.2 and Paragraph 4 of these Regulations shall be legalised unless international agreements entered into by the Republic of Latvia provide for different procedures.

6. If a person in conformity with Paragraph 3 of these Regulations has failed to renew the request regarding continuation of the payment of the pension, from 1 January of the following year the Agency shall terminate the payment of the pension.

7. Subsequent to the submission of the documents referred to in Paragraphs 3 and 4 of these Regulations to the Agency or a branch thereof, the payment of the pension shall be renewed in accordance with Section 35 of the Law On State Pensions.

8. The payment of the pension shall be continued in conformity with the conditions of Section 30, Paragraphs one, two and three, and Paragraphs 12 and 28 of the Transitional Provisions of the Law On State Pensions.

9. A pension shall be paid in accordance with the procedures specified in Sections 32, 34, 35 and 36 of the Law On State Pensions and transferred to an account in a credit institution of the Republic of Latvia specified by the person.

10. In order to ensure performance of Paragraph 28 of the Transitional Provisions of the Law On State Pensions each month by the fifteenth date the Naturalisation Board shall inform the Agency regarding persons who have lost the citizenship of the Republic of Latvia.
