Procedures for the Administration and Supervision of Market Intervention Measures in the Crop and Livestock Products Market, Implementing the European Commission Programme for the Most Deprived Persons
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 6, Paragraph two of the

Law On Agriculture and Rural

Development

 

1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures for the administration and supervision of the market intervention measures in the crop and livestock products market, implementing the European Commission Programme for the most deprived persons (hereinafter – programme).

 

2. In order to implement the administration of the intervention measures in the crop and livestock products market, the types of food products to be distributed shall be determined in accordance with Council Regulation (EC) No 1234/2007 of 22 October 2007 establishing a common organisation of agricultural markets and on specific provisions for certain agricultural products (Single CMO Regulation) (hereinafter – Council Regulation No 1234/2007) and Commission Regulation (EU) No 807/2010 of 14 September 2010 laying down detailed rules for the supply of food from intervention stocks for the benefit of the most deprived persons in the Union (hereinafter – Commission Regulation No 807/2010).
[7 December 2010]

 

3. In accordance with the programme, families or persons living separately which are recognised as deprived in accordance with regulatory enactments regarding the recognition of families or persons living separately as deprived, have the right to receive foodstuffs. In order to receive foodstuffs in accordance with the programme, a family or a person living separately shall present a statement regarding the granting of the status of a deprived family (person) issued by the local government social service office.

 

4. In order to determine an organisation, which upon implementation of the programme supplies foodstuffs (hereinafter – organisation), in accordance with Article 27 of Council Regulation No 1234/2007, the Ministry of Agriculture in co-operation with the Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Regional Development [shall come into force on 1 January 2011] shall:

4.1. by 1 July of the current year, announce the procedures for the application of organisations to the programme, the conditions and the deadline for the submission of applications, publishing this information in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] and on the website of the Ministry of Agriculture;

4.2. assess the conformity of an organisation for participation in the programme, taking into account the following conditions:

4.2.1. the organisation has been registered in accordance with the requirements of the regulatory enactments regulating the status of associations and foundations or religious organisations, and a description of the measures implemented has been attached to the application, certifying that the type of activity of the organisation within the preceding 12 months has been the provision of humanitarian aid;

4.2.2. confirmation has been submitted that the organisation or the co-operation partner thereof has the necessary human and administrative resources in order to ensure the distribution of food;

4.2.3. the organisation has submitted the information regarding the planned number of the persons who will receive foodstuffs during the relevant year of operation of the programme;

4.2.4. the addresses for the distribution of foodstuffs by the organisation have been indicated, and the places for the distribution of foodstuffs have been registered in the register of enterprises subjected to the supervision of the Food and Veterinary Service. If a place for distribution has not been registered or recognised in accordance with the requirements of the regulatory enactments regarding the procedures for the registration and recognition of activities of food undertakings, the observance of hygiene requirements in the place of distribution shall be observed in accordance with Chapter III, Paragraph one and Chapter VIII of Annex II to Regulation (EC) No 852/2004 of the European Parliament and Council of 29 April 2004 on the hygiene of foodstuffs. The Food and Veterinary Service shall evaluate the observance of the referred to requirements;

4.2.5. a certified copy of the annual report of the organisation has been submitted (a complete set, with a note of the State Revenue Service regarding the receipt of the annual report) regarding the last closed year prior to the submission of the application in accordance with the Annual Report Law. If the organisation does not submit the document, the Ministry of Agriculture shall receive it in accordance with the procedures and time periods specified by the Administrative Procedure Law;
4.2.6. the organisation has submitted the information regarding the number of those persons in the relevant municipality to whom the status of a deprived family (person) has been granted according to the situation on 1 July of the current year in compliance with the data provided by the local government;
4.3. evaluate the conformity of the organisation:

4.3.1. with the conditions indicated in regulatory enactments, which determine the activities of the organisations referred to in Sub-paragraph 4.2.1 of this Regulation;

4.3.2. with the administrative evaluation criteria:

4.3.2.1. the application has been submitted within the specified term (if the application has been submitted in accordance with the Electronic Documents Law, the moment of submission shall be considered to be the moment when it was sent, using electronic mail or a special online system at the disposal of the authority).

