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1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the distribution of charges for air navigation services provided by the State stock company “Latvijas gaisa satiksme” [Latvian Air Traffic].
 

2. The revenue calculated and collected for the air navigation services of transit flights provided by the Latvian Air Traffic within the Riga Flight Information Region shall be distributed as follows:
2.1. to the Latvian Air Traffic – all revenue, excluding the revenue specified in Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3 of these Regulations;
2.2. to the State agency “Civil Aviation Agency” for covering of the costs of the fulfilment of provision, control and supervision of air navigation services, the management of air space block and other activities (functions) related to the civil aviation safety specified in legal acts of the European Union – in the amount of budgetary revenue of the institution provided for such purposes, which has been approved for the current year by the Cabinet; and
2.3. to the Transport Accident and Incident Investigation Bureau for ensuring of activities in the field of investigation of aviation accidents and incidents – in the amount of budgetary revenue of the institution provided for such purposes, which has been approved for the current year by the Cabinet.
 

3. The Latvian Air Traffic shall receive the charges for the air navigation services not referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations, which have been provided within the Riga Flight Information Region, and the charges for air navigation services within the terminal area. 

 

4. According to the distribution referred to in Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3 of these Regulations, the Latvian Air Traffic shall, on the first working day of each month, transfer one twelfth of the amount of the budgetary revenue approved for the current year for such purposes to the account opened by the State agency “Civil Aviation Agency” and the Transport Accident and Incident Investigation Bureau accordingly in the Treasury. 

 

5. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2010.
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
