Procedures for the Specification of Charges for Air Navigation Services and for Services Provided by Civil Aviation Aerodromes of State Significance
 

Issued pursuant to
Section 28, Paragraph one of the
Law On Aviation
 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the specification of charges for air navigation services of the State stock company “Latvijas gaisa satiksme” [Latvian Air Traffic], as well as charges for services provided by civil aviation aerodromes of State significance, indicating the services included in these charges and exemption from these charges. 

 

2. The charge for the air navigation services provided by the Latvian Air Traffic shall be determined as follows: 

2.1. the charge for air navigation services within the Riga Flight Information Region and in accordance with the international agreements for the air space delegated to the Republic of Latvia – taking into account the maximum take-off weight (MTOW) of an aircraft in tons (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma, rounding up), shall be calculated, using the following formula:
 

R = P x D x W, where
 

R – the charge for en-route air navigation services;
P – service unit rate within the Riga Flight Information Region – EUR 29,44 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia. The service unit rate in international routes, which is collected by the Central Route Charges Office of the European Organization for the Safety of Air Navigation (hereinafter – Eurocontrol Charges Office) upon being commissioned by the Latvian Air Traffic, shall form EUR 29,44 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia, to which the collection fee specified by the Eurocontrol Charges Office is added. The Latvian Air Traffic shall inform air carriers regarding changes in the collection fee specified by the Eurocontrol Charges Office prior to the coming into effect thereof;
D – 1/100 part of the distance covered within the Riga Flight Information Region, which shall be re-calculated according to the great circle distance and expressed in kilometres (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma). Upon the landing of an aircraft in the aerodromes of Latvia or upon taking off therefrom, the distance shall be reduced by 20 kilometres;
W – aircraft weight factor (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma), which is calculated as the square root of the quotient that is obtained by dividing the number of metric tons of the maximum certified take-off mass of the aircraft referred to in the certificate of airworthiness, in the flight instructions or another similar official document by 50:
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2.2. the charge for air navigation services within the terminal area shall be calculated, using the following formula:
 

A = P x K, where
 

A – the charge for the air navigation services provided within the terminal area;
P – service unit rate – EUR 89,72 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia;
K – coefficient of the aircraft weight factor (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma), which is calculated by dividing the maximum certified take-off mass of the aircraft expressed in metric tons by 50 and by raising the result in 0.7 power.
 

3. Payment for the services provided in the aerodrome of the State stock company “Riga International Port” (hereinafter – Riga Airport) of civil aviation of State significance shall be determined as follows:
3.1. the charge for taking-off and landing of aircrafts;
3.1.1. the charge for the use of services of the runway and movement areas, the lighting of the runway and movement areas, aerodrome control service and other infrastructure of the aerodrome in the Riga Airport if the relevant infrastructure is necessary for ensuring the taking off and landing of aircrafts, shall be determined – EUR 2,05 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia for each 1000 kilograms of the maximum certified take-off mass of the aircraft (rounding up to 10 kg) in each taking-off and landing event;
3.1.2. a training flight hour shall be equivalent to one take-off and landing, and the coefficient 0.75 shall be applied for each following hour;
3.2. the charge for standing of the aircraft in the aircraft stand for the time, during which servicing of the aircraft before or after the flight is performed:
3.2.1. the first hour shall be free of charge;
3.2.2. the charge for the second and each following hour for each 1000 kilograms of the maximum certified take-off mass of the aircraft shall be determined – EUR 0,14 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia, but not less than EUR 30 (the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia);
3.3. the charge for the servicing of passengers:
3.3.1. the charge for the use of passenger and public waiting rooms and corridors, as well as other infrastructure of passenger terminals necessary for servicing of passengers in the Riga Airport shall be determined – LVL 2,18 or the equivalent sum in the single currency of the European Union in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia for each departing passenger. The charge for servicing of passengers shall not be applied to passengers, from which the payment referred to in Sub-paragraph 3.3.2 of these Regulations is collected;
3.3.2. the charge for servicing of transit passengers for transit and transfer passengers (for passengers who depart from the Riga Airport in the same aircraft, in which they arrived, or in another aircraft if they do not have to leave the controlled territory of the Riga Airport during their presence at the airport) for the use of the infrastructure of passenger terminals shall be determined – LVL 0,70 or the equivalent sum in the single currency of the European Union in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia for each departing transit or transfer passenger. 

