Adopted 9 January 2001
Regulations on Transition to Summer-time

Issued pursuant to Section 14, Clause 3 of

the Law on the Structure of the Cabinet

1. These Regulations determine the procedures for transition to summer-time in the territory of the Republic of Latvia.

2. Time in conformity with the second time zone (Greenwich time plus two hours) shall be used in the territory of the Republic of Latvia.

3. In the territory of the Republic of Latvia the transition to summer-time and back shall take place in accordance with the following procedures: on the last Sunday of March clocks shall be put forward by one hour at 3 a.m. in conformity with the time of the second zone, and back by one hour at 4 a.m. on the last Sunday of October respectively.

4. The Ministry of Economics shall be the responsible authority regarding the transition to summer-time in conformity with the requirements of the European Union.
