Regulation No 182

Adopted 15 April 2003 

By-law regarding the Latvian Catalogue of Plant Varieties

Issued pursuant to Section 2, Paragraph 1, 

Sub-paragraph “b” of the Seed Circulation Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which the Latvian Catalogue of Plant Varieties (hereinafter – Catalogue) is approved and the procedures by which a variety is included and maintained in the Catalogue or deleted therefrom, as well as the procedures for the storage and publication of information related to the Catalogue.

2. A variety shall be included in the Catalogue for ten calendar years.

II. Application for Inclusion of Variety in Catalogue
3. An application for inclusion of a variety in the Catalogue (Annex 1) to the State Plant Protection Service (hereinafter – application) shall be submitted:


3.1. in the following time periods:



3.1.1. regarding inclusion of spring cereals – by 1 March; and



3.1.2. regarding inclusion of winter cereals – by 10 July; and


3.2. by one of the following persons:

3.2.1. a breeder;

3.2.2. a holder of breeder’s right – a natural or legal person who has acquired the breeder’ s right.

3.2.3. a maintainer of the variety – a natural or legal person who ensures the maintenance of the variety; or
3.2.4. an authorised representative of a breeder, holder of breeder’ s right or maintainer of the variety (hereinafter – variety representative).

4. If the State Plant Protection Service receives an application regarding the assessment of the value for cultivation and use of the variety (Annex 2) it may again assess the value for cultivation and use of the variety of the varieties included in the catalogue, as well as varieties, which are not intended to be included in the catalogue. 
4.1 An applicant may submit an application in order that the value for cultivation and use of the variety be assessed for:


4.1.1. organic production;

4.1 2. conventional agriculture; or

4.1 3. both organic production and conventional agriculture.

5. The following documents shall be appended to the application:

5.1. authorisation, if the application is submitted by a variety representative;

5.2. the report (Annex 4) of the tests for distinctness, uniformity and stability of a variety (hereinafter – variety test) performed in accordance with the guidelines specified Annex 3 and the description of a variety (Annex 5) if a variety test has been performed;

5.3. a technical questionnaire of the description of a variety if a variety test has not been performed; and

5.4. a statement that payment has been made for the examination of the application.

6. If it is necessary to examine the varietal components of hybrids and synthetic varieties, the applicant shall has the right to request in writing that the information regarding the results of examinations and description of components is deemed to be information of limited accessibility.

7. If the application has been fully completed and the documents referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations have been submitted, the State Plant Protection Service shall examine it within a period of 10 working days after the receipt of the application, verify the information provided therein and register it according to the following procedures: 


7.1. make an annotation on the application regarding the registration thereof;


7.2. make a record in the application registration journal indicating the date of the registration of the application, number, denomination of the species and variety, name of the applicant or given name and surname, and name of the authorised representative or given name and surname; and

7.3. inform the applicant regarding the registration of the application.

7.1 If the application has not been fully completed or the documents referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations have not been submitted, the State Plant Protection Service shall not register the application and shall substantiate the refusal in writing, as well as request that the applicant within a period of 20 working days after the receipt of the refusal to submit a new application and the necessary documents.

7.2 If applicant by the end of the specified time period has not rectified the shortcomings referred to Paragraph 7.1 of these Regulations, the State Plant Protection Service shall reject the application.

7.3 If an application regarding the inclusion of spring cereals in the catalogue is registered after 1 May, but for winter cereals - after 10 July, the value for cultivation and use of the variety shall be assessed the following year.

III. Requirements for Inclusion of Variety in Catalogue

8. In order to take a decision regarding inclusion of a variety in the Catalogue, the State Plant Protection Service shall:

8.1. if necessary, organise and perform a variety test ;

8.2. for varieties intended for conventional agriculture and organic production assess the value for cultivation and use of the variety in accordance with the criteria prescribed by the corresponding methods of the assessment of the value for cultivation and use of the variety. The results of assessment of the value for cultivation and use shall be considered positive if, in comparison with varieties intended for conventional agriculture and organic production and varieties included in the Catalogue in a specified growing region, the relevant variety is superior with respect to cultivation, utilisation, or the quality of product derived from it. If the variety possesses an excellent characteristic, minor aberrations may be ignored;
8.3. examine the conformity of the denomination of a variety to the requirements referred to in the Plant Varieties Protection Law; and

8.4. examine the conformity of the denomination of a variety with the requirements referred to in Commission Regulation (EC) No 930/2000 of 4 May 2000 establishing implementing rules as to the suitability of the denominations of varieties of agricultural plant species and vegetable species.

