Regulations regarding State Fees for Examination of Documents necessary for an Application for a Visa or a Residence Permit and Services related Thereto

Issued pursuant to 

Section 10 of the Law on Taxes and Fees and

Section 6 of the Immigration Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the rates of State fees (in lats) for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a visa or a residence permit and the services related thereto, as well as the procedures for the payment of State fees and the persons who are exempted from the payment of State fees.

2.  The rates of State fees for the examination of documents necessary for the application for a visa shall be as follows:

2.1. application for a single and double visa – 20 lats;

2.2. application for a multiple visa – 35 lats;

2.3. renewal of a visa if the travel document is changed – 5 lats; and

2.4. application for a group visa – 20 lats and one lat additionally for each person included in the group visa.

3.  The rate of the State fees for the examination of documents necessary for the application for a visa at border control points shall be specified at double the amount.

4. The rates of the State fees for the approval of an invitation for the receipt of a visa shall be as follows:

4.1. for an application submitted for the approval of an invitation – 5 lats;

4.2. for each person older than 16 years of age included in an invitation application – 2 lats;

4.3. for each child up to 16 years of age included in an invitation application – 1 lat; and

4.4. for each person included in a group invitation – 1 lat.

5.  The rates of the State fees for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a residence permit shall be as follows:

5.1. examination of documents submitted for an application for a temporary residence permit:

5.1.1. within 30 days – 70 lats;

5.1.2. within 10 days – 120 lats; and

5.1.3. within 5 working days – 170 lats;

5.2. examination of documents submitted for an application for a temporary residence permit for spouses of Latvian citizens, Latvian non-citizens and aliens who have received a permanent residence permit, their minor children and trainees of educational institutions or full-time students:

5.2.1. within 30 days – 50 lats;

5.2.2. within 10 working days – 100 lats; and

5.2.3. within five working days – 150 lats;

5.3. examination of documents submitted for an application for a temporary residence permit (with a term of validity not exceeding 90 days):

5.3.1. within 30 days – 10 lats;

5.3.2. within 10 working days – 20 lats; and

5.3.3. within five working days – 30 lats;

5.4. examination of documents submitted for an application for a permanent residence permit:

5.4.1. within 90 days – 70 lats;

5.4.2. within 30 working days – 120 lats; and

5.4.3. within 10 working days – 170 lats; and

5.5. examination of documents submitted for application of a permanent residence permit to an alien who has been a Latvian citizen or a Latvian non-citizen before the acquisition of the citizenship of another state.

5.5.1. within 90 days – 20 lats;

5.5.2. within 30 working days – 70 lats; and

5.5.3. within 10 working days – 120 lats;


5.6. examination of documents submitted for application of a permanent residence permit to a European Union citizen or a citizen of a European Economic Area state who prior to acquiring the citizenship of another state was a Latvian citizen or non-citizen:



5.6.1. within one month – 20 lats; and

5.6.2. within 10 working days – 70 lats;


5.7. examination of documents submitted for application of a permanent residence permit to a European Union citizen (if he or she is not a Latvian citizen) or a citizen of a European Economic Area state, or his or her family member:



5.7.1. within one month – 70 lats; and

5.7.2. within 10 working days – 120 lats; and


5.8. renewal of a residence permit if the travel document is changed – 12 lats.

6.  The rates of the State fees for the approval of an invitation shall be as follows:

6.1. application for a residence permit – 10 lats; and

6.2. registration of a temporary residence permit – 5 lats.

7.  The rates of the State fees for the registration of a residence permit shall be as follows:

7.1. within 30 days – 10 lats;

7.2. within 10 working days – 15 lats; and

7.3. within five working days – 25 lats.

8. If a State fee is received in foreign currency in diplomatic missions and consular institutions of the Republic of Latvia, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs may determine the rates of the State fees in foreign currency in accordance with the foreign exchange rate determined by the Bank of Latvia.

9. If the payment for a visa for the entry of Latvian citizens into a foreign state is higher than the rates of the State fees provided for in these Regulations, a higher rate of the State fees for visas for entry in the Republic of Latvia shall be determined for the citizens of the relevant state in accordance with the principle of parity.

