By-law of the State Trade Defence Bureau
Issued in accordance with the Section 3,

Paragraph one of the Law

On Safeguarding the Domestic Market

1. The State Trade Defence Bureau (hereinafter – Bureau) is a State administrative institution under the supervision of the Ministry of Economics.
2. The purposes, functions and rights of the Bureau, as well as the competence of its officials shall be determined by the Law On Safeguarding the Domestic Market, the Anti-Dumping Law and the Law On Protection Against Subsidised Imports.
3. Decisions taken by the Bureau shall be signed by the director of the Bureau.
4. At the end of each quarter the Bureau shall submit a report to the Ministry of Economics regarding the activity of the Bureau and the fulfilment of its functions.
5. The Bureau shall give an account of the utilisation of the financial resources allocated to it, in accordance with regulatory enactments.
6. The Bureau shall assume the rights and obligations of the State Domestic Market Protection Commission.
7. The Bureau shall commence performing the functions determined in the Law on Protection against Subsidised Imports, as of 1 January 2001.
8. Cabinet Regulation No. 175 of 11 May 1999, The By-laws of the State Domestic Market Protection Commission (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 1999, No. 159/160) is repealed.
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
