Adopted 1 April 2008
Regulations Regarding the Procedures by which Transactions with Milk Quotas are Carried out, the Procedures for Administration and Control of Quotas, as well as the Procedures for Calculation and Collection of a Levy

Issued pursuant to

Section 7, Paragraph two of the

Law On Agriculture and Rural Development

 

I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations prescribe:

1.1. the procedures by which transactions with milk quotas are carried out;

1.2. the procedures for administration and control of milk quotas;

1.3. the procedures by which a levy for the exceeded milk quota is calculated and collected; and

1.4. the procedures by which a levy for an annual declaration of direct sales quota (Annex 1) and an annual delivery quota declaration (Annex 2) not submitted in due term is calculated and collected.

 

2. The total national milk quotas for the national reserve (hereinafter – national reserve) shall consist of the quantities of quotas which, according to these Regulations, are obtained from transactions with milk quotas and the sanctions applied.

 

3. A milk quota shall not be determined for milk which is used for home consumption and animal feed by a milk producer (hereinafter – producer).

 

4. The State agency “Agricultural Data Centre” (hereinafter – Data Centre) shall administer milk quotas, calculate a levy for the exceeded milk quota, as well as a levy for an annual declaration of the direct sales quota and an annual delivery quota declaration  not submitted in due term. 

 

5. In order to obtain an approval of a purchaser, a milk purchaser (hereinafter – purchaser) shall submit an application for the approval of a purchaser (Annex 3) to the Data Centre.  A deed of the State Breeding Inspection (hereinafter – Inspection) regarding the conformity of the purchaser to the requirements specified in Commission Regulation (EC) No. 595/2004 of 30 March 2004 laying down detailed rules for applying Council Regulation (EC) No. 1788/2003 establishing a levy in the milk and milk products sector (hereinafter – Regulation No. 595/2004), and in these Regulations shall be appended to the application.

 

6. The Data Centre shall evaluate the documents referred to in Paragraph 5 and Annex 3 to these Regulations, take a decision regarding approval of a purchaser or regarding a refusal to grant the approval and shall, within one month after receipt of the documents, inform the purchaser in writing regarding the decision taken.

 

7. The Data Centre shall approve a purchaser by assigning a registration number to him or her. The Data Centre shall submit a list of the approved purchasers to the Ministry of Agriculture in writing.

 

8. The Ministry of Agriculture shall publish a list of the approved purchasers in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

 

9. Decisions taken by the Data Centre regarding refusal to approve purchasers, as well as decisions regarding division of the national reserve of quotas may be contested in accordance with the procedures specified in the By-law of the State agency “Agricultural Data Centre” and the Administrative Procedure Law.

 

II. Duties of Producers

 

10. A producer shall:

10.1. enter into a contract with a purchaser regarding milk delivery;

10.2. submit an application regarding re-registration of a milk quota due to the change of the legal status of the quota owner within a time period of five working days;

10.3. within five working days, inform a purchaser in writing regarding the change of the legal status;

10.4. deposit a levy in the account indicated by the Inspection for an annual declaration of direct sales quota not submitted in due term if this declaration has not been submitted in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 11(2) of Regulation No. 595/2004;

10.5. every year by 1 August, pay a levy for the amount of milk quota exceeded in the preceding quota year if the total national milk quota has been exceeded:

10.5.1. to a purchaser – for the delivery quota;

10.5.2. to the Rural Support Service – for the direct sales quota in case if the activities of the purchaser are being terminated;

10.6. within five working days after the entering into a milk purchase contract according to Annex 5 to these Regulations, notify in writing the Data Centre regarding a purchaser who will pay a levy for the milk quota exceeded by a producer if milk is sold to several purchasers.

 

11. A purchaser shall ensure accounting of delivery quotas and direct sales quotas by filling in for each type of quota:

11.1. a milk inventory journal of the delivery quota (Annex 6); and

11.2. a milk inventory journal of the direct sales quota (Annex 7).

 

12. A producer who has both the delivery and the direct sales quota and who sells only milk in direct sales shall only fill in the milk inventory journal of the delivery quota, specifying therein the quantity of the milk sold in direct sales.

 

13. A producer who has a direct sales quota shall submit to the Data Centre: 

13.1. a quarterly report on the fulfilment of the direct sales quota (Annex 8) – every quarter until the tenth date of the next month; and

13.2. an annual declaration of the direct sales quota – in accordance with the conditions referred to in Articles 11(1) and 11(2) of Regulation No. 595/2004. 

