Regulation No 259

Adopted 13 May 2003

Requirements for Classification, Quality and Labelling of Dehydrated Milk-based Products

(Minutes No. 28, Paragraph 33)

Issued pursuant to

Section 4, Paragraph four and Section 13, Paragraph three

of the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food

1. These Regulations prescribe the requirements for the classification, quality (Annex 1 and2) and labelling of dehydrated milk-based products intended for human consumption, as well as the procedures by which conformity of the products referred to with these requirements is assessed.

2. These Regulations apply to the following dehydrated milk-based products:

2.1. wholly dehydrated milk-based products (dry powdered milk-based products, the moisture concentration of which in the finished product is not more than 5% and which are obtained by removing water from skimmed milk, low-fat milk, milk, cream or a mixture of these products); and

2.2. partly dehydrated milk-based products (condensed milk products with or without sugar, which are obtained by partial removal of water from skimmed milk, low-fat milk, milk or a mixture of these products to which cream or wholly dehydrated milk or both these products may be added. The amount of wholly dehydrated milk in the finished product may not exceed 25% of the total dry lactic matter).

3. Dehydrated milk-based products shall be preserved by utilising the following methods:

3.1. by heat-treating (for example, sterilising at a high temperature) the products referred to in Annex 1, Table 1, Paragraphs 1, 2, 3, and 4 of these Regulations;

3.2. by adding sucrose (second grade sugar, sugar or extra sugar) to the products referred to in Annex 1, Table 1, Paragraphs 5, 6, and 7 of these Regulations; 

3.3. by dehydrating the products specified in Annex 1, Table 2 of these Regulations.

4. Lactose may be added in the production of the products specified in Annex 1, Table 1, Paragraphs 5, 6 and 7 of these Regulations. The amount of lactose may not exceed 0,03% of the weight of the finished product.

5. The Food and Veterinary Service shall perform the State supervision and control and in accordance with the State supervision programme take samples for laboratory examinations and assess conformity of the dehydrated milk-based products with the requirements specified in these Regulations.

6. Dehydrated milk-based products shall be labelled in accordance with the procedures prescribed in the regulatory enactments regarding the labelling of food commodities.

7. The trade names of the dehydrated milk-based products referred to in Annex 1 of these Regulations apply only to the products described therein and these names may be utilised only for the designation of products referred to in Annex 1 of these Regulations.

8. The trade names of the dehydrated milk-based products referred to in Annex 2 of these Regulations shall be equivalent to those names of the relevant products, which are referred to in Annex 1 of these Regulations. The names in foreign languages referred to in Annex 2 of these Regulations may be utilised only if the products comply with the quality indices described and the fulfilment of the requirements prescribed in the Official Language Law is ensured.

9. The label of the dehydrated milk-based products shall specify the percentage of fat-free dry lactic matter (for the products specified in Annex 1, Table 1 of these Regulations) and the percentage content of fat (except the products specified in Annex 1, Table 1, Paragraphs 2 and 6, and Table 2, Paragraph 2 of these Regulations). The content of fat-free dry matter and fat content shall be specified next to the trade name.

10. Recommendations regarding the method of dilution and reconstitution shall be attached to the wholly dehydrated milk products, as well as information regarding the fat content of such product obtained after the dilution or reconstitution.

11. If a product the weight of which in one packaging is less than 20 g has been packed into a secondary packaging, the information regarding labelling (except the name of the product) referred to in these Regulations shall be specified on the secondary packaging only.

12. The labelling of wholly dehydrated milk-based products shall specify the information “Nav paredzēts izmantošanai pārtikā bērniem līdz 12 mēnešu vecumam” [Not intended for use by children under 12 months of age].

13. These Regulations shall come into force on 17 July 2003.

14. As of 17 July 2004, Cabinet Regulation No. 261 of 25 June 2002, Mandatory Harmlessness and Labelling Requirements for Dehydrated Milk Products (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2002, No. 97) is repealed.

15. Until 17 July 2004, the placement on the market of such milk-based products shall be permitted, which are not produced in compliance with these Regulations, but which comply with Cabinet Regulation No. 261 of 25 June 2002, Mandatory Harmlessness and Labelling Requirements for Dehydrated Milk Products.

16. Trade in dehydrated milk-based products. which are labelled before 17 July 2004 and comply with the Cabinet Regulation No. 261 of 25 June 2002, Mandatory Harmlessness and Labelling Requirements for Dehydrated Milk Products is permitted until the complete sale of the products referred to or expiry of the term of validity specified on the labelling.
