Regulation No. 262

Adopted 21 July 1998

Regulations Regarding Indication of Composition for Textile Fibres on the Labelling of Textile Products

Issued pursuant to Section 14, Clause 3 

of the Law on the Structure of the Cabinet

I. General Provisions

1. Terms used in these Regulations: 

1.1. textile product - a raw, semi-worked, worked, semi-manufactured or manufactured (semi-made-up or made-up) product which is composed of textile fibres only, irrespective of the mixing or assembly method; 

1.2. textile fibre - a flexible and fine unit of matter the length of which is substantially greater than the transverse dimension, and which may be utilised for the manufacture of textile products, as well as flexible strips or tubes, of which the apparent width (the width of the strip or tube when folded, flattened, compressed or twisted), or the average width (if the width is not uniform throughout the strip or tube) does not exceed 5 mm, (including strips cut from wider strips or films, which are produced by extrusion from polymers used for the manufacture of the textile fibres listed under items 19 to 41 in Annex 1 of these Regulations, and which are suitable for use in textile products; and  

1.3. tolerance – the maximum deviation from the percentage amount indicated on the labelling. 

2. These Regulations prescribe the requirements for the indication of composition for textile fibres on the labelling of textile products. 

3. These Regulations apply to textile products that are sold or intended for sale in Latvia, as well as to: 

3.1. products in which there is at least 80% textile fibres of the total product mass; 

3.2. furniture, umbrellas and sunshades in which there is at least 80% textile components of the total product mass; 

3.3. multi-layer floor coverings, as well as mattresses, camping goods, warm linings of footwear, gloves and mittens if their parts or linings are at least 80% textile components of the total product mass; and 

3.4. textile products incorporated in other products if they are an integral part of the relevant product and if their textile fibre composition is indicated. 

4. These Regulations do not apply to textile products which: 

4.1. are intended for exportation; 

4.2. are imported under customs control for transit; 

4.3. are imported for processing; and 

4.4. are imported in accordance with a work-performance contract or a contract entered into by a person who performs individual work in the field of home handicraft. 

5. The information specified in these Regulations may be indicated in the accompanying documents in the following cases only: 

5.1. if a textile product is supplied pursuant to a procurement by state administrative institutions; and 

5.2. if the textile product is not intended for sale to consumers. 

II. Information on the Labelling of Textile Products
6. The textile fibre composition of a textile product shall be clearly indicated in the relevant accompanying documents. It is not permitted to use abbreviations in contracts, bills and invoices, except the mechanised processing code if it is explained in the same document.  

7. If a textile product is intended for sale to consumers, the textile fibre composition thereof shall be indicated on the labelling in a clearly legible and uniform print, as well as in catalogues and trade literature. 

8. Information on the labelling of textile products regarding the textile fibre composition shall be completely separated from all other types of information, except the trade mark or the name of the undertaking (company) which may be located directly before or after the indication regarding the textile fibre composition of the textile product. 

9. If the trade mark or the name of the undertaking (company) indicated on the labelling of a textile product intended for sale to consumers has the name of a textile fibre referred to in Annex 1 of these Regulations, or if it is possible to confuse the name of the relevant undertaking (company) with these textile fibres, the textile fibre composition of the textile product shall be indicated, in clearly legible and uniform print, before or after the trade mark or the name of the undertaking (company). 

10 . Information regarding the textile fibre composition of textile products manufactured in Latvia shall be in the official language. Imported textile products, the labelling of which provides information in a foreign language, shall be accompanied by a translation of the relevant information in the official language. If small units of sowing yarn, mending yarn or embroidery yarn are sold (for example, bobbins, reels, skeins, balls), a translation of the information in the official language shall be provided only on the labelling of the general outer packaging or at the trading location. 

III. Indication of Textile Fibre Composition on the Labelling of Textile Products
11. To indicate the textile fibre composition on the labelling of textile products, the names of textile fibres prescribed in Annex 1 of these Regulations shall be used. 

12. The names of textile fibres prescribed in Annex 1 of these Regulations may not be used for the description of any other fibre, neither in the name, nor in form of word roots or as an adjective. 

13. It is not permitted to use the word “zīds" [silk] for the description of chemical textile fibres. 

14. It is not permitted to use designation “100%”, “tīrs" [pure], “vienīgi" [solely] or similar designations if the textile product is not composed only of the relevant textile fibre. A textile product may contain up to 2% other textile fibres of the total product mass if it is necessary for production due to technical reasons. Textile products, which have undergone a carding process, may contain up to 5% other textile fibres of the total product mass if it is necessary for production due to technical reasons. 

