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I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations prescribe procedures for State examinations in accredited educational programmes.

 

2. These Regulations shall not apply to centralised examinations.

 

3. State examinations shall be a test and examination (hereinafter – State examinations). A test shall encompass some part of the requirements included in the standard of a study subject for examination of specific knowledge and skills of the educatee. A test shall be organised in one study subject or combined with several study subjects at the end of an education stage or degree. An examination shall encompass all the requirements included in the standard of the study subject for examination of the knowledge and skills of educatees in the study subject. Examination shall be organised on a study subject at the end of an education degree or course.

 

The organisation of State examinations (application for State examinations, sending and receipt of State examinations, the course and assessment of State examinations, compilation of the results of State examinations and statistical analysis) shall be ensured by the Centre for Curriculum Development and Examinations (hereinafter – Centre) and educational administration of local government together with educational institutions.

 

5. Only those educational establishments implementing accredited educational programmes may receive State examination materials from the Centre and organise the process of State examinations, provided there are educatees in an educational establishment, who need to pass State examinations in the relevant academic year. 

 

6. State examinations at the educational institution shall take place in accordance with the schedule of State examinations approved by the head of the educational institution where the time and place of each State examination, the test administrator and the list of assessors, the composition of the examination commission is indicated (hereinafter - the list of State examinations).

 

7. The head of an educational institution shall place the list of State examinations at the educational institution in a place visible for educators and educatees not later than until 1 May of the relevant academic year.

 

8. The Centre shall determine the timetable for the following activities of State examinations (hereinafter – timetable for State examination activities):

8.1. opening of the envelope with the State examination material;

8.2. handing out of the State examination material;

8.3. beginning and end of the State examination and parts thereof; and

8.4. filling out of the State examination work answer sheet. 

 

9. For educatees, who have an opinion of a pedagogical medical commission regarding the implementation of an educational programme complying with the state of health, skills and level of development of the educatee or an opinion of a speech therapist, educational or clinical psychologist regarding the special educational needs of the educatee, the Centre shall determine different times for undertaking the State examination activities and support measures. Additional support measures shall be evaluated and initiated by the educational institution. An educatee or his or her legal representative may refuse from application of support measures, on the basis of a submission of the educatee or his or her legal representative to the head of the institution.

 

10. Information regarding the timetable for State examination activities shall be published by the Centre not later than until 15 April of the relevant academic year on its Internet home page (www.isec.gov.lv) (hereinafter – homepage). 

 

11. An educatee, who obtains a general secondary education at an educational institution of secondary education or at an educational institution of vocational secondary education, may only take the State examination in the study subjects specified by the educational programme. 

 

12. An educatee, who obtains a general secondary education at an educational institution of secondary education or at an educational institution of vocational secondary education, may stake the State examination once in the relevant academic year. If the educatee is not satisfied with the assessment obtained as a result of the State examination, he or she may take the relevant State examination in the next academic year. 

 

13. The head of the educational institution shall ensure that the educatees are informed regarding the requirements of these Regulations until 1 December of the relevant academic year and repeatedly informed not later than until 1 May of the relevant academic year. The relevant entry shall be made in the class register and the educatees shall attest with a signature that they are familiar with the requirements of these Regulations.

 

II. Application for Taking of State Examinations

 

14. Educatees of Grade 9 and Grade 12 shall submit a submission in writing to the head of the educational institution until 15 December of the relevant academic year, in which the State examinations which the educatee is going to take are indicated. The educatee of Grade 9, who is acquiring the educational programme of an ethnic minority, shall indicate the language of the State examination material in the submission.

 

15. The educatee, who obtains an ethnic minority educational programme, is entitled to choose the language for performance of the State examination – the language of instruction or Latvian (except State examinations in language studies subjects).

 

16. A Grade 3, 6 and 9 educatee, who obtains an ethnic minority educational programme, is entitled to choose the language for the State examination material – Latvian or Russian (except State examinations in language studies subjects).

