Regulations on Types of Regulated Public Utilities

Issued pursuant to Section 2, Paragraph four of

the Law On Regulators of Public Utilities

1. These Regulations prescribe the types of public utilities in State regulated sectors the provision of which it is necessary to regulate.

2. In the heat energy supply sector where electricity is produced during the process of production it shall be necessary to regulate concurrent production of heat energy and electricity in the equipment the installed electrical capacity of which is more than one megawatt.

3. In the electricity supply sector it shall be necessary to regulate:

3.1. the production of electricity in generating installations the installed capacity of which is more than one megawatt;

3.2. electricity transmission if the voltage is 110 kilovolts and higher;

3.3. electricity distribution if the voltage is higher than one kilovolt and does not exceed 110 kilovolts; and

3.4. the marketing of electricity to any energy user if the total marketing capacity exceeds 4000 megawatt hours per year.

4. In the natural gas supply sector it shall be necessary to regulate:

4.1. the transmission of natural gas through pipelines;

4.2. the storage of natural gas intended for marketing in containers or storage sites;

4.3. distribution of natural gas; and

4.4. the marketing of natural gas to any energy user.

5. In the supply of liquefied gas it shall be necessary to regulate liquefied petroleum gas distribution from above-ground and underground tanks along pipes to the entry in multi-apartment buildings:

6. In electronic communications it shall be necessary to regulate the following types of services:

6.1. voice telephony services;

6.2. public pay telephone services;

6.3. public data and electronic messages transmission services; 

6.4. leased line services;

6.5. public Internet access services;

6.6. distribution of radio or television programme services in public electronic communications networks;

6.7. access services; and

6.8. interconnection services.

7. In the postal sector it shall be necessary to regulate postal services, which are associated with the collection, sorting, carriage or delivery of the following postal items:

7.1. inland or international postcards;

7.2. inland or international letters;

7.3. inland or international printed matters;

7.4. inland or international small parcels;

7.5. inland or international postal parcels;

7.6. inland or international express parcels; and

7.7. inland or international express letters.

8. In the railway transport sector it shall be necessary to regulate:

8.1. the carriage of passengers by rail; and

8.2. the services provided by the public-use railway infrastructure manager to carriers (utilisation of railway tracks).
