Regulations on the Organisation of Veterinary, Phytosanitary and Sanitary Inspection Posts for Means of Transport and Freight at Border Control Points
Issued pursuant to Section 14, Paragraph 3 of the

Law on the Structure of the Cabinet

1. These Regulations determine the requirements to be applied to the organisation of veterinary, phytosanitary and/or hygienic inspection posts for means of transport and freight crossing the Republic of Latvia State (customs) border (hereinafter – inspection post) at border control points.
2. Inspection post shall be organised:
2.1. on motor roads – in the territory of a border control point in proximity to the State border;
2.2. on the railway – in the first goods registration and hand-over station after crossing the State border; and
2.3. in ports and airports – in the territory of a border control point.
3. An inspection post shall be constructed, equipped and maintained in such a manner as to enable means of transport and freight to be inspected irrespective of weather conditions, observing all hygiene and quality assurance requirements during the loading and unloading of goods.
4. The size and equipment of inspection post premises shall be proportionate to the freight flow intensity.
5. An inspection post shall be furnished with suitable accessories and installations for washing and disinfecting of premises and means of transport.
6. An inspection post shall be organised and equipped:
6.1. in compliance with Annex 1 to these Regulations, if veterinary inspection of live animals is carried out;
6.2. in compliance with Annex 2 to these Regulations, if inspection of freight and means of transport subject to veterinary inspection is carried out; and
6.3. in compliance with Annex 3 to these Regulations, if inspection of freight and means of transport subject to phytosanitary inspection is carried out.
7. The facility to concurrently determine the weight or volume of all the freight shall be ensured in the territory of a border control point.
8. If the movement of freight subject to both veterinary and phytosanitary inspection is allowed at a border control point, common premises may be used:
8.1. for the examination and drawing up of documents (Sub-paragraph 3.1 of Annex 1, Sub-paragraph 1.1 of Annex 2 and Sub-paragraph 1.1 of Annex 3); and
8.2. sanitary hygiene premises (showers, toilets) (Paragraph 5 of Annex 1, Paragraph 4 of Annex 2 and Paragraph 3 of Annex 4).
9. An inspection post shall be equipped with a permanently connected rapid communication system (telephone, fax, computer).
10. The organisation and maintenance of an inspection post in compliance with these Regulations shall be co-ordinated:
10.1. in ports – by the relevant port authority;
10.2. on the railway – by the management of the State stock Company Latvijas dzelzceļš;
10.3. on overland routes– by the State Revenue Service; and
10.4. in the airport – by the management of the State stock Company Starptautiskā lidosta Rīga.
11. Financing of construction, equipping and maintenance of an inspection post shall be determined by the Cabinet in each specific case after a recommendation by the interested authority.
12. The compliance of inspection posts with these Regulations shall be assessed and a relevant list shall be submitted to the Ministry of Agriculture by:
12.1. the State Veterinary Service in co-operation with the Sanitary Border Inspection – in regard to border control points through which freight and means of transport subject to veterinary inspection may be moved; and
12.2. the State Plant Protection Service in co-operation with the Sanitary Border Inspection – in regard to the border control points through which freight and means of transport subject to phytosanitary inspection may be moved.
13. The Ministry of Agriculture shall submit for Cabinet approval a list of the border control points through which freight and means of transport subject to veterinary, phytosanitary and hygienic inspection may be moved and at which an inspection post has been organised in compliance with these Regulations.
14. The organisation of inspection posts in compliance with these Regulations shall be completed by 1 January 2003, with the exception of inspection posts on the Latvia and Lithuania border and the Latvia and Estonia border.
15. The organisation of inspection posts on the Latvia and Lithuania border and the Latvia and Estonia border shall be such that it complies with the requirements referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations and ensures freight control.
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Annex I
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24 August 1999
Inspection Post Premises and Equipment Thereof where Veterinary Inspection of Live Animals is Permitted
1. At an inspection post, where the movement of live animals across the State (customs) border is permitted, a separate traffic lane for means of transport shall be organised for this purpose.
2. An inspection post shall be organised in compliance with principles of animal welfare, environmental protection, as well as of animal and public health protection.
3. An inspection post shall be organised in such a manner as to ensure:
3.1. control and drawing up of documents;
3.2. discharge from (lifting out of) a means of transport and admission to (lifting into) a means of transport of animals of various species (an inspection post must have a ramp);
3.3. watering, feeding, resting, as well as, immobilisation and inspection of and sample taking from animals (also small animals);
3.4. performance of analyses on the samples taken at the inspection post;
3.5. isolation or placement in quarantine of sick animals or such animals which are suspected of having fallen ill;
3.6. temporary storage in a cold storage facility and/or a closed container of animals who have died;
3.7. storage of food and litter; and
3.8. storage of manure, dung wash and other refuse.
4. Premises intended for veterinary inspection and for ensuring animal welfare shall be equipped with a sewerage system, a ventilation system and supply of hot and cold drinking water.
5. Workers at inspection posts shall be ensured appropriate sanitary hygiene conditions (showers, toilets, etc.).

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Inspection Post Premises and Equipment Thereof where Inspection of Freight of Goods for Human Consumption Subject to Veterinary Inspection and Means of Transport of such is Permitted
1. An inspection post shall be organised in such a manner as to ensure:
1.1. examination and drawing up of documents;
1.2. unloading and loading of freight;
1.3. preparation and laboratory assessment of the samples taken; and
1.4. storage of freight in conformity with the temperature regimen specified for the storage of relevant products.
2. The procedures referred to in Sub-paragraphs 1.2, 1.3 and 1.4 of this Annex shall be carried out separately for:
2.1. products intended for human consumption;
2.2. products not intended for human consumption; and
2.3. fish and fish products.
3. An inspection post shall be equipped with:
3.1. installations for unloading and loading of freight and scales for weighing of a small part of the freight;
3.2. installations for keeping the premises at a temperature necessary for unloading and storage of freight in the premises;
3.3. installations for sample taking;
3.4. equipment for performance of laboratory analyses;
3.5. devices for opening freight and closing of packaging; and
3.6. a sewerage system, a ventilation system and supply of hot and cold drinking water.
4. Workers at an inspection post shall be ensured appropriate sanitary hygiene conditions (showers, toilets, etc.).

Inspection Post Premises and Equipment Thereof where Inspection of Freight Goods of Plants and Plant Origin Goods Subject to Phytosanitary Inspection and Means of Transport of Such is Permitted
1. An inspection post shall be organised in such a manner as to ensure:
1.1. examination and drawing up of documents;
1.2. unloading and loading of freight;
1.3. preparation and laboratory assessment of the samples taken; and
1.4. storage of freight in conformity with the temperature regimen specified for the storage of relevant products.
2. The procedures referred to in Subparagraph 1.2, 1.3 and 1.4 of this Annex shall be carried out separately for:
2.1. products intended for human consumption; and
2.2. products not intended for human consumption.
3. An inspection post shall be equipped with:
3.1. installations for unloading and loading of freight and scales for weighing of a small part of the freight;
3.2. installations for keeping the premises at a temperature necessary for unloading and storage of freight in the premises;
3.3. sample taking installations for taking of samples;
3.4. equipment for the performance of laboratory analyses;
3.5. devices for opening freight and for closing of packaging;
3.6. special installations for inspections of wood;
3.7. safety installations necessary for carrying out inspections of wood; and
3.8. a sewerage system, a ventilation system and supply of hot and cold drinking water.
4. Workers at inspection posts shall be ensured appropriate sanitary hygiene conditions (showers, toilets, etc.).
