Regulation No. 31

Adopted 20 January 2003

By-law of the Latvian National Opera

Issued pursuant to Section 16, Paragraph one 
of the State Administration Structure Law

1. The Latvian National Opera (hereinafter – National Opera) is a State cultural institution of national significance under the supervision of the Ministry of Culture that has been established in order to ensure the maintenance of the national cultural heritage in the genre of opera and ballet, as well as to promote the development of cultural fields related to Latvian national opera, operetta, ballet and music and to ensure availability of the achievements of world opera and ballet and culture of music in Latvia.

2. The National Opera shall have a seal with the supplemented State coat of arms and the full name of the National Opera. The National Opera shall be financed from the State budget and it shall have current accounts in the Treasury.

3. One year prior to the commencement of the season, the National Opera shall prepare a plan of the repertoire for two seasons in order to ensure the activity of the National Opera in accordance with the Latvian National Opera Law. The National Opera season shall commence on 1 September and shall end on 30 June of the subsequent year.

4. In order to achieve the purpose specified in the Latvian National Opera Law and to fulfil the specified functions, the National Opera has the right to: 

4.1. independently decide regarding the utilisation of resources in conformity with the law on the State budget for the current year and the Latvian National Opera Law; and

4.2. manage the State property allocated in the possession of the National Opera.

5. Work of the National Opera shall be managed by the General Director. The General Director shall be employed and dismissed by the Minister for Culture. The General Director of the National Opera may have deputy directors. Deputies of the General Director shall be employed and dismissed by the General Director of the National Opera. Duties, rights and responsibility of the deputies of the General Director of the National Opera shall be determined in the employment contract and characterisation of the work that is an integral part of the employment contract.

6. The General Director of the National Opera shall: 

6.1. draw up the activity and development strategy project of the National Opera for five years. Results of the activity to be achieved within a specific time period and anticipated resources for the achievement thereof shall be provided for in the strategy. The strategy project, prior to the coming into force thereof, shall be submitted for evaluation to the Advisory Council of the National Opera and after the evaluation it shall be submitted to the Minister for Culture;

6.2. the activity plan project for the current year of the National Opera shall be worked out on the basis of the activity and development strategy of the National Opera, approved by the Minister for Culture. Results to be achieved and measures to be carried out for the achievement thereof shall be provided for in the activity plan. The activity plan project, prior to the coming into force thereof, shall be submitted for evaluation to the Advisory Council of the National Opera and after the evaluation – for the approval to the Minister for Culture;

6.3. The drawing up of the budget proposal for the current year of the National Opera shall be ensured on the basis of the activity plan approved by the Minister for Culture and it shall be submitted for evaluation to the Advisory Council of the National Opera.  After the evaluation thereof in the Advisory Council of the National Opera, the budget proposal shall be submitted, by 15 February, to the Minister for Culture for inclusion in the State budget proposal of the subsequent year;

6.4. ensure the rule of law of the activity of the National Opera and efficient utilisation of the National Opera resources;

6.5. enter into employment and economic contracts, issue authorisations, approve the by-laws of structural units and work characterisations of the employees;

6.6. ensure accounting records of the National Opera in conformity with the requirements specified in the Law On Budget and Financial Management and the Law On Accounting; and

6.7. carry out other functions specified by regulatory enactments.

7. The Director General, together with the Artistic Director, shall develop the musical and artistic strategy of the National Opera. The Artistic Director shall prepare a repertoire, as well as shall be responsible for a high artistic level. The Director General shall enter into an employment contract with the Artistic Director.

8. Cabinet Regulation No. 48 of 8 February of 2000 By-law of the Latvian National Opera (Latvijas Vēstnesis [The official Gazette of the Government of Latvia], 2000, No. 44/46) is repealed.