4.3.2.2. the application has been prepared in Latvian, using a computer;

4.3.2.3. an identical electronic version of the application has been appended to the application (excluding an application submitted in accordance with the Electronic Documents Law);

4.3.2.4. the original application is bound by string (excluding an application submitted in accordance with the Electronic Documents Law);

4.3.2.5. there are no unexplained corrections or additions to the application;

4.3.2.6. the link of the organisation with the measures implemented in accordance with the requirements referred to in Sub-paragraph 4.2.1 of this Regulation has been described in the application;

4.3.2.7. the application has been signed by the responsible person who has the authority to sign;

4.4. by 1 September of the current year, evaluate the conformity of the organisation with the requirements of this Regulation, take a decision regarding the participation of the organisation in the next year’s programme and sent it to the relevant organisation.

5. When evaluating an organisation, the following conditions shall be observed:

5.1. if the application of the organisation does not comply with the administrative evaluation criteria, the Ministry of Agriculture shall make a written request for additional information in order to update or correct the application. The organisation shall submit the additional information requested within 10 working days after receipt of the request. If the organisation does not submit the additional requested information, the Ministry of Agriculture shall take a decision to reject the application of the organisation;

5.2. if upon assessment of the conformity of the activities of the organisations referred to in Sub-paragraph 4.2.1 of this Regulation with the requirements of regulatory enactments it is established that the information included in the application of the organisation is not clear, the Ministry of Agriculture shall request in writing an explanation from the organisation. The organisation shall submit the additional information requested within 10 working days after receipt of the request. If the organisation does not submit the requested explanation, the Ministry of Agriculture shall take a decision to reject the application of the organisation; and

5.3. if two organisations are applying for the implementation of the programme in the same municipality unit, preference shall be given to the organisation with the highest number of points acquired during selection. If the number of points is equal, the previous experience of organisations in providing humanitarian aid shall be evaluated. The experience of the organisation in the implementation of the programme in the relevant municipality shall be considered as advantage.

6. If the decision referred to in Sub-paragraph 4.4 of this Regulation is received with confirmation for the participation in the next year’s programme, the organisation shall, within 10 working days after receipt of the referred to decision:

6.1. inform the Rural Support Service regarding:

6.1.1. the addresses of the places for distribution of foodstuffs planned for the next year’s programme;

6.1.2. the planned number of the deprived persons to be served who will receive foodstuffs during the year of operation of the programme;
6.1.3. the periodicity of the supply of foodstuffs;

6.2. submit the confirmation of the Food and Veterinary Service to the Rural Support Service that the places for distribution of foodstuffs conform with the requirements referred to in Sub-paragraph 4.2.4 of this Regulation.

7. Organisations in compliance with Sub-paragraphs 4.2.3, 4.2.6 and 6.1.2 of this Regulation shall forecast the number of the deprived persons in accordance with the data of the local government social service.

8. The Rural Support Service shall administer and control the programme measures, as well as determine the merchant, which will:

8.1. assemble and supply the foodstuffs purchased in the European Community market;

8.2. process, package, compile and supply foodstuffs to an organisation from the intervention store existing in the territory of Latvia;

8.3. transport intervention products from the intervention store existing in the territory of another European Union Member State to the place of processing or packaging thereof in accordance with Article 8(1) of Commission Regulation No 807/2010; and

8.4. take over from an intervention store the intervention products existing in the territory of another European Union Member State and place them on the European Community market in accordance with Article 8(3) of Commission Regulation No 807/2010.

9. The Rural Support Service shall publish the following in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis and the periodical Official Journal of the European Communities:
9.1. the deadline for the submission of a tender, which is not less than 30 days from the date of publication of the announcement;

9.2. the rules for the submission of a tender for the transportation of the intervention products referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation, indicating:

9.2.1. the address of the intervention store in the European Union Member State, from which intervention products should be transported;

9.2.2. the time period for the supply of the intervention product; and

9.2.3. the maximum amount of the intervention product to be transported;

9.3. the type of payment;

9.4. the calculated maximum amount of financial resources;

9.5. the procedures for payment for a merchant;

9.6. a reference to the website of the Rural Support Service (www.lad.gov.lv) where the following additional information regarding an organisation has been published:

9.6.1. the addresses of the places for distribution of foodstuffs; and

9.6.2. the amount of foodstuffs required in the particular places of distribution.