The charge for the services referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall not be required:
4.1. in the cases specified in Article 9, paragraph one of the Commission Regulation (EC) No 1794/2006 of 6 December 2006 laying down a common charging scheme for air navigation services;
4.2. if flights are made:
4.2.1. with a military aircraft of Latvia or another state;
4.2.2. for the fulfilment of the customs or border guard functions; or
4.2.3. within the Riga Flight Information Region in accordance with visual flight rules outside the borders of controlled airspace.
 

5. The charge shall not be required for the services referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations if the following flights are made: 

5.1. special flights, the sole purpose of which is to transport the ruling monarch and his or her direct family members, state leaders, government leaders and government ministers in an official secondment;
5.2. flights intended for search and rescue operations upon an order of a competent aviation search and rescue service; or
5.3. flights with State aircraft within the meaning of Article 3 of the Convention on International Civil Aviation of 7 December 1944, including flights with military, customs or border guard aircraft. 

6. Passengers who are less than two years of age need not pay for the services referred to in Sub-paragraphs 3.3.1 and 3.3.2 of these Regulations. 

 

7. For air navigation services and the services of the Riga Airport:
7.1. the charge referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be collected by the Latvian Air Traffic, and the charge for air navigation services provided on international routes within the Riga Flight Information Region may be collected by the Eurocontrol Charges Office upon being commissioned by the Latvian Air Traffic;
7.2. the owner and the user of an aircraft shall be equally liable for payment for the received services;
7.3. the charges for air navigation services and the charges for the services of the Riga Airport shall be paid within 30 days after sending of the bill. If the deadline for payment is a Saturday, Sunday or an official holiday of the Republic of Latvia, the charges shall be paid on the following working day;
7.4. the charges in charter flights shall be paid after landing in the territory of Latvia in the control centre of the Riga Airport or the nearest subsidiary of a bank, if it has not been specified otherwise in the contract; and
7.5. a fine for late payment in amount of 0.05 per cent from the principal debt not paid in due time for each day of delay shall be applied to the delay of the term for payments.
 

8. The charges specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be revised not later than by 1 October 2010. 

9. Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall come into force on 1 February 2010.
 

10. Until the date of coming into force of Paragraph 2 of these Regulations the charge for air navigation services provided by the Latvian Air Traffic shall be determined as follows:
10.1. the charge for air navigation services within the Riga Flight Information Region, taking into account the maximum take-off weight (MTOW) of aircraft in tons (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma, rounding up) shall be calculated, using the following formula:
 

R = P x D x W, where
 

R – the charge for en-route air navigation services;
P – service unit rate within the Riga Flight Information Region – EUR 28,43 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia. The service unit rate in international routes, which is collected by the Eurocontrol Charges Office upon being commissioned by the Latvian Air Traffic shall form EUR 28,43 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia, to which the collection fee specified by the Eurocontrol Charges Office is added. The Latvian Air Traffic shall inform air carriers regarding changes in the collection fee specified by the Eurocontrol Charges Office prior to the coming into effect thereof;
D – 1/100 part of the distance covered within the Riga Flight Information Region, which shall be re-calculated according to the great circle distance and expressed in kilometres (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma). Upon the landing of an aircraft in the airfields of Latvia or upon taking off therefrom, this distance shall be reduced by the distance covered in the terminal control area;
W – aircraft weight factor (with an accuracy of two digits after the comma), which is calculated as the square root of the quotient that is obtained by dividing the number of metric tons of the maximum certified take-off mass of the aircraft referred to in the certificate of airworthiness, in the flight instructions or another similar official document by 50:
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10.2. the charge for air navigation services within the terminal area shall be calculated, using the following formula:
 

A = P x K, where
 

A – the charge for the air navigation services provided within the terminal area;
P – service unit rate – EUR 28,43 or the equivalent sum in lats in accordance with the exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia;
K – aircraft mass factor (Table 1):

10.3. upon determining the charge for air navigation services within the Liepāja and Ventspils terminal control area, the coefficient 0,6 shall be applied;
10.4. any carrier flying to or from the Riga Airport shall receive a discount from the charges referred to in Sub-paragraph 10.2. of these Regulations depending on the number of flights to Riga made from January 2010 (Table 2):