9. If an applicant has specified that it is necessary to perform a variety test:

9.1. he or she shall submit to the State Plant Protection Service an application regarding spring cereals – by 20 November, and regarding winter cereals – by 31 July;

9.2. the State Plant Protection Service shall organise and perform a variety test in accordance with the guidelines specified in Annex 3 (if the variety test is performed in Latvia) or shall ensure the performance of the test in accordance with the requirements specified for member states of the International Union for the Protection of New Varieties of Plants (hereinafter – UPOV) (if the test is performed in another state) according to the following procedures:

9.2.1. enter into a mutual contract with the institution performing the variety test;


9.2.2. within a period of 20 working days notify the applicant regarding the place of performance of the variety test and the conditions, and issue samples of the documents referred to in Clauses 9.2.3 and 9.2.4 of these Regulations;

9.2.3. the institution performing the variety test after receipt of the notification from the State Plant Protection Service shall enter into a mutual contract with the applicant regarding the performance of the variety test; 
9.2.4. the applicant shall submit an application to the institution performing the variety test (which is drawn up on the relevant institution form) and a technical questionnaire of the description of a variety;
9.2.5. the applicant shall send the seed sample conforming to the basic seed category for the performance of a variety test by the institution and identical seed sample to the State Plant Protection Service; and
9.2.6. the applicant shall send to the institution performing the variety test together with the seed sample the following accompanying documents:

9.2.6.1. bill of lading. The bill of lading shall indicate:



9.2.6.1.1. the name or temporary denomination of the crop and variety;


9.2.6.1.2. the amount of the seed or planting material in kilograms;


9.2.6.1.3. the value of the seed or planting material;



9.2.6.1.4. the country of origin of the seed; and


9.2.6.1.5. information regarding the purpose and conditions of the seed material delivery;

9.2.6.2. seed quality certificate (for example, the mass, germination of 1000 seeds); and

9.2.6.3. phytosanitary certificate. In filling out a potato planting material phytosanitary certificate, in addition it shall be indicated that:

9.2.6.3.1. the potato tubers (Solanum tuberosum L.) are free from Phoma exigua var. Foveata, Ditylenchus destructor, Clavibacter michiganensis ssp. sepedonicus, Ralstonia solanacearum, Synchytrium endobioticum, Globodera rostochiencis; 
9.2.6.3.2. the potato tubers have originated from territory, which is free from Clavibacter michiganensis ssp. Sepedonicus, Ralstonia solanacearum, Synchytrium endobioticum, Meloidogyne chitwoodi, Meloidogyne fallax; and

9.2.6.3.3. the potato tubers have orginated from planting material, which is free from viruses, which are not found in Europe – Non–European viruses – Potato stolbur phytoplasma, Potato spindle tuber viroid, Clavibacter michiganensis ssp. Sepedonicus, Ralstonia solanacearum.

10. During the performance of a variety test the State Plant Protection Service shall request the following documents from the relevant Latvian institution or the institution of another state:

10.1. in the first year after the variety test – intermediate results and after the second year of the variety test – final results. The institution performing the variety test shall prepare a report regarding the intermediate results (in free format) and send it (two copies) to the State Plant Protection Service; 

10.2. a report (two copies) regarding the final results (positive or negative – in conformity with UPOV requirements); and 

10.3. a description of the variety (in conformity with UPOV requirements) if the final results are positive (two copies).

11. The State Plant Protection Service within a period of 10 working days shall send to the applicant the documents referred to in Sub-paragraphs 10.1, 10.2 and 10.3 of these Regulations (one copy), as well as after the end of the variety test request a sample of the original variety seed.

12. If the applicant has indicated in the application that the variety test has been performed in another state, the State Plant Protection Service shall, within a period of one month after the receipt of the documents referred to in Sub-paragraphs 10.2 and 10.3 of these Regulations:

12.1. take a decision regarding the recognition of the variety test results performed in another state in accordance with the following recognition of the variety test results performed in another state criteria:

12.1.1. the variety test has been performed in a UPOV member state institution for the performance of variety tests in order to include it in the plant variety catalogue of another state or to grant breeder’s right in another state;

12.1.2. the variety test has been performed in a UPOV member state institution for the performance of variety tests in order to include to grant breeder’s right in the territory of the European Union; or
12.1.3. the variety test has been performed in such a UPOV member state institution for the performance of variety tests in which the agro-climatic conditions do not sharply differ from Latvian conditions; and


12.2. as well as after the taking of the decision referred to in Sub-paragraph 12.1 of these Regulations request a sample of the original variety seed.