10. The State fee shall be paid prior to the submission of the relevant documents.

11. Exemption from the payment of the State fee shall be applied:

11.1. in accordance with international agreements binding on the Republic of Latvia;

11.2. in the interests of State prestige;

11.3. in accordance with the principle of parity; 

11.4. for an application for a visa with a notation “Diplomatic Visa” or “Service Visa”;

11.5. to a repatriate who was not a Latvian citizen at the moment of the submission of documents if he or she had departed from the Republic of Latvia by 4 May 1990, as well as to members of his or her family – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a visa, a permanent residence permit or registration;

11.6. to a trainee or a student of an accredited educational institution who arrives to study in the Republic of Latvia in accordance with an exchange programme – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a visa, a residence permit or registration, as well as for the approval of the invitation for the person referred to;

11.7. to a teacher of an accredited educational institution – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a visa, a residence permit or registration, as well as for the approval of the invitation for the person referred to;

11.8. to a child up to 16 years of age – for the examination of documents for an application for a visa, a permanent residence permit or registration;

11.9. to a person who has acquired refugee status or alternative status in the Republic of Latvia – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a permanent residence permit or registration;

11.10. to a person who has joined a cloister registered with the Board of Religious Affairs – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a residence permit or registration, as well as for the approval of the invitation for the person referred to;

11.11. to a person who works in the private educational institution “International School of Latvia” – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a residence permit or registration, as well as for the approval of the invitation for the person referred to;

11.12. to Estonian citizens residing permanently in Valga and persons who travel with an alien’s passport of Estonia and are members of the family of Latvian citizens or Latvian non-citizens residing permanently in Valga – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a residence permit or registration, as well as for the approval of the invitation for such persons;

11.13. to a Latvian or a Liv, or a person at least one of  whose parents is a Latvian citizen – for an application for a visa;

11.14. to railway personnel which ensure international carriages by rail to the Republic of Latvia or therefrom, or in transit through the Republic of Latvia – for an application of a visa; 

11.15. for the approval of an invitation to a spouse and his or her minor children if the inviter is a Latvian citizen; 

11.16. for the approval of an invitation or summons issued by State institutions of the Republic of Latvia, local government city or county councils (parish councils) or court;

11.17. to the family members of a European Union citizen (if they are not Latvian citizens), who are not European Union citizens and for whom entry is associated with the obtaining of a residence permit together with the family member – European Union citizen (if he or she is not a Latvian citizen) – for the examination of the necessary documents for an application for a visa;

11.18. to a European Union citizen – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a temporary residence permit;

11.19. to a European Union citizen and his or her family members – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a permanent residence permit if the European Union citizen: 

11.19.1.  has reached the pensionable age specified in the Republic of Latvia, has resided continuously in the Republic of Latvia for the past three years and in the period of the previous year has been a self-employed person in the Republic of Latvia;

11.19.2. has reached the pensionable age specified in the Republic of Latvia, has been a self-employed person in the Republic of Latvia and his or her spouse is a Latvian citizen or has lost Latvian citizenship after entering into marriage;

11.19.3. has permanently lost the capacity to work and has resided continuously in the Republic of Latvia for the past two years

11.19.4. has permanently lost the capacity to work and his or her spouse is a Latvian citizen or has lost Latvian citizenship after entering into marriage; or

11.19.5. after having resided continuously in the Republic of Latvia continues to work in another Member State of the European Union as an employed or self-employed person and returns to the Republic of Latvia at least once a week; 


11.20. to the family members of a European Union citizen – for the examination of documents necessary for an application for a permanent residence permit if the European Union citizen has died prior to acquiring the right to obtain a permanent residence permit, and if:

11.20.1. he or she up to the day of death continuously resided in the Republic of Latvia for at least the past two years;

11.20.2. the cause of his or her death was an accident at work or an occupational disease; or

11.20.3. his or her surviving spouse is a Latvian citizen or has lost Latvian citizenship after entering into marriage; and


11.21. to a European Union citizen or a citizen of a European Economic Area state and his or her minor children if entry into the Republic of Latvia is associated with family reunion – for the approval of the invitation.

11.1 The rate of the State fee for the examination of submitted documents necessary for the application for a permanent residence permit for a stateless person for whom the stateless person status has been granted prior to the coming into force of the Stateless Person Law (prior to 2 March 2004) shall be 20 lats.