 

III. Milk Quota Transactions

 

14. A producer shall submit an application to the Data Centre regarding registration of any transaction involving milk quotas in accordance with the Annex to these Regulations:

14.1. regarding alienation of a milk quota (Annex 9);

14.2. regarding conversion of a milk quota (Annex 10);

14.3. regarding a milk quota waiver (Annex 11); or

14.4. regarding a milk quota lease (Annex 12).

 

15. The Data Centre shall examine the information indicated in an application within a time period of five working days after receipt thereof, register the transaction and inform the producer and the respective purchaser about it in writing. The transaction shall be deemed entered into only after the registration thereof in the Data Centre.

 

16. A producer may submit an offer for the sale of a milk quota (Annex 13) or an offer for the purchase of a milk quota (Annex 14) to the Data Centre prior to the alienation transaction of the milk quota. 

 

17. In case of the death of a producer (a natural person), the person who will handle the herd and the milk quota until the approval of inheritance rights shall submit an application to the Data Centre for registration of the status of a milk quota manager.

 

18. The manager referred to in Paragraph 17 of these Regulations shall fulfil all obligations in relation to the milk quota, and he or she has the right to purchase the quota, to perform a temporary conversion thereof and to receive the quota from the national reserve. 

 

19. A producer to whom a milk quota has been granted and who uses the support measure “Possibility of an early pension” specified in the regulatory enactments regarding support to rural development, may transfer the milk quota to the transferee together with the dairy cow herd.

 

20. A producer may transfer his or her existing milk quota together with the herd to another producer by submitting a written submission to the Data Centre, in which reasons for the transfer of the milk quota together with the herd shall be specified. The Data Centre and the Inspection shall perform an inspection at a farm within 10 working days after receipt of the submission, assessing the conformity of the measures referred to in the submission to the restructuring and intensification objectives of the milk production, and shall take a decision regarding registration or a refusal to register the transfer of the quota together with the herd, and shall inform the producer in writing regarding the decision taken.

 

21. In order to ensure the supplementation of the national reserve, the Data Centre shall transfer 1% from the amount of the quota to be sold or transferred to the national reserve when registering an alienation transaction of the milk quota or transfer of the quota in accordance with the conditions referred to in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations.

 

22. Alienation and lease transactions of the milk quota shall be performed in the current quota year from 1 April to 1 March.

 

23. A producer who owns a dairy cow herd or heifers which are more than 18 months old, registered in the register of animals and herds of the Data Centre, may purchase and lease a milk quota.

 

24. A producer may sell all the available milk quota, including the amount of quota already used, or a part thereof. A purchaser of the quota may use the utilised part of the quota in the subsequent quota year.

 

25. A producer may lease the unutilised part of a milk quota, but not more than 30% from the milk quota granted. A lease transaction of the milk quota shall be valid until the end of the current quota year.

 

26. The minimum amount of the lease of a milk quota shall be:

26.1. 5000 kg if a delivery quota is leased; or

26.2. 1000 kg if a direct sales quota is leased.

 

27. A lessee shall be responsible for the fulfilment of the leased milk quota in accordance with the procedures specified in these Regulations.

 

28. If milk quotas are leased together with land, cows or a farm, the conditions referred to in Paragraphs 25 and 26 of these Regulations regarding limitations on a milk quota lease shall not apply to such transaction.

 

29. A manufacturer may convert a delivery quota into a direct sales quota or a direct sales quota – into delivery quota by submitting an application to the Data Centre for the conversion of the milk quota (Annex 10):

29.1. by 31 October – for permanent conversion; and

29.2. by 15 March – for temporary conversion. A temporary conversion shall be valid until the end of the current quota year.

 

30. If a producer converts all the direct sales quota into a delivery quota, a direct sales quarterly report and an annual declaration of direct sales quota shall be appended to an application regarding conversion of the quota.

 

31. A producer may waive a milk quota until the beginning of the subsequent quota year by submitting an application to the Data Centre. The Data Centre shall transfer the quantity of the milk quota indicated in the application to the national reserve.

 

32. A producer who has completely or partially waived a milk quota in accordance with Paragraph 31 of these Regulations shall not be repeatedly granted a milk quota from the national reserve.