15. The labelling of wool textile products may contain such designations as “pirmlietojuma vilna" [virgin wool] or “cirptā vilna" [fleece wool], indicating the complete percentage textile fibre composition of the textile product, in the following cases: 

15.1. if a textile product is composed exclusively of wool fibre which has not previously been incorporated in a finished product, has not been subjected to any spinning or felting process (other than those required in the manufacture of the relevant product) and has not been damaged by treatment or use thereof; 

15.2. the wool fibre referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.1 of these Regulations accounts for not less than 25% of the total product mass; and 

15.3. in the case of a scribbled mixture, the wool fibre referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.1 of these Regulations is mixed with only one other type of textile fibre. 

16. For the textile products referred to in Paragraph 15 of these Regulations (also textile products which have undergone a carding process), the tolerance justified on technical grounds associated with manufacture may not be higher than 0.3%. 

17. For textile products which are composed of two or more fibres, one of which accounts for at least 85% of the total product mass, the textile fibre composition on the labelling shall be indicated in one of the following ways: 

17.1. by indicating the name of the textile fibre that accounts for at least 85% of the total product mass, and the percentage amount thereof; 

17.2. by indicating the name of the textile fibre which accounts for at least 85% of the total product mass, and the words “vismaz 85%" [at least 85%], or 

17.3. by indicating the full percentage composition of the textile product. 

18. Textile products which are composed of two or more textile fibres, none of which accounts for 85% of the total product mass, shall be indicated by the names of at least the two main fibres and the percentage mass, as well as the names of other textile fibres in descending order of mass (with or without an indication of the percentage mass thereof). 

19. Textile fibres that separately account for less than 10% of the total textile product mass may be designated by the words “citas tekstilšķiedras” [other textile fibres] and indicating the total percentage mass thereof. If a textile fibre which accounts for less than 10% of the total textile product mass is referred to on the labelling, the full percentage composition of the textile product shall be indicated. 

20. Textile products having a pure cotton warp and a pure flax weft containing at least 40% flax of the total unsized fabric mass may be designated by the words “kokvilna un lins" [cotton and flax] and the specification “tīri kokvilnas šķēri – tīri linu audi" [pure cotton warp – pure flax weft]. 

21. The designation “dažādas tekstilšķiedras" [mixed textile fibres] or “neprecizēts tekstilšķiedru sastāvs" [unspecified textile fibre composition] shall be used for textile products the composition of which cannot easily be specified in the manufacturing process. 

22. If a textile product is intended for sale to consumers, in the cases referred to in Paragraphs 17 to 21 of these Regulations the following tolerances may be allowed: 

22.1. a quantity of extraneous textile fibres – up to 2% (up to 5% in the case of products which have undergone a carding process) of the total textile product mass if it is technically necessary; and 

22.2.  up to 3% – a manufacturing tolerance between the stated fibre percentage amounts and the percentage amounts obtained from analysis in relation to the total fibre mass indicated on the label. The condition referred to shall also apply to the fibres which, in accordance with Paragraphs 18 and 19 of these Regulations, are indicated in descending order of mass with no indication of the percentage amount thereof, and to the fibres referred to in Sub-paragraph 15.2 of these Regulations. 

23. In analysis, the tolerances shall be calculated separately. The total mass to be taken into account in calculating the tolerance referred to in Sub-paragraph 22.2 of these Regulations shall be that of the finished product textile fibre mass except for extraneous fibre mass, which is specified in observing the tolerance referred to in Sub-paragraph 22.1 of these Regulations. 

24.  Increase of the tolerances referred to in Sub-paragraphs 22.1 and 22.2 shall be permitted only if it is proven that any of the extraneous fibres found by analysis, taking into account the tolerance referred to in Sub-paragraph 22.1, is of the same chemical composition as one or more of the textile fibres indicated on the label. 

25. In exceptional cases, if it is required by the manufacturing process and if the conformity of the product is examined in accordance with Paragraph 43 of these Regulations and adequate justification is provided by the manufacturer, textile products may have greater tolerances than specified in Sub-paragraphs 22.1 and 22.2 of these Regulations. 

26. The tolerances specified in Paragraphs 14, 16, 22, 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations do not apply to decorative, visible, isolated textile fibres which do not exceed 7% of the finished product mass, as well as to textile fibres (for example, metallic textile fibres) which are incorporated in order to obtain an antistatic effect and which are not more than 2% of the finished product mass. The textile fibres referred to do not have to be indicated on the labelling. In the cases referred to in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations, the percentage amount shall be calculated utilising not the fabric mass, but the warp mass and the weft mass separately. 

27. If a textile product consists of two or more components, which have a different textile fibre composition, the labelling shall indicate the textile fibre composition for each component. The composition does not have to be indicated for components (except main linings) representing less than 30% of the total product mass.

28. If two or more components of a textile product have an equal textile fibre composition and they normally form a single whole unit, only one label shall be necessary for such textile products. 