 

17. An educational institution shall compile the information regarding the necessary State examination, quantity of material (indicating the number of adapted material in enlarged print), language of the material, grade and educational programme code (hereinafter – compiled information). The educational institution shall deliver the compiled information to the educational administration of the local government until the end of the first semester of the relevant academic year. The educational administration of the local government shall deliver to the Centre the compiled information regarding the State examinations developed by the Centre until 7 January of the relevant academic year. 

 

18. If necessary the head of an educational institution shall adjust the compiled information until 1 April of the relevant academic year and submit it to the educational administration of a local government within two working days. The educational administration of the local government shall compile the adjusted information within two working days after the receipt thereof and submit it to the Centre.

 

III. Procedures for Establishment of the Content of State Examinations

 

19. The State examinations shall be developed by the Centre or the educational administration of a local government or educational institution.

 

20. The Centre shall develop State examinations, which are indicated in the Cabinet Regulations regarding the timetable of State examinations in the relevant academic year.

 

21. The educational administration of a local government or educational institution shall develop State examinations in study subjects for which the Centre has not developed State examinations.

 

22. The State examination may be written or oral or a combined one (written and oral part or written and practical part).

 

23. The Centre shall develop the State examination programme in accordance with the State primary education standard or State general secondary education standard and the standard of the relevant study subject standard. . The following information shall be indicated in the State examination programme:

23.1. the purpose of the State examination;

23.2. the addressee of the State examination;

23.3. the structure of the State examination – description of parts, time intended for performance and proportion of evaluation of parts;

23.4. types of exercises;

23.5. procedures for evaluation; and

23.6. ancillary facilities, which are allowed to be used during the State examination.

 

24. The State examination programmes shall be approved by the Centre and placed on its homepage by the beginning of the second semester of the relevant academic year.

 

25. The educational administration of a local government may develop one State examination in any subject, if it is taken by educatees from several educational institutions of the relevant local government in the accredited educational programmes of which this subject has been included. 

 

26. The educational administration of a local government shall develop the State examination programme in accordance with the requirements specified in Paragraph 23 of these Regulations and the content of the State examination.

 

27. State examinations developed by the educational administration of a local government shall be organised in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations in the educational institutions which are located in the administrative territory of the relevant local government. The procedures for the delivery of State examination material shall be determined by the educational administration of the local government.

 

28. An educational institution shall develop a State examination programme in accordance with the requirements specified in Paragraph 23 of these Regulations and the content of the State examination.

 

29. An educational institution shall approve the State examination programme in the educational administration of a local government. The procedures for approval of the State examination programme shall be determined by the head of the educational administration of the local government.

 

30. State examinations developed by the educational institution shall be organised in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations in the relevant educational institution.

 

IV. Organisation of State Examinations for Educatees Who Due to 
Justifiable Reasons Failed to Attend State Examinations
 

31. The head of an educational institution shall, not later than on the next working day after the occurrence of the test, compile the list of educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend the test at the specified time and who need to take it.

 

32. The head of the educational institution shall determine the time for a test by the end of academic year of the relevant Grade for educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend the test at the specified time and who need to take it.

 

33. The content of tests for educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend a test at the specified time and who need to take it shall be developed by the educator of the relevant subject in accordance with the relevant State examination programme.

 

34. The head of the educational institution shall, not later than on the next working day after the occurrence of the examination, compile a list of those educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend the examination at the specified time and who need to take it.

 

35. The educational administration of a local government after the receipt of the list of educatees from educational institutions shall compile them within two working days and submit to the Centre a list regarding educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend an examination developed by the Centre at the specified time and who need to take it.

 

36. For educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend an exam at the specified time and who need to take it, the time of examination shall be determined by the procedures specified in Cabinet Regulation regarding time of occurrence of State examinations in the relevant academic year.

 

37. The head of an educational institution shall determine the time of examinations for State examinations developed by the educational administration of a local government or educational institution by the end of the academic year of the relevant Grade for educatees who due to justifiable reasons failed to attend the examination at the specified time and who need to take it.

V. Preparation for Tests

 

38. By 1 May of the relevant academic year, the head of the educational institution shall appoint the administrators and assessors for the relevant test. The head of the institution shall ensure that at least one administrator of the test is present in the test room.