 

10. In order to participate in the implementation of the programme, a merchant or an authorised person thereof, upon presentation of the power of attorney, shall submit to the Rural Support Service a tender submission (Annex 1) and the following documents:

10.1. [29 November 2011];

10.2. a statement of a credit institution regarding the readiness to issue a security or a confirmation that the merchant has sufficient financial resources in order to submit a security in compliance with directly applicable regulatory enactments of the European Union regulating the supply of food from intervention stocks for the benefit of the most deprived persons;

10.3. a contract or a letter of intent regarding the supply of foodstuffs where the name of each foodstuff, the amount and other information regarding the potential supply has been indicated, if the foodstuffs included in the tender of the merchant are produced by another merchant;

10.4. a confirmation regarding the technical resources available to the merchant, regarding the transport fleet in the ownership or possession of the merchant, or a copy of a contract with another merchant regarding the provision of transport and logistic services, or a letter of intent regarding the entering into a contract with another merchant regarding the provision of transport and logistic services in order to ensure:

10.4.1. the supply of foodstuffs to the places for the distribution of foodstuffs specified by an organisation; and

10.4.2. the implementation of the measures referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation;

10.5. in order to fulfil the requirements referred to in Sub-paragraphs 10.4.1 and 10.4.2 of this Regulation – a confirmation regarding the freight insurance and the civil legal liability insurance of the carrier of the freight, the minimum liability limit of which is not less than EUR 100 000 per one consignment;

10.6. [29 November 2011].

11. A merchant shall submit a tender application to the Rural Support Service:

11.1. in Latvian. A translation into Latvian certified by the merchant shall be appended to any informative material, which is not in Latvian. Copies of documents shall be prepared and drawn up in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the development and drawing up of documents;

11.2. bound, numbered, with a table of contents, gluing the ends of the thread on the back of the last page, sealing with the seal of the merchant submitter and indicating information on the label regarding the number of pages in the document, the confirmation regarding the accuracy of the content of the document, the name of the author of the document and the signature thereof (excluding tender application, which are submitted in accordance with the Electronic Documents Law); and

11.3. in a sealed envelope, on which the name of the programme “On the Supply of Food to Charitable Organisations for Distribution to the Most Deprived Persons” is indicated (excluding tender applications, which are submitted in accordance with the Electronic Documents Law).

 
12. During the implementation year of the programme, a merchant has the right to submit one tender application to the Rural Support Service within one round of submission of tenders.

 
13. The Rural Support Service shall register the tender applications in the order of submission thereof and grant a registration number to each application.

 

14. The Rural Support Service shall evaluate a tender submitted by a merchant in accordance with the following criteria:

14.1. the merchant has been registered in the Enterprise Register or other competent authority of another European Union Member State;

14.2. the merchant has not been recognised by court adjudication as bankrupt, is not in the process of restoration or in the process of legal protection, and the economic activities thereof have not been terminated or in accordance with the information available in the commercial register, is not in the stage of liquidation;

14.3 the merchant does not have tax debts or debts of mandatory State social insurance payments;

14.4. the merchant has registered in the client register of the Rural Support Service;

14.5. the merchant is able to ensure the amount of foodstuffs necessary for the implementation of the programme;

14.6. the foodstuffs included in the tender are produced in an undertaking recognised or registered by the Food and Veterinary Service;

14.7. the technical means of the merchant ensure the supply of the necessary foodstuffs throughout the entire territory of Latvia, as well as the implementation of the measure referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation;

14.8. the tender in comparison with other applicants, in accordance with the selection criteria referred to in Annex 2 to this Regulation, has acquired the highest number of points; and

14.9. the merchant has lodged a tender security, which is equivalent to five per cent of the total amount of the tender.

 

15. A tender submitted by a merchant shall not be evaluated and shall be rejected, if:

15.1. it exceeds the maximum amount of financial resources referred to in Sub-paragraph 9.4 of this Regulation; and

15.2. the transportation costs exceed 4.5 per cent of the total amount of the tender (excluding the measure referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation).

 

16. The Rural Support Service shall evaluate the tender, using the formula indicated in Annex 3 to this Regulation.

 

17. If two or more tenders have an equal number of points in accordance with Annex 3 to this Regulation, the Rural Support Service shall evaluate the tenders in accordance with the order of submission thereof.

 

18. The Rural Support Service shall perform payment to a merchant on the basis of:

18.1. the allocation of resources referred to in Article 2 of Commission Regulation No 807/2010 in the relevant year of the implementation of the programme, except additional costs related to packaging of foodstuffs which have incurred to a merchant when implementing the measure referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation; and

18.2. the re-calculation of the value of the products referred to in Article 5 of Commission Regulation No 807/2010, taking into account the currency exchange rate specified by the European Central Bank on 1 October each year.