13. If the State Plant Protection Service takes a decision not to approve the results of the test carried out in another country, the variety test shall be organised in accordance with Paragraph 9 of these Regulations.

14. After the registration of an application, the State Plant Protection Service shall organise the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety according to the following procedures:

14.1. include the variety in the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety plan;


14.2. enter into a contract with the applicant and the person who assesses the value for cultivation and use of the variety (hereinafter – implementer) regarding the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety;

14.3. with the contract entered into with the applicant prepare an annual agreement protocol regarding the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety:

14.3.1. the protocol shall indicate the species, variety, the place for the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety, the necessary amount of seed material, the procedures for the delivery of seed and payment for the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety; and


14.3.2. both parties shall sign the protocol:




14.3.2.1. for spring cereals and animal feed plant species – by 5 March; and



14.3.2.2. for winter cereals – by 15 July;


14.4. approve the annual assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety field trials plan:



14.4.1. for spring cereals and animal feed plant species – by 10 March; and



14.4.2. for winter cereals – by 20 July;
14.5. determine the places for the performance of assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety field trials;


14.6. based upon the approved assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety plan, together with implementers, prepare an agreement protocol regarding the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety:

14.6.1. the protocol shall indicate the species, variety, year when the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety was commenced, variety representative, breeder, state where the seed was bred, and payment for the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety; and



14.6.2. both parties shall sign the protocol:




14.6.2.1. for spring cereals and animal feed plant species – by 15 March; and




14.3.2.2. for winter cereals – by 25 July;


14.7. organise the division of seed material in places for the performance of assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety;


14.8. determine the institution, which shall perform chemical technical analysis in conformity with the methodology of the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety;


14.9. control the performance of assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety and chemical technical analysis in conformity with the methodology of the assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety; 


14.10. organise the delivery of analysis samples;


14.11. accept and evaluate annual reports regarding the results of  assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety. The implementer shall submit the reports within a period of two weeks after the harvesting of each species to the State Plant Protection Service;

14.12. perform the mathematical processing of data; and


14.13. by the following 1 March in the publication “Augu šķirņu saimniecisko īpašību novērtēšanas rezultāti” [Results of Assessment for the Value for Cultivation and Use of Plant Varieties] publish the results of assessment for the value for cultivation and use of the variety.

14.1 The applicant shall send to the State Plant Protection Service seed materials in the following time periods:


14.1.1. spring cereals and animal feed plant species – by 20 March of the sowing year;

14.1.2. winter rape – by 5 August of the sowing year; and


14.1.3. winter cereals – by 1 September of the sowing year.

14.2 The value for cultivation and use of the variety in conventional agriculture shall be assessed taking into account the following conditions:


14.2.1. summer cereals, one-year animal feed plants, oil plants, fibre plants, potato and beet varieties – three years. If the results are convincing, the variety may be nominated for inclusion in the catalogue also after the results of two years;


14.2.2. winter cereal varieties – three years; and


14.2.3. perennial animal feed plant varieties – four years in two trial cycles. In plants intended for trials sowing shall be twice – in the first and second years. Accounting and observations shall be performed in the sowing year, as well as in the first and second years of utilisation.

14.3 The value for cultivation and use of the variety in organic production shall be assessed taking into account the following conditions:


14.2.1. summer cereals, one-year animal feed plants, oil plants, fibre plants, potato and beet varieties – two years;


14.2.2. winter cereal varieties – three years; and


14.2.3. perennial animal feed plant varieties – two years, in each year performing a new trial. Accounting and observations shall be performed in the sowing year, as well as in the year of utilisation.

15. The State Plant Protection Service shall report to the applicant regarding the results of the assessment of the value for cultivation and use of the variety after the compilation of test results, but not later than 31 December of the year in which the tests are carried out.

16. If the applicant is not satisfied with the test results, he or she may within a month after the receipt thereof express in writing his or her objections to the State Plant Protection Service.

17. The State Plant Protection Service shall send to the applicant information regarding the time and place of the meeting of the group of experts of the National Plant Variety Council in which the issue of  inclusion of the variety concerned in the Catalogue will be examined.