 

IV. Duties of Purchasers

 

33. A purchaser shall, by the tenth of every month, electronically send the following information to the Data Centre:

33.1. information regarding the milk delivery of the preceding month, indicating the following data regarding each producer:

33.1.1. the personal identity number or the registration number in the Commercial Register;

33.1.2. the registration number of the milk quota;

33.1.3. herd registration number;

33.1.4. quantity of the purchased milk (kg); and

33.1.5. the average fat content (in per cent) of the purchased milk, which is determined using the results of the analyses referred to in Paragraph 36 of these Regulations and the one-percent milk method – the fat content of the milk sold in each period shall be multiplied by the quantity of milk sold in the respective period (kg), the results obtained for each period shall be added up and the sum shall be divided by the total quantity of the milk sold within a month;

33.2. the milk balance sheet regarding the preceding month:

33.2.1. the total purchased quantity of milk (kg), value (excluding VAT), the fat content (in per cent) and the protein content (in per cent) of the milk;

33.2.2. the quantity of the milk processed (kg);

33.2.3. the quantity of the raw milk (kg) sold to other persons, indicating the respective person (name);

33.2.4. the quantity of the raw milk (kg) purchased from other persons; and

33.2.5. the quantity of the imported and exported milk (kg), indicating the ISO code of the country of origin and the country of destination respectively.

 

34. A purchaser shall:

34.1. within two working days, notify the Data Centre regarding the amendments made to a milk purchase contract;

34.2. by 1 August of every year, collect a levy from a producer for the amount of milk quota exceeded in the preceding quota year if the total national milk quota after adjustment has been exceeded;

34.3. every year send annual delivery quota declarations regarding fulfilment of the quota of each producer to the Data Centre pursuant to the requirements referred to in Article 8(2) of Regulation No. 595/2004. If an annual delivery quota declaration is submitted in a printed document form, a purchaser shall concurrently submit to the institution all the information included in the document, using the available electronic data carrier;

34.4. inform in writing the Data Centre regarding bankruptcy or announcement of insolvency and submit an annual delivery quota declaration;

34.5. within 10 days, inform in writing a producer regarding the temporary suspension of the approval referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations, discontinuation of operation and resumption of operation;

34.6. if a producer terminates a contract with a purchaser, shall issue a statement to the producer regarding the actually purchased quantity of milk and the fat content from the beginning of the quota year and shall, within two working days, notify the Data Centre regarding termination of the contract;

34.7. deposit a levy in the account indicated by the Inspection for an annual delivery quota declaration not submitted in due term if this declaration has not been submitted in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 8(2) of Regulation No. 595/2004;

34.8. submit a schedule of milk sample-taking pursuant to the milk collection routes upon the request of the Inspection; and

34.9. ensure an inspector of the Inspection with access to the production premises and other objects of infrastructure, accounting and reporting documents.

 

35. If a purchaser discontinues the purchase of milk for a time period longer than six months, the approval referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations shall be cancelled.

 

36. The fat content of milk shall be determined at least once every 15 days, but not less than twice a month in an accredited testing laboratory, the accreditation field of which includes physico-chemical and microbiological testing of milk (hereinafter – testing laboratory) and which:

36.1. ensures inclusion of the test results in the data base referred to in Sub-paragraph 37.10 of these Regulations; and

36.2. ensures an inspector of the Inspection with access to the registration documentation (including reports) of the milk analysis.

V. Milk Quota Administration

 

37. The Data Centre shall:

37.1. maintain a register of milk producers;

37.2. register data on milk delivery and direct sales, applications for transactions and transactions involving milk quotas, changes in the legal status of a producer and a purchaser and granting of a quota from the national reserve;

37.3. inform a producer in writing regarding changes in the register of milk producers;

37.4. establish and maintain an informative data base of sales offers of milk quota and purchase offers of milk quota submitted by producers;

37.5. supervise the common fulfilment of milk quotas;

37.6. once a year, update the amount of a quota and notify the producer in writing thereof;

37.7. perform equalisation of producer’s delivery quotas and the total delivery quota at the end of each quota year, using the following formula:

 

IPD = (FTP – RTP) x PPD x 0.18, where

 

IPD – quantity of milk to be equalised;

FTP – the actual per cent of fat, with which the milk is sold;

RTP – representative fat per cent;

PPD – quantity of delivered milk (kg);

0.18 – coefficient;

 

37.8. calculate a levy for the exceeded amount of the quota and inform the Ministry of Agriculture thereof;

37.9. by the sixteenth of every month, inform the Central Statistics Bureau regarding the quantity of milk purchased by each purchaser, value thereof (excluding VAT), fat content of the milk (in per cent) and protein content (in per cent);

37.10. establish and maintain a single data base of milk sample test results (hereinafter – data base) and provide the Inspection with access to the data base;

37.11. enter into an agreement with a testing laboratory regarding notification of milk sample test results in accordance with Sub-paragraph 36.1 of these Regulations;

37.12. notify the Inspection regarding violations of purchasers if they are related to the requirements specified in the regulatory enactments regarding milk quotas;

37.13. provide the Inspection with the information indicated in Sub-paragraph 33.2 of these Regulations regarding each purchaser;

37.14. inform a purchaser regarding the calculated levy for each producer with whom the purchaser has entered into a milk purchase contract; and

37.15. re-calculate the representative fat content of the delivery quota for the producer if this fat content changes as a result of the performed transaction of the milk quota.