29. The textile fibre composition of corsetry products shall be indicated either on the whole of the product or separately on the components of such products: 

29.1. for brassieres: the outside and inside fabric of the cups and back; 

29.2. for corsets: the front, rear and side stiffening panels; and 

29.3. for corselets: the outside and inside fabric of the cups, the front and rear stiffening panels and the side panels; and 

29.4. for other corsetry articles – for such components the mass of which is more than 10% of the total product mass. 

30. The textile fibre composition of separate corsetry product component parts shall be indicated on the labelling so that the consumer can easily understand to which component part of the product the information refers to. 

31. The textile fibre composition of etched textile products shall be indicated on the labelling of the product as a whole, and may be indicated separately for the base fabric and the etched parts, indicating the names of the relevant components. 

32. The textile fibre composition of embroidered textile products shall be indicated on the labelling of the product as a whole, and may be indicated separately for the base fabric and the embroidery yarn, indicating the names of the relevant components. If the embroidered part is less than 10% of the surface area of the textile product, only the textile fibre composition of the base fabric needs to be indicated. 

33. The textile fibre composition of reinforced yarns, consisting of different textile fibre core and cover, and offered for sale to the consumer, shall be indicated for the product as a whole, or may be indicated separately for the core and the cover, indicating the names of the relevant components. 

34. The textile fibre composition of velvet and plush textile products, or of textile products, which are similar to velvet or plush, shall be indicated on the labelling of the textile product as a whole. If the base and surface of the textile product is composed of different fibres, the composition may be indicated separately for each of the component parts, indicating the names of the relevant components.  

35.  For floor coverings and carpets, the base and surface of which are composed of different fibres, the textile fibre composition may be indicated only for the surface, indicating the names of the relevant components. 

36. The textile fibre composition of the textile products referred to in Annex 2 of these Regulations does not have to be indicated, except in the case referred to in Paragraph 9 of these Regulations. 

37. On the labelling of the textile products of the one type and uniform composition referred to in Annex 3 of these Regulations, only the common textile fibre composition shall be indicated if these products are to be offered for sale to consumers. 

38. The textile fibre composition of textile products that are sold by the metre shall be indicated on the length or the roll (bale). 

39. The textile fibre composition of the textile products referred in Paragraphs 37 and 38 of these Regulations shall be indicated in such a way that the consumer may become fully acquainted with the relevant information. 

IV. Specification of the Textile Fibre Composition
40. In determining the textile fibre composition percentage, the following component parts of the textile product shall not be taken into account: 

40.1. for all textile products: 

40.1.1. non-textile parts, selvedges, labels, badges, emblems, edgings and trimmings not forming an integral part of the textile product; 

40.1.2. buttons and buckles covered with textile materials; 

40.1.3. accessories, decorations, non-elastic ribbons, elastic threads and bands which are attached at specific points of the textile product; 

40.1.4. visible, isolated textile fibres that are decorative; and 

40.1.5. textile fibres having an antistatic effect; 

40.2. for floor coverings and carpets: all parts except the surface; 

40.3. for furniture fabrics: binding and filling warps and wefts that do not form part of the use-surface; 

40.4. for hangings and curtains: binding filling warps, binding and filling wefts, which do not form part of the right side of the fabric; 

40.5. for other textile products: 

40.5.1. base fabrics, as well as stiffenings and reinforcements (yarns or materials which are attached at specific points of the textile products to give them strength or thickness); 

40.5.2. inter-linings and the backings thereof; 

40.5.3. stitching threads if they do not replace the warp or weft of the fabric; 

40.5.4. fillings which do not have heat insulating functions; and  

40.5.5. linings (in compliance with the conditions referred to in Section 27 of these Regulations); and 

40.6. lubricators, binders, weightings, sizings, dressings, impregnating substances, dyeing substances, printing substances and other textile processing substances. The substances referred to may not be present in textile products in such quantities that the consumer may be misled. 

41. The underlying material of textile products which is utilised in double fabrics or multilayer fabrics and as bases of velvet or plush fabrics and similar products, shall not be considered as base fabrics which are to be removed prior to the specification of fibre composition. 

V. Control of Labelling of Textile Products

42. The Consumer Rights Protection Centre shall control compliance with these Regulations. 

43. The Consumer Rights Protection Centre shall assess the conformity of the composition of a textile product to the information indicated on the labelling, utilising the methods of analysis specified in the standards of the National Standardisation and Metrology Centre. 

44. After removal of the components referred to in Paragraph 40 of these Regulations, the textile fibre percentage composition of a textile product shall be determined by applying the appropriate tolerance which is indicated in Annex 4 of these Regulations to the dehydrated mass of each textile fibre. 

45. If the information provided on the labelling does not conform to the textile fibre composition specified by relevant analyses, the manufacturer or the seller shall cover the expenditures for the carrying out the analysis. 

VI. Closing Provisions

46. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 1999