 

39. The administrator of the written part of the test for Grade 3 and 6 may be any educator of the educational institution.

 

40. The administrator of the written test or written part of the test for Grade 9 and 12 may be an educator who:

40.1. does not teach the particular subject of study for the educatee taking the test or is not a teacher of the relevant form;

40.2. is not the father, mother, guardian, brother, sister, grandfather, grandmother or spouse of an educatee taking the test.

 

41. The administrator of the oral part or practical part of the test shall be the educator of the relevant subject of study. The administrator of the oral part or practical part of the test may not be the father, mother, guardian, brother, sister, grandfather, grandmother or spouse of an educatee taking the test.

 

42. The administrator of the test shall ensure the organisation of the test in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations and times for occurrence of the activities of the relevant test.

 

43. The administrator of a test shall ensure before a test that a clock is placed in the test room in a visible place and he or she shall announce to the educatees the times for the occurrence of the activities of the test. The administrator of a test is responsible for the course of a test in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations and the times for the occurrence of the activities of the relevant test.

 

44. The assessor of a test is one or several educators of the relevant study subjects.

 

45. The educational administration of a local government may appoint observers who are educators of the test subject in other educational institutions or responsible employees of the educational administration of the local government. The observer of a test shall supervise the compliance of the occurrence of a test with the requirements of these Regulations and times for occurrence of activities of State examinations.

 

46. Educational administration may appoint external assessors of a test, who are educators of the test subject in other educational institutions.

 

VI. Preparation for Examinations

 

47. The head of an educational institution shall establish a commission for the relevant examination until 1 May of the relevant academic year.

 

48. The Commission of a written examination shall be established with the following composition:

48.1. a chair – the head of an educational institution or his or her authorised official;

48.2. the administrator of the examination – educator of the educational institution (one in each examination room); and

48.3. not less than two assessors – educators of the relevant subject or educators of the educational field.

 

49. The Commission of an oral examination shall be established with the following composition:

49.1. a chair – the head of an educational institution or his or her authorised official;

49.2. an examiner – an educator of the relevant subject; and

49.3. at least two assessors – educators of the relevant subject or educators of the educational field.

 

50. The Commission of a combined exam shall be established with the following composition:

50.1. a chair – the head of an educational institution or his or her authorised official;

50.2. the administrator of the written part of an examination – an educator of the educational institution (one in each examination room);

50.3. the administrator of the oral part or practical part of an examination – an educator of the relevant subject (one in each examination room);

50.4. at least two assessors of the written part of an examination – educators of the relevant subject or educators of the educational field;

50.5. assessor of the oral part of an examination – an educator of the relevant subject (one in each examination room);

50.6. assessor of the practical part of an examination – one or several educators of the relevant subject.

 

51. A member of a commission may be a person who is not a father, mother, guardian, brother, sister, grandfather, grandmother or spouse of an educatee taking the examination.

 

52. The administrator of the written or practical part of an examination may not be an educatee of the relevant subject.

 

53. The examination commission shall ensure the organisation of the examination in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations and times for occurrence of the activities of the relevant exam.

 

54. Before the examination, the administrator of the examination shall familiarise educatees with the times for the occurrence of the activities of the examination. The administrator of the examination is responsible for the course of an examination in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations and the times for the occurrence of the activities of the relevant examination.

 

55. The educational administration of a local government may appoint observers who are educators of the subject of an examination in other educational institutions or responsible employees of the educational administration of the local government. The observer of an examination shall supervise the compliance of the course of an exam with the requirements of these Regulations and times for occurrence of the activities of State examinations.

 

56. An educational administration may appoint external assessors and external examiners, who are educators of the subject of a test in other educational institutions.

 

VII. Delivery of Test Materials

 

57. The Centre shall pack the test materials into:

57.1. envelopes made of paper or polymer material (hereinafter – envelope), intended for a certain number of educatees in accordance with compiled information. There shall be a label on each envelope with the name of an educational administration, the name of an educational institution, name of the test and date of occurrence, the number of applied educatees and the language of the test material;

57.2. packages which are addressed to particular educational institutions and consist of one or several envelopes. There shall be a label on the parcel with the name of the educational institution and address, name and surname of the head of the educational institution (hereinafter – a parcel of educational institution).