19. The Rural Support Service shall, within 30 days after the end of the deadline for the submission of tenders, take a decision regarding the participation of a merchant in the programme and inform the merchant thereof.

 

20. After taking of the decision, the Rural Support Service shall enter into a contract with the selected merchant. Prior to the entering into a contract, the merchant, which is applying for the supply of foodstuffs to an organisation or the transportation of intervention products from another European Union Member State, shall lodge a security to the Rural Support Service in compliance with directly applicable regulatory enactments of the European Union regulating the supply of food from intervention stocks for the benefit of the most deprived persons.

21. If the Rural Support Service takes a decision regarding refusal of the participation of a merchant in the programme, an exemption shall be applied to the security referred to in Sub-paragraph 14.9 of this Regulation, in full amount.

 

22. The Rural Support Service shall deduct the security referred to in Sub-paragraph 14.9 of this Regulation, if:

22.1. a merchant withdraws his or her tender during the period of submission, while the tender security is in effect; or

22.2. a merchant, which has been selected for the participation in the programme, refuses to enter into a supply contract or has not lodged the contract (liability) security in accordance with Paragraph 20 of this Regulation.

 

23. The Rural Support Service shall enter into a contract with the organisation regarding the covering of expenses in accordance with Article 7 of Commission Regulation No 807/2010.

24. The organisation shall inform the inhabitants of such local governments regarding the place and time of distribution of foodstuffs, in the territory of which the programme thereof is implemented.

 

25. The foodstuffs included in a tender shall conform to the following criteria:

25.1. the foodstuff has been withdrawn from intervention stocks in a non-processed form or after packaging, or after processing, or the foodstuff of the same product group is procured in the European Community market, if the product is not available in intervention stocks;

25.2. the expiry date of the foodstuff after the supply of the foodstuff to the place of distribution is at least:

25.2.1. five months – for cereal-based foodstuffs; or

25.2.2. three months – for milk-based foodstuffs;

25.3. the foodstuff is produced in an undertaking recognised or registered by the Food and Veterinary Service and labelled in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the labelling of foodstuffs;

25.4. the foodstuff conforms with the quality criteria referred to in Annex 4 to this Regulation; and

25.5. the inscription “free of charge” is clearly legible on the packaging unit of the supplied foodstuff and the packaging is completed in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 10(1)(b) of Commission Regulation No 807/2010.

26. Within the framework of the programme not more than six food packages with the following content shall be provided for one person in year 2012:

26.1. whole milk powder – 0.4 kilograms; and
26.2. macaroni – one kilogram.

27. The organisation shall make a note on the statement issued by the local government social service office referred to in Paragraph 3 of this Regulation, putting a seal on it, as well as indicating the date and the given name and surname of the person who has issued the food package.

 

28. The Rural Support Service shall also include value added tax in the payment to a merchant referred to in Article 9 of Commission Regulation No 807/2010.

29. If a merchant violates the conditions of the contract, the Rural Support Service shall apply the following restrictions:

29.1. withhold the security in proportion to the amount of the product not withdrawn, if the amount of the intervention product specified in the contract has not been withdrawn from intervention stocks;

29.2. if the intervention product has not been withdrawn from the intervention stocks within the time period specified in the contract, the merchant shall cover the further actual expenses of storage;

29.3. reduce the support to the merchant by 10 per cent, if the quality of the foodstuff produced, the packaging or specific labelling thereof, which is determined by Commission Regulation No 807/2010, does not conform with the conditions of the contract, but the relevant foodstuff may be used in human consumption; and

29.4. deduct the security in proportion to the amount of unsupplied foodstuffs, if the merchant does not supply foodstuffs to the organisation.

30. In accordance with Article 10 (2) of Commission Regulation No 807/2010, the Rural Support Service shall inform the Ministry of Agriculture regarding violations established in the activities of the organisations in connection with the implementation of the requirements of the Regulation referred to.

31. If the organisation has violated the requirements of Commission Regulation No 807/2010, the Ministry of Agriculture, in co-operation with the Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Regional Development [shall come into force on 1 January 2011], has the right to exclude the organisation from participation in the implementation of the programme and prohibit the organisation from participation in the implementation of the programme for the subsequent three years.