18. With a decision of the State Plant Protection Service the denomination of a variety shall be registered by including the variety in the Catalogue.

19. The State Plant Protection Service shall take a decision to recognise the denomination of a variety as unsuitable in the following cases:

19.1. if the requirements specified in these Regulations have not been complied with when registering a denomination;

19.2. if a relevant written application from the representative for a variety is received; or

19.3. in accordance with a decision of a higher institution in the case when the decision of the State Plant Protection Service has been disputed or when there is a relevant court adjudication.

20. If the name of a variety has been recognised as unsuitable, the State Plant Protection Service shall request that the applicant provide proposals regarding a new name for the variety. The new name may be indicated in the catalogue together with its previous name.

IV. Procedures for Compilation and Approval of the Catalogue

21. If the results of the variety test and the value for cultivation and use are positive, the submitted denomination of a variety complies with the requirements specified in these Regulations and the National Plant Variety Council has expressed a proposal to include the variety in the catalogue, the State Plant Protection Service shall within a period of 10 working days take a decision regarding the inclusion of the variety in the catalogue.

22. [16 August 2005]
23. When indicating the denomination of the variety in the Catalogue, the denomination (if there is such) under which the seed or planting stock is distributed in other state shall also be indicated.

24. If a variety (inbred line, hybrid) is used only as a component in the development of a hybrid, the variety shall be included in the Catalogue with its own denomination and it shall be specified that it is a component variety.

25. In the Catalogue shall be indicated characteristic indicators, for example:

25.1. ways of utilisation of a variety;

25.2. baking properties of bread;

25.3. for potato varieties:

25.3.1. resistance to potato cyst nematodes, indicating the relevant pathotype against which the variety is resistant. A potato variety shall be recognised as resistant to the relevant potato cyst nematode pathotype if in growing the referred to variety a reduction of the natural and annual population of the referred to pathotype has been recorded; and 
25.3.2. resistance to potato canker, indicating the potato canker strain against which the variety is resistant. A potato variety shall be recognised as resistant to the specific Synchytrium endobioticum strain if it reacts to infection with the pathogen of such strain in such a way that the possibility of a secondary infection does not exist; and


25.4. type of variety.

26. Vegetable varieties, the seed of which may be verified only as standard seed, as well as the seed intended solely for export shall be indicated in the Catalogue separately.

27. [16 August 2005]
V. Maintenance of Variety in Catalogue

28. The time period referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulation may be extended for a certain period of time, if the representative for a plant variety not later than two years prior to the end of the specified time period submits an application to the State Plant Protection Service for extension of the time period and if the variety is significant for agriculture, and the variety is distinct, uniform and stable. The referred to time period need not be observed if the variety is intended for the preservation of plant genetic resources.

29. The State Plant Protection Service may request the representative for a variety to carry out a repeated variety test in accordance with Paragraph 9 of these Regulations. If a repeated variety test is carried out for a variety and the results of it have not been received until the end of the relevant time period, the time period shall be extended until the taking of the final decision.

30. In order for a variety to be included in the Catalogue, a representative for a variety shall:

30.1. provide seed growers with seed material;

30.2. ensure access for the State Plant Protection Service to the documents on the growing of breeder seed and pre-basic seed in order to examine the maintenance of the variety;

30.3. if necessary, submit to the State Plant Protection Service samples for the tests, as well as ensure access for the State Plant Protection Service to take samples;

30.4. provide information regarding any changes which are connected with the information referred to in the application; 

30.5. be liable for the veracity of the information provided to the State Plant Protection Service; and
30.6. each year by 31 January perform a payment for the maintenance of the variety in the catalogue.

31. If the time period referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations needs to be extended, the State Plant Protection Service shall submit to the National Plant Variety Council relevant information in accordance with the Paragraph 28 of these Regulations.

32. On the basis of a proposal from the National Plant Variety Council the State Plant Protection Service shall take a decision regarding the extension of the time period referred to Paragraph 2 of these Regulations.

33. Maintenance of the varieties included in the Catalogue, observing the generally accepted practices, shall be ensured by the maintainer of the variety.

VI. Deletion of a Variety from the Catalogue

34. A variety may be deleted from the catalogue in the following cases:

34.1. the requirements specified in these Regulations are not being observed;

34.2. a variety has been included in the Catalogue based on false or fraudulent particulars; 

34.3. payments for inclusion of the variety in the Catalogue (in accordance with regulatory enactments regarding State fees in the field of seed circulation) are not being made; or

34.4. the time period referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations has expired.