 

VI. National Reserve

 

38. A producer who has a dairy cow herd or heifers, which are more than 18 months old, registered in the register of animals and herds of the Data Centre and who has not been granted a quota neither in the current quota year, nor in the preceding quota years, may apply for granting of a milk quota from the national reserve

 

39. A producer who conforms to the conditions referred to in Paragraph 38 of these Regulations shall apply for granting of a quota from the national reserve until 1 June, submitting an application to the Data Centre (Annex 15).

 

40. A producer who does not conform to the conditions referred to in Paragraph 38 of these Regulations, but has fulfilled the quota in an amount of at least 95 per cent, may submit an application to the Data Centre (Annex 15) and receive a quota from the national reserve.

 

41. Within one month after the term referred to in Paragraphs 39 and 40 of these Regulations, the Data Centre shall examine the applications, determine the amount of the milk quota to be granted from the national reserve and inform a producer in writing regarding the granted or changed amount of the quota.

 

42. A producer who conforms to Paragraph 38 of these Regulations shall be granted a quota from the national reserve for each cow and heifer, which is more than 18 months old, but in the amount of not more than 50 per cent from the average statistical indicator of milk-yield in the preceding calendar year.

 

43. A quota to be granted to a producer who has submitted an application for granting a quota from the national reserve in accordance with the conditions referred to in Paragraph 40 of these Regulations shall be calculated by multiplying the average monthly sales quantity of milk by 12 and subtracting the already granted or purchased quantity of the quota from the result obtained.

 

44. A producer who has been granted a milk quota from the national reserve may perform milk quota sales transactions not sooner than in the third quota year after the granting, except the case if the producer terminates his or her operation in dairy farming and sells all the milk quota.

 

45. If the total amount of the milk quota requested by producers is larger than the national reserve, the amount to be granted shall be reduced proportionally for all applicants.

 

VII. Sanctions

 

46. If a producer fulfils the milk quota for less than 70 per cent from the beginning of the quota year, the producer’s quota for the next and subsequent quota years shall be reduced for all the non-fulfilled amount and the released quantity of quota shall be transferred to the national reserve.

 

47. If a producer has not sold milk at all during a quota year, all the quota of the producer shall be transferred to the national reserve.

 

48. The conditions referred to in Paragraphs 46 and 27 of these Regulations shall not be applied if a producer submits an application regarding the keeping of the quota to the Data Centre by 15 April, appending the following to the application:

48.1. a supporting document issued by the State authorised veterinarian of the Food and Veterinary Service:

48.1.1. regarding cases of epizootics, which have affected the health of agricultural animals or caused the death thereof and due to which the milk production in a farm has reduced;

48.1.2. regarding animals compulsorily destroyed;

48.2. a supporting document issued by the respective institutions:

48.2.1. regarding the death of a producer (documents shall be submitted by the quota manager);

48.2.2. regarding the producer’s incapacity for work, which lasts not less than for one month;

48.2.3. regarding a natural disaster, due to which it was not possible to continue milk production in the previous amount.

 

49. The Data Centre may restore a milk quota, which was transferred to the national reserve in accordance with the conditions of Article 72(1)(1) of Council Regulation No. 1234/2007 of 22 October 2007, to a producer in an amount of not more than 50 per cent in accordance with the provisions of Article 72(1)(2) of Council Regulation No. 1234/2007.

 

50. It shall be allowed to sell a milk quota, which was restored in accordance with the procedures specified in Paragraph 49 of these Regulations, not sooner than in the third quota year after restoration, except in the case if a producer terminates his or her operation in dairy farming and sells all his or her milk quota.

 

VIII. Control of Milk Quotas

 

51. The Inspection shall perform the control of a milk quota in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding milk quotas.

 

52. The following shall be subject to the control of the Inspection with regard to the fulfilment of milk quotas:

52.1. a producer;

52.2. a purchaser;

52.3. a testing laboratory; and

52.4. the Data Centre.

 

53. The Inspection shall check the following in a farm of a producer:

53.1. the contracts entered into regarding milk purchase;

53.2. the payment documents for the milk and milk products sold;

53.3. a milk inventory journal of the delivery quota and the direct sales quota; and

53.4. the correctness of the information provided in and the term of submission of quarterly reports of the fulfilment of the direct sales quota, annual declarations of the direct sales quota and applications submitted to the Data Centre regarding milk quotas.

 

54. The Inspection shall check the following in an undertaking of a purchaser:

54.1. the conformity thereof with the requirements referred to in Regulation No. 595/2004 and these Regulations;

54.2. the contracts entered into with producers regarding milk purchase;

54.3. accounting documents in order to obtain information:

54.3.1. regarding the purchased and processed milk and milk products;

54.3.2. regarding losses of milk and milk products; and

54.3.3. regarding surpluses of milk and milk products at the beginning and the end of a control;

54.4. accounting documentation of the milk collection routes;

54.5. the conformity of milk sample-taking, identification, collection and testing, as well as sending to testing laboratories with the requirements specified in regulatory enactments;

54.6. the observance of the time periods for submission of a annual delivery quota declaration; and

54.7. the procedures of collection and reimbursement of a levy in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding payments in the sector of milk and milk products.

 

55. The Inspection shall check the following at the Data Centre:

55.1. the submitted annual declarations of the direct sales quota and annual delivery quota declarations;

55.2. the information submitted by a purchaser;

55.3. the register of milk producers;

55.4. the register of purchasers;

55.5. registration of transactions;

55.6. equalisation of the total milk quota; and

55.7. calculation of a levy in accordance with Paragraphs 59, 60 and 63 of these Regulations.

 

56. The Inspection shall check the following at a testing laboratory:

56.1. accounting and reporting documentation; and

56.2. information in the data base regarding milk sample test results.

 

57. The Inspection, on the basis of the results of the control, shall take a decision and provide the Data Centre with information for execution of the decision regarding suspension of the approval referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations to a purchaser.

 

58. A purchaser may request renewal of the approval referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations if he or she has eliminated the deficiencies indicated in an inspection report of the Inspection and has submitted the following documents to the Data Centre:

58.1. an application for renewal of the approval;

58.2. description of the measures carried out to eliminate the deficiencies; and

58.3. copy of a report of the repeated inspection performed by the Inspection.

 

IX. Calculation and Collection of a Levy and Penalty Payment, 
Reimbursement of the Levy after Milk Quota Equalisation
 

59. The Data Centre shall calculate a levy for an annual declaration of direct sales quota  not submitted in due time in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 11(3) of Regulation (EC) No. 595/2004.

 

60. The Data Centre shall calculate a levy for an annual delivery quota declaration  not submitted in due time in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 8(3) of Regulation (EC) No. 595/2004.

 

61. The Data Centre shall prepare and submit information to the Inspection regarding levies calculated in accordance with the procedures referred to in Paragraphs 59 and 60 of these Regulations.

 

62. The Inspection shall deduct a levy for an annual declaration of a direct sales quota not submitted in due time from a producer and for an annual delivery quota declaration not submitted in due time – from a purchaser in accordance with the information provided by the Data Centre.

 

63. The Data Centre shall calculate a levy for an exceeded milk quota in accordance with the requirements referred to in Article 78(1) of Council Regulation No. 1234/2007 of 29 September 2003.

 

64. The Rural Support Service shall collect the levy specified in Paragraph 63 of these Regulations from a purchaser if the national delivery quota has been exceeded after equalisation or from a producer if the direct sales quota has been exceeded and transfer it to the European Agricultural Guarantee Fund in accordance with the provisions referred to in Article 78(2) of Council Regulation No. 1234/2007.

 

65. If a purchaser has discontinued operation or a producer has not submitted information to the Data Centre, regarding which purchaser will pay a levy for a milk quota exceeded by the producer, the Rural Support Service shall collect the levy calculated for exceeding of the delivery quota from the producer.

 

X. Closing Provisions

 

66. Cabinet Regulation No. 315 of 15 April 2004, Procedures by which Transactions with Milk Quotas are Carried out, the Procedures for Administration and Control of these Quotas, as well as the Procedures for Calculation and Collection of a Levy (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2004, No. 69, 780, 949; 2005, No. 462; 2006, No. 857) is repealed.

 

67. An approval for purchasers who have been approved until the day of coming into force of these Regulations shall also be valid after the coming into force of these Regulations, except cases if it is cancelled or temporarily suspended in accordance with the procedures specified in these Regulations.

 

68. The requirements referred to in Sub-paragraphs 36.1, 37.10, 37.11 and 56.2 of these Regulations shall come into force on 1 April 2009.