 

58. The Centre shall hand over the test materials to the head of an educational institution via a natural person or legal person with which the Centre has entered into a contract regarding the delivery of State examinations (hereinafter – a supplier). If it is not possible to hand over test materials to the head of the educational institution via a supplier, the head of the Centre may determine that the duties of the supplier are fulfilled by an authorised official of the Centre.

 

59. The Centre shall hand over parcels of the educational institution to a supplier or authorised official of the Centre and draw up a dispatch bill of lading thereon. The type, number and status of packaging shall be indicated on the dispatch bill of lading. A supplier or authorised official of the Centre shall hand over the parcels of an educational institution to the head of the educational institution who shall note on the dispatch bill of lading that the packaging of the educational institution's package is intact and sign regarding the receipt thereof. If at the moment of handing over the damage of the educational institution's parcel has been determined, the head of the educational institution shall draw up the report in which the scope and type of damage shall be indicated. The head of the educational institution shall immediately notify the Centre thereon. The Centre shall provide instructions for further action with test materials.

 

60. The head of an educational institution shall ensure storage of a parcel and that the packaging remains intact from the moment when he or she has received a package from the authorised official of the Centre or a supplier up to the moment when the envelopes are opened in accordance with the times for occurrence of the activities of the relevant State examination.

 

VIII. Delivery of Examination Materials

 

61. The Centre shall pack the examination materials into:

61.1. envelopes made of polymer material (hereinafter – envelope), intended for a certain number of educatees in accordance with compiled information; 

61.2. packages which are addressed to particular educational institutions and consist of one or several envelopes. There shall be a label on a parcel with the name of the educational administration, the name of the educational institution, the name of the examination and date of occurrence, the number of the educatees applied, for Grade 9 - the language of the material of the (hereinafter – a parcel);

61.3. bags addressed for each educational administration of local government. There shall be a label on the bags with the name, address of the educational administration of a local government and the name and surname of the head of the educational administration. Packed parcels and bill of lading shall be put in bags addressed to the educational administration of the local government. The number of parcels and envelopes intended for each educational institution shall be indicated in the bill of lading (hereinafter – consignment).

 

62. Transfer of the examination materials to the head of the educational administration of a local government shall be ensured by the Centre via a supplier. If it is not possible to hand over examination materials to the head of the educational administration of the local government via a supplier, the head of the Centre may determine that the duties of the supplier are fulfilled by the authorised official of the Centre. The Centre shall hand over consignments to the supplier or authorised official of the Centre and draw up a dispatch bill of lading thereon. The type, number and status of packaging shall be indicated on the dispatch bill of lading.

 

63. A supplier shall hand over a consignment to the head of the educational administration of a local government, who makes a note on the bill of lading that the consignment is intact and signs regarding receipt thereof. If at the moment of handing over damage of the consignment has been determined, the head of the educational administration of the local government shall draw up the report in which the scope and type of damage shall be indicated. The head of the educational administration of the local government shall immediately notify the Centre thereof. The Centre shall provide instructions for further action with examination materials.

 

64. The head of the educational administration of a local government shall immediately after the receipt of a consignment open the consignment in the presence of at least two heads of educational institutions, check the compliance of the number of polymer material envelopes and parcels with the number indicated on the bill of lading inserted in the consignment and shall make the relevant note. If damage of parcels or envelopes is detected, the head of the educational administration of the local government shall draw up a report thereon and notify the Centre immediately. The Centre shall provide instructions for further action with the examination materials.

 

65. The head of the educational administration of a local government shall ensure the storage thereof and that the packaging remains intact until the parcels are handed over to the heads of educational institutions.

 

66. The head of the educational administration of a local government shall hand over the parcels to the heads of educational institutions in the rooms indicated previously. Each head of the educational institution shall sign on a bill of lading inserted in a consignment regarding the receipt of parcels and that the packaging of the parcels is intact.

 

67. If it is not possible to hand over examination material to the head of the educational administration of a local government, the authorised official of the Centre or the supplier shall hand over the examination material against a signature directly to the heads of educational institutions. If the packaging of parcels is damaged or the number of parcels and envelopes indicated on the consignment bill of lading fails to comply with the requested number, the authorised official of the Centre or the supplier and the head of the educational institution shall draw up a report and notify the Centre. The Centre shall provide instructions for further action with the examination material.

 

68. The head of educational institution shall ensure storage of a parcel and that the packaging remains intact from the moment when he or she has received the parcel from the head of the educational administration of the local government, the authorised official of the Centre or the supplier up to the moment that the envelopes are opened in accordance with the times for the occurrence of the activities of the relevant State examination.

 

IX. Preparation for the Occurrence of State Examinations

 

69. The envelope with State examination material shall be opened by the head of the educational institution 30 minutes before the beginning of the State examination in the presence of the administrator of the State examination (during Grade 9 and Grade 12 State examinations – also in the presence of representative of the educatees) in accordance with the times for the occurrence of the activities of the State examination. If the number of persons taking the State examination exceeds 75 educatees, the envelope with State examination material shall be opened 45 minutes before the beginning of the State examination.

 

70. The head of an educational institution shall check the compliance of the number of materials of the State examination with the number of materials indicated on the envelope. If the number of received materials for the State examination fails to comply with what was applied for or the material is poor quality, the copying of materials of the State examination in the required number shall be ensured. The head of the educational institution shall draw up a report regarding the non-compliance of the number of examination materials with the number applied for and notify the Centre by sending it a copy of the report.

 

71. The head of the educational institution shall stamp all pages of the examination material which were not handed out with the stamp of the educational institution, and write "ANULĒTS" [ANNULLED] on the first page of each copy of the State examination material, sign and ensure the storage of the material at the educational institution until the end of the State examination.

 

72. The head of an educational institution after the end of State examination has the right to use the material which was not filled out for methodology work.

 

73. If the head of an educational institution has received a parcel with State examination material for the State examination, which has not been included in the list of the information compiled by the educational institution, the head of the educational institution shall immediately notify the Centre. The Centre shall provide instructions upon evaluation of each particular case for further operation with the State examination material.

 

X. General Provisions for Occurrence of State Examinations

 

74. The Ministry of Education and Science or the Centre may appoint the responsible employees who will take part in observance of the State examination, notifying the head of an institution thereof before the beginning of the State examination. The responsible employees shall take part in the observance of the examination during all the time of the State examination or the part thereof. The responsible employee may not take part in observance of the State examination if he or she is a father, mother, guardian, brother, sister, grandfather, grandmother or spouse of the educatee (who is taking the State examination).

 

75. If the educatee fails to arrive for the beginning of the State examination, he or she has the right to get involved in activities thereof. The time for performance of the State examination shall not be extended in such case.

 

76. The examination commission or the administrator of the test is not entitled to explain the content of the State examination to an educatee until the end of occurrence of the State examination.

 

77. The educatee may use only those ancillary facilities during the State examination, which are indicated in the programme of the particular State examination.

 

78. If the educatee of Grade 9 and Grade 12 uses ancillary facilities during the State examination which have not been referred in the programme of the State examination, hinders the work of other educatees or does not work independently, the administrator of the State examination shall expel the educatee from the State examination room. After exclusion from the State examination room, the educatee is entitled to write an explanatory statement.

 

79. The administrator of the test or examination or one of the representatives of examination commission shall draw up a report regarding the exclusion of the educatee from the State examination room after the end of occurrence of the State examination. A report and explanatory statement of the educatee shall be handed over to the head of the educational institution for taking of a decision regarding the non-assessment of the State examination. If the educatee fails to provide an explanation statement, it shall be indicated in a report.

 

XI. Occurrence of State Written Examinations or 
the Written Part of State Examinations
 

80. The educatees, who are taking the State examination, the administrator of the test or examination and responsible employees referred to in Paragraphs 45, 46, 55, 56 and 74 of these Regulations shall be present in a room of occurrence of the written State examination. The head of an educational institution or his or her deputy in the field of education may be in a State written examination room. 

 

81. The educatees shall sit in ones behind desks during a State examination. The referred to requirement need not be applied during the State examination in Grade 3. If there are two or more variants for the State examination, the educatees may sit in twos at each desk. Desks shall be placed at a distance from one another. Educatees, who have the opinion of a pedagogical medical commission regarding the implementation of an educational programme complying with the state of health, skills and level of development of the educatee or an opinion of a speech therapist, educational or clinical psychologist regarding the special needs of the educatee and for whom different times for occurrence of activities of the State examination and additional support measures have been determined, shall take the State examination in a separate room.

 

82. The educatee shall fill in the materials of the Sate examination using a pen. An educatee may only use a pencil (including a colour pencil) for drawings.

 

83. An educatee who has finished the part of the State examination, after which a break is intended in accordance with the times for occurrence of the activities of the State examination, or the State examination, shall hand in the finished work to the administrator of the test or exam and leave the State examination room. The referred to requirement need not be applied during a State examination in Grade 3.

 

84. In case of emergency (due to the state of health or physiological reasons) the administrator of a test or examination may allow to go out not more than one educatee at the same time during the occurrence of the State examination. In such case an educatee shall leave his or her work with the administrator of the test or examination who makes a note regarding the fact and time of absence on the paper of the educatee with a pen. The time for performance of the State examination shall not be extended for the educatee. If the educatees, who have the opinion of a pedagogical medical commission regarding the implementation of an educational programme complying with the state of health, skills and level of development of the educatee or an opinion of a speech therapist, educational or clinical psychologist regarding the special educational needs of the educatee, are taking examination, the time for performance of an examination shall be extended by not more than 10 minutes.

 

XII. Occurrence of State Oral Examinations or 
the Oral Part of State Examinations

 

85. Not more than five educatees shall be present in a room of occurrence of the State examination, who are taking a State oral examination or the oral part of the State examination, the commission of the State oral examination and responsible employees referred to in Paragraphs 45, 46, 55, 56 and 74 of these Regulations.

 

86. During the occurrence of the State examination the educatees of one form may be divided into two groups. A full set of examination papers and exercises shall be used for each group of educatees in the relevant subject, in which the number of papers (exercises) is greater than the number of educatees in the group. Papers (texts, exercises) shall not be used repeatedly for the educatees of the same group. If the educatee so desires, his or her answer may be written into an audio cassette, if the educatee has expressed his/her wish not later than three days before the State examination. The educatees shall be informed regarding such an option not later than two weeks before the State examination.

 

87. During the State examination the educatee shall prepare an answer for not more than 30 minutes. An educatee shall leave the room of the occurrence of the State examination after answering.

 

88. The State examination commission shall listen to the answer of the educatee, without interrupting him or her. The members of the State examination commission have the right to ask questions afterwards in order to clarify the answer.

 

XIII. Procedures for the Assessment and 
Registration of State Examinations

 

89. Tests shall be assessed by assessors appointed by the head of an educational institution in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the Centre.

 

90. Examinations developed by the Centre shall be assessed by an examination commission appointed by the head of an educational institution in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the Centre.

 

91. Examinations developed by an educational institution shall be assessed by an examination commission appointed by the head of the educational institution in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the educational institution.

 

92. Examinations developed by the educational administration of a local government shall be assessed by an examination commission appointed by the head of the educational institution in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the educational administration of the local government.

 

93. The educational administration of a local government has the right to organise joint assessment of the State examinations developed by the Centre in the relevant administrative territory, which are assessed by the State examination commission appointed by the head of the educational institution in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the Centre.

 

94. An assessor (assessors) of a test or examination commission shall fill out a test (Annex 1) or examination (Annex 2) report form after the assessment of the State examination. A test report shall be signed by the administrator of the test, assessor and the head of the educational institution, but an examination report shall be signed by all members of the examination commission.

 

95. The assessor of a test or examination commission shall assess the State examinations at the premises of the educational institution.

 

96. The educational administration of a local government shall determine the place for the joint assessment of examinations developed by the Centre or examinations developed by the educational administration of a local government.

 

97. If it is not possible to assess all State examinations in one day, their storage during a break shall be ensured by the head of the relevant educational institution.

 

98. If there is no unanimity amongst members of an examination commission regarding the estimation of the State examination of some educatee, the matter shall be decided by voting. The opinion expressed by the minority of examination commission shall also be entered in a report. If the voting is tied, the deciding vote shall be that of the Chair of the examination commission.

99. The results of the State examination shall be notified to an educate:

99.1. the results of a test or written examination – within four working days after the day of occurrence of the test or written examination;

99.2. the results of oral examination – on the day of occurrence of the examination;

99.3. the results of combined State examination – within six working days after the day of occurrence of the examination; and

99.4. the results of jointly assessed State examinations – within six working days after the occurrence of the examination.

 

100. If the educate who acquires a general secondary education at the general educational institution or at the vocational secondary educational institution, takes the examination repeatedly, the highest estimation obtained for the State examination shall be considered as the final one.

 

101. After the occurrence of a State examination developed by the Centre an educational institution shall fill out electronically the summary tables of the State examinations and send them to the educational administration of a local government. The type of summary tables shall be determined by the Centre.

 

102. The educational administration of a local government shall compile electronically the filled out summary tables of the State examinations and shall deliver them to the Centre within a month after the occurrence of the last State examination.

 

103. The educational institution shall keep the State examinations filled out by the educatee until the beginning of the next academic year after which they shall be destroyed. 

 

XIV. Review Procedures for an Assessment Acquired 
for the State Examination

 

104. An assessor of a test or examination commission shall not assess the State examination, a part thereof or separate exercises filled out by the educatee, if:

104.1. expressions insulting human dignity are present in the State examination;

104.2. they are completed with a pencil (except drawings);

104.3. unsubstantiated differences between a drawing and calculation or text (designations of letters used in a drawing fail to comply with designations of letters used in calculations or the drawing itself fails to comply with the calculations performed on the basis of a drawing or a drawing fails to comply with the text of substantiation) have been determined;

104.4. several papers of educatees have been performed in a uniform manner (determining that a paper has not been performed independently); or

104.5. an educatee has been expelled from the State examination room.

 

105. After the announcing of the results of the State examination, the educatee or his or her legal representative has the right within five working days to submit a written submission to the head of the educational administration of a local government with a request to review the estimation received for the State examination. The head of the educational administration of the local government shall establish a commission after the receipt of all submissions, which during two working days shall examine the received submissions, review the estimation granted for the State examination and take a decision regarding the remaining in effect of the granted estimation or increasing thereof. The head of the educational administration of the local government shall notify the submitter in writing within five working days regarding the Commission’s decision. 

 

XV. Joint Examination

 

106. The educational administration of a local government has the right to organise a joint examination developed by the Centre within the relevant administrative territory. The joint examination shall be organised at the educational institution specified by the educational administration of the local government. Educatees from two or several educational institutions shall take part in a joint examination. The educational administration of the local government shall appoint an Examination Commission for a joint examination taking into account the requirements of these Regulations.

 

107. Assessment of a joint examination shall take part in accordance with the assessment criteria developed by the Centre.

 

108. After the announcing of the results of the joint examination the educatee or his or her legal representative has the right within five working days to submit a submission to the educational administration of the local government with a request to review the assessment received for the joint examination. The head of the educational administration of a local government shall establish a commission after the receipt of all submissions, which during two working days shall examine the received submissions, review the assessment granted for the examination and take a decision regarding the remaining in effect of the granted assessment or increasing thereof. The educational administration of local government shall notify in writing a submitter regarding the commission decision.

 

XVI. Closing Provision

 

109. The Cabinet Regulation No. 394 of 16 May 2006, Regulations Regarding Procedures for State Examinations in Accredited Educational Programmes (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2006, No. 78) is repealed.