32. The Ministry of Agriculture and the Rural Support Service shall provide information to the European Commission in accordance with Article 192 of Council Regulation No 1234/2007 and Articles 1, 2 and 11 and Article 3 (4) and (5) of Commission Regulation No 807/2010.

33. The Food and Veterinary Service shall periodically perform food quality and food safety controls, take representative samples of batches and send them for laboratory testing to the State scientific institute “Scientific Institute of Food Safety, Animal Health and the Environment” (hereinafter – Institute). Expenditure related to the control and taking of samples of foodstuffs shall be covered by the product supplier in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the activities of State supervision and control performed by the Food and Veterinary Service and the price list of the paid services provided.

 

34. The Institute shall examine the samples sent by the Food and Veterinary Service in a laboratory. Expenditure related to the laboratory examination and the preparation of a testing report shall be covered by the product supplier in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding payment for activities performed by the Institute upon commission of the State administration.

 

35. The Institute, when preparing laboratory examination and testing reports, shall without delay inform the Food and Veterinary Service regarding the first non-conforming testing result regardless of the number of parameters in the sample sent in.

 

36. If the representative sample of the batch does not conform with the requirements of regulatory enactments in the field of food circulation, the Food and Veterinary Service, upon taking the next representative sample of the batch for sending for laboratory examination, shall detain the particular batch of foodstuffs in the stores of the merchant until receipt of the laboratory examination and testing report. 

 

37. If the testing results of the representative sample of the batch confirms that the food causes or may cause direct or indirect threat to human health or life:

37.1. the merchant, which is responsible for the implementation of the programme for the supply of foodstuffs, shall without delay eliminate the threat caused to human health or life by the food in accordance with Article 19 of Regulation (EC) No 178/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 28 January 2002 laying down the general principles and requirements of food law, establishing the European Food Safety Authority and laying down procedures in matters of food safety (hereinafter – Regulation No 178/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council); and

37.2. the Food and Veterinary Service shall inform the public in accordance with Article 50 of Regulation No 178/2002 of the European Parliament and Council).

 

38. Prior to the implementation of the measures referred to in Sub-paragraph 8.3 of this Regulation, the merchant shall ensure that the intervention product granted by an intervention store of another European Union Member State conforms to the quality and safety requirements of intervention products.

 

39. If organisations, which participate in the programme, inform the Ministry of Agriculture regarding the increase in the number of persons referred to in Paragraph 3 of this Regulation and that financial resources are available for implementation of the programme, by 1 April of the current year, the Rural Support Service after co-ordination with the Ministry of Agriculture shall announce the next level of tender submission in accordance with Paragraph 9 of this Regulation.

 

40. The laboratory analyses referred to in Paragraph 33 of this Regulation shall be performed by the Food and Veterinary Service by 31 December 2009.

41. In accordance with the programme, not more than 12 food packages with the following content shall be intended for one person in year 2011:

41.1. one kilogram of barley groats;
41.2. one kilogram of wheat flour;
41.3. one kilogram of four-grain flakes;
41.4. 0.5 kilograms of oat flakes; 
41.5. 0.1 kilogram of skimmed milk powder; and
41.6. one litre of milk 2%.

[7 December 2010]

41.1 Within the framework of the programme in addition to the families or persons living separately referred to in Paragraph 3 of this Regulation the following families or persons living separately shall also have the right to receive foodstuffs in 2011:
41.11. families or persons living separately which have been recognised as low-income families (persons) in accordance with binding regulations of local governments regarding recognition of a family or person living separately as low-income family (person), presenting a statement regarding the granting of the status of a low-income family (person) issued by the relevant local government social service;
41.12. families or persons living separately the income of which does not exceed 150 lats per month per each family member during the last three months after payment of taxes, presenting a statement provided for in the regulatory enactments regarding the organisation and financing of health care and issued by the relevant local government; and
41.13. families or persons living separately which have been recognised as entitled to receive a single benefit in an emergency situation determined in the Law on Social Services and Social Assistance if the referred to fact is confirmed by the relevant local government social service.

42. Cabinet Regulation No. 909 of 29 November 2005, Procedures by which Market Intervention Arrangements Shall be Administered and Supervised in the Cropping and Stock Farming Production Market, Implementing the European Commission Programme for the Most Deprived Persons (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2005, No. 195, 2006, No.71 and 190; 2007, No.205; 2008, No.79 and 174) is repealed.