35. A variety shall be deleted from the Catalogue in the following cases:

35.1. during a repeated variety test it has been determined that the variety is no longer distinct, uniform and stable; or

35.2. such is requested by the representative for a variety (except in cases when the variety is significant for agriculture and the variety can be maintained);

36. If the representative for a variety requests that the variety be withdrawn from the Catalogue, a person who wishes to ensure the maintenance of the variety and to fulfil the duties of a representative for a variety shall submit to the State Plant Protection Service an application regarding a change in the representative for a variety. The State Plant Protection Service shall check the following information:

36.1. whether an appropriate area of land, machinery, equipment and premises, as well as other provision necessary for the maintenance of a variety are at a person’s disposal; and

36.2. whether a person has appropriate education and knowledge.

37. The State Plant Protection Service shall submit to the National Plant Variety Council information regarding the necessity to delete a variety from the Catalogue in accordance with Paragraphs 34 and 35 of these Regulations.

38. On the basis of a proposal from the National Plant Variety Council the State Plant Protection Service shall take a decision regarding the deletion of a variety from the catalogue.

39. Not later than 30 June, in the third year after the withdrawal of a variety from the Catalogue, certification of the seed may be carried out (for vegetables – also the  verification of standard seed).

VII. Storing and Publication of Information

40. An application, the documents appended thereto, as well as the justification for including the variety in the catalogue shall be stored for five years by the State Plant Protection Service after the relevant variety has been deleted from the catalogue.

41. The State Plant Protection Service shall publish each year by 1 March, 15 May and 15 December in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] and the publication “Latvijas augu šķirņu biļetens” [Latvian Plant Varieties Bulletin]   the following information:

41.1. regarding registered and rejected applications:


41.1.1. denomination of the plant species in Latvian and Latin;


41.1.2. the submitted denomination of the variety or temporary designation;

41.1.3. the registration number and date of the application;

41.1.4. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the applicant, maintainer of the variety and variety representative; and
41.1.5. if the application is rejected – date of rejection; 

41.2. regarding the names of varieties submitted during the examination of an application:


41.2.1. denomination of the plant species in Latvian and Latin;


41.2.2. the submitted denomination of the variety and previous denomination of the variety or temporary designation; 

41.2.3. the registration number of the application; and
41.2.4. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the applicant, maintainer of the variety and variety representative;

41.3. regarding the change of the owner of the breeder’s right, variety representative and maintainer of the variety:


41.3.1. denomination of the plant species in Latvian and Latin;

41.3.2. the submitted or registered denomination of the variety;

41.3.3. the registration number of an application;

41.3.4. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the previous owner of the breeder’s right, maintainer of the variety and variety representative; and
41.3.5. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the new owner of the breeder’s right, maintainer of the variety and variety representative; and

41.4. regarding the inclusion of the variety in the catalogue:


41.4.1. denomination of the plant species in Latvian and Latin;


41.4.2. the registered denomination of the variety;


41.4.3. time period the variety will be found in the catalogue;


41.4.4. characteristic indicators of the variety;


41.4.5. state in which the variety was bred;


41.4.6. last year of protection of the variety; and


41.4.7. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the owner of the breeder’s right, maintainer of the variety and variety representative; and 

41.5. regarding deletion of the variety from the catalogue:


41.5.1. denomination of the plant species in Latvian and Latin;

41.5.2. the registered denomination of the variety;
41.5.3. the reason for the deletion;

41.5.4. state in which the variety was bred; and
41.3.4. the given name and surname (for natural persons) or the name (for legal persons) of the owner of the breeder’s right, maintainer of the variety and variety representative.

VIII. Closing Provisions

42. When including in the Catalogue agricultural cultivated plants developed in Latvia, which in 1999 and 2000 were included in the list of recommended and potential plant varieties to be grown in Latvia, or varieties of winter wheat defined in the order of the Ministry of Agriculture regarding varieties subject to certification, the variety test shall not be necessary if the representative for a variety by 1 January 2004 has submitted to the State Plant Protection Service an application and description of the morphological characteristics of the variety.

43. Sub-paragraph 8.4. of these Regulations shall come into force with special Cabinet regulations.

44. The varieties referred to in Paragraph 42 of these Regulations shall be included in the Catalogue until 31 December 2006 and they shall be marketed in Latvia.

Informative Reference to the EU Directives

Legal norms have been included in these Regulations, which arise from:
